	How was social movement made possible?
	Large-scale social changes and political conditions

	What form can social movements be viewed in?
	Contentious politics

	What is John McCarthy and Mayer Zald’s definition of social movement?
	Set of opinions and beliefs in a population which represents preferences changing some elements of social structure and a countermovement

	What is the acronym SMO?
	Social Movement Organization 

	What does SMO mean?
	Organization which identifies its goals with the preferences of a social movement or countermovement and attempts to implement those goals 

	What is Social Movement Community?
	The idea that movements consist of networks of individuals, culture groups, alternative institution, and institutional supporters as well as political movement organization

	Classical model of social movement

	What is Symbolic Interactism
	Social psychological theory that focuses how actors contrast meanings through social interaction

	What are collective behaviors concerned about?
	How participants in social movement manage to act collectively, creating goasl, new organizational structures, and new culture

	What is Smelser’s Theory
	Structural conduciveness, structural strain, growth and spread of a generalized belief, precipitating factors, and mobilization for action 

	What are growth and spread of a generalized belief?
	Makes the situation meaningful to potential participants in collective behavior 

	What are Precipitating factors 
	Dramatic events, generalized belief identifies the source and nature of the strain and suggest possible responses

	What is Mobilization for action
	Mobilizing participants

	What is Social Control?
	Prevent the collective behavior by minimizing strains or limit the scope 

	What is Mass Social Society Theory
	Extreme response to social isolation and takes off from the Durkheim notion 

	What is Relative deprivation theory?
	Based on the observation that people rebel when things are improving (Alexis DeTogueville)

	What did resource mobilization and political process help shape?
	New perspectives which departed from past theories in important ways 

	What are resources seen as
	Central to collective action in which include tangible assets such as funding, and intangible assets, such as the commitment of partcipants 

	What is Structural Conduciveness? 
	Permit or encourage certain types of collective behavior

	What is structural strain?
	Create real or anticipated deprivation

	Why do entrepreneur movements play an important role?
	They note that resources do not come from beneficiary constituents 

	What are beneficiary constituents? 
	Members of aggrieved groups that stand to gain from the successes of a movement

	What are conscience constituents? 
	Who contribute to movements but do not personally benefit from their achievements 

	What does opportunity refer to?
	Political environment that influence movement emergence and success

	What is cycle of contention? 
	A phase of heightened conflict across the social system

	What do threats recognized as?
	Opportunities to mobilize activists, by creating feelings of outrage and urgency

	What is the synthetic approach?
	Process model views social movements as political entities aiming to create social change

	What is collective action frame?
	Capturing the importance of meanings and ideas in stimulating process 

	What are master frames?
	Generic types of frames available for use by a number of different social movements

	What is framing perspective
	Emphasizes the role of movements in constructing cultural meanings 

	What are campaigns?
	Extended master frames dealing with peace and globalization

	What are the impacts of frames?
	Movements that succeed in creating persuasive and coherent frames appear better able to attract movement participants 

	What is discourse analysis 
	How actors construct frames and discursive strategies using the genres available in contexts where framing occurs 

	What is mobilization?
	The process whereby a group that shares grievances or interests gains collective control over resources

	What is recruitment?
	Individuals to movements is part of the broader process of mobilization involving commitment of individual resources, such as time, money, and skills to a cause.



The Industrial Revolution:
· In 1750, European economy overwhelmingly agriculture economy. 
· Overseas colonies and War between France and England spurs on innovation in machinery 
· Vast increase in the market for European goods in part drove the conversion to an industrial, manufacturing economy. 
· Born on the back of machine friendly materials such as: cotton, iron, pottery

Changes wrought by the Industrial Revolution: 
· Logic of a national economy oriented around keeping the family alive 
· Logic of a manufacturing economy 
1. Drove peasants off the land
2. Increased agriculture production 
3. Increased the urban population

· Royal coffers overflowing 
· Industrial gaining great fortune 
· Workers live in squalor
· No trees, no libraries, no bonuses, no medical coverage etc. 
· Infant mortality 
· Abject poverty 

The Factory Act 1833: 
· Children under 9 no longer work in factories
· Those aged 9-13 limited to 48 hour week (2 hrs school per day)
· Act applied only to Large Textile factories, and was poorly implemented 
· 70 for men 
· 60 hours per week for women and young people under the age of 18 
· Banditry in the countryside and city 
· Life expectancy: 
-Rural Wealthy: 52
-Rural Poor: 38
-Urban Wealthy: 28
-Urban Poor: 17 
Industrialists gaining great fortune 
Workers live in squalor 
No trees, libraries, bonuses, medical coverage, etc
infant mortality 
abject mortality 

· A specter is haunting Europe – The specter of communism. Speaking about capitalists, and how the economy worked (what are the changes, etc) 

1848: European Revolutions
- Europeans slavering workers

Federick Engels: 
· September 1844, meets Marx 
· Engles was a revolutionary socialist who was impressed by Marx’s writings
· Son of a German industrialists 
· In the 1850s, while Marx was now in London working on Das Kapital 
· English working conditions characterized as Subsistence slavery
· Workers did not even have the breaks that an Agriculture regime afforded 
· Conditions of the working class 1864 ??
· His own words:
“The philosophers have only interpreted the world, in various ways; the point, however, is to change it”
- First sustained protests were economically 

19th Century Conclusion: 
· The issues based on today, have origins in the Industrial Revolution in social movements 
· Industrialization leads to a changed ‘world’ & the emergence of  a capitalist mode of production 
· Colonialism, technological developments, eventually lead to advanced capitalism 
· Academia (sociology), gained steam in the 19th century, partly in response to inequality and social upheaval
· Many social movements emerge in the 19th century 
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
