Tolerance > should be the cornerstone of the big issue in ethics (Moral Relativism)

How is it possible to judge another culture, morals, and beliefs?

Is there an objective standard for morals? (Who gets to say whether it is wrong?)

Multi-culturalism, you must respect another individual’s culture and beliefs

1930s – We know what the germans are doing, but we do not have a right to judge that.



Respect Another Culture

Pragmatic basis there needs to be some morals rules in common.

There are no objective standards (should behave a certain way)
We want universal standards.

If there is no universal standard for morals then there is no such thing as Good/Bad, Right/Wrong.
