Jewish Sects are:
· Pharisees
· Sadducees

· Christians
Language spoken:
· Greek: the new testament is written in Greek
· Latin: the language of the church and the vulgate.
· Aramaic: The language Jesus speaks.
Messiahs and Prophets: promising to bring Israel back to their region.
Cyril:
· 826- 869 CE
· Cyrillic: It’s a Russian Alphabet.
Jesus: Jesus of Nazareth:
· He is Jewish
· He died 30 CE
· He was seen as a political thread
· He was then crucified by Romans
· He used to be a teacher
· He heals sick people.
· His movement spread very quickly because of Paul
Paul: 
· He is Jewish
· His new name is Saul.
· He is from Tarsus (Turkey).
· He was carrying documents that could arrest people in Damascus.
· At one point he is the enemy of Christianity and at another he is the champion on early Christianity and Jesus.
· 40 – 55 CE
· Worked mostly in Greece and Asia Minor.
· He is on a mission to make people convert.
· He never sees a gospel.
· He dies in 65 CE in Rome so he never saw the destroyed Temple.
Galilee: a small province to the north and is away from Jerusalem.
Peter (identified as the chef) and James (brother of Jesus:
They are Christ followers that were looking for Christianity without Kashrut and circumcision. 
Christianity:
· Gnostics: they believed that Jesus only appeared to be human.  Docetic
· Marcion: they rejected the Gospel of Matthew.
Constantine: 
· Doesn’t like debates
· Changes a lot in Christianity
· Claims he is son of God.
· Edict of Milan: everyone is free to practice whatever religion they want but not make it the main religion yet.
· Prints coins with the picture of sun.
· Leader of Rome Emperor (falls in 476, it was a slow and long death).
· Ruled between 306-337 CE
· Finds the symbol of Christianity that he used in his war called CHI RHO.
· He didn’t convert to Christianity till he is dying.
Martin Luther:
· He nailed 95 thesis to the door of the church in 1517 CE
· He was charged with:
i- Excommunication: placing one outside the community of believers
ii- Political Subversion: attack to the state.
· He find support by wealthy family
· He got some radical ideas
i- Sola fide: humans can do nothing to affect salvation
ii- Sola Scriptura: All practice and belief must be found in scripture.
iii- These are the same in Islam and Judaism under the names, Muslim Wahhabis and Jewish Karaites.
· He made protests and had some effects:
i- Protestant Reformation:
ii- Local Authority: all scripture are interpreted and we can see 100’s of church, each one opening his own. Calvinism: we can do nothing to affect salvation, it comes from god. 
iii- Council of Trent: 1545-1563 and last 8 years. 
Creed: a statement of believe. 
Henry VII King of England:
· He divorces his wife which is against religion. 1534 CE.
The Filioque Clause: 
In the original clause referring to the Holy Spirit proceeds from God. The Catholic added one thing then. If Jesus precedes from God then how can the holy spirit comes from Jesus and God?  That’s why orthodox don’t have this clause but Catholic does. It means AND THE SON.
Vatican II: 
· 1962 – 1965
· Most recent council changing the readings and prayers to anything but Latin.
· Some people are still against it.
· Ecumenical: aiming at a greater Christianity.
Secularism: government existing separately from religion.
Fundamentalism: against modernism.
Debates:
a- Arius vs. Athanasius
· Homoi-ousion vs homo-ousion
· Like being to God vs. same being to God
· Constantine gathers the roman emperor in Nicea at 325 CE and agrees that Jesus is just the same being like God Homo-ousion
B- Bishop of Alexandria
· If Jesus is equal to God does that make Mary the mother of God?
· Theotokes: the Greek title of Mary, the mother of Jesus used especially in the Eastern Orthodox,
C- Bishop of Constantinople:
· In 1853, they argued that Mary with the born without sin. The virgin birth refers to Jesus born; he is born without sin as well.
D- Nestorius vs Monophysites 
· Christ had two persons: human and divine only the human part was born in human fashion vs. the human element of Jesus was completely swallowed up into the divine one.
· Rome vs Constantinople 
· In 451 CE, the council of Chalcedon solved the issue stating that Jesus was one person (the mono) but with both human and divine natures in him. 
E- Iconoclasts vs. Iconodules:
· Icon: Art that help focus in prayers.
· Iconoclasts: Destruction of the arts
· Iconodules: Supports of in favor of religious images.
Literacy: people learning to read and write so now they can read the bible alone.
Printing Press: 1456: people can now print whatever they want and call it a bible.
Missal: a small part from the bible used usually in church so they can control what you read.
Crusades: 
The Crusades were a series of religiously sanctioned military campaigns, waged by much of Roman Catholic.
1- 637 CE: fall of Jerusalem to Umar (the Muslim leader).
2- 1010 CE: church of the Holy Sepulcher burned down by a Muslim caliph. 
3- 1071 CE: Turkish Muslim persecutes Christians in Jerusalem.
4- 1095 CE: First of many Crusades.
5- 1099 CE: Crusaders win back Jerusalem.
6- 1187 CE: Muslims win back Jerusalem.
7- 1054 CE: official split of Constantinople from Bishop of Rome.

Gospels: a written account that describes the life, death of Jesus. They come first.
· Synoptic Gospel:
i- Gospel of Mark: 66-72 CE
ii- Gospel of Matt: 80-90 CE
iii- Gospel of Luke: 80-90 CE
· Fourth Gospel:
i- Gospel of John: 90 – 100 CE: it views different images for Jesus.
Letters of Paul: (50-55 CE): there are tons of contradictions. 
· Disputed Letters: 
i- 2 Thessalonians
ii- Colossians
iii- Ephesians
· Deutero-Pauline Letters:
i- 1 Timothy
ii- 2 Timothy 
iii- Titus
Luke Gospels and Acts are written by the same person. 
Acts:  there are many acts in the early Christianity but only one in new Testament. 
· Acts of Apostles: tells the story church. 
Apocalypse: 
· The book name is Revelation.
· It promises and end to the prosecution
· They don’t predict future but they reveal it. 
· It’s written in suffering time.
Cannon: a collection of writings from the beginning to the end. It’s closed as soon as you create it. The creation of the Christian Cannon is slow and congested.
The great Theologians: the reasons used by the 3 theologies to approach revelation not to challenge it. 
1- Augustine: 
· 354- 430 CE
· He is a Manichean: he sees the world In colors, either right or wrong. 
· He created the 7 virtues: wisdom, temperance, courage, justice, faith, hope and love.
· Flesh = body = evil = sins
· Spirit = good = good deeds.
2- Anselm:
· 1033 – 1109
· “Philosophy is the handmaid of theology”
· “I believe so that I may understand”
3- Thomas Aquinas:
· 1225 – 1274
· He said that Jesus Christ is the only pass to return to god and the catholic church was the only way. 
· He found 5 proofs:
i- Argument from motion: nothing can move by itself therefore there be an unmoved mover called GOD.
ii- Causation of Existence: something is created by other things therefore there must have been an uncaused cause, called GOD.
iii- Contingent and Necessary objects:  for contingent (existence is optional) things are caused there must exist a being which is necessary to cause contingent beings. Therefore this necessary being is GOD.
iv- The argument from Degrees and perfection: the perfections are contained in GOD.
v- The argument from intelligent designs
 Monotheism:  believing in only one God and the trinity (father, son and the Holy spirit)
Incarnation: translated to meat, Christ suffered before he was crucified as he is made from meat.
Sin: we are born sinful and Jesus is our solution to get rid of going to hell. 
Orthodoxy: corrected thoughts and is Christianity.
Orthopraxy: correct action and is Judaism.
