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Islam: the religion of the sword, the complete trust and surrender. Body, practices, doings and law.
Iman: Mind, doctrines, believing and theology. (faith)
Ihsan: soul, spirituality, seeing and mysticism.
Muslim: The person who submits.
Shahadah: There is no God but God and Muhammad is his messenger. 
Henotheistic: The early stage of the monotheism. 
Jahiliyya: time of the ignorance.
Hanif: people in Jaheleya who rejected the idea of polytheism and retained some or all of the tenets of the monotheism. It’s Islam in its purest form.
Three daughters of Allah: the Asnam that were worshipped at Kabaah.. Each have separate shrine near Mecca. 
Black stone: Dates back to Adam and Eve. It’s were the Muslim pray to.
Warlords: A commander exercising civil power in a region.
Mecca: a religious, Political and Economic centre.
Hijra: the flight from Mecca to Madina( Yathrib).
Ummah: group of people who submits to God. 
Imam:  a prayer leader. There are 12 for Shi3a.
Nabi: = prophet: warning from god. We have 20 nabis
Rasul: = messenger: comes with scriptures. We have 12 rasul.
Kharijitee: those who supported Ali at the first begging then rejected him later. 
Shi’at Ali: Party of Ali,  Shi’a. 
Height of Abbasid Dynasty: the time where Islam spreads so fast. 800CE.
Syncretism:  the importance of Quran for Muslims.
Fatimid: Shi3a, refers to the citizen of caliphate.
Seljuq mini-empires: Muslim Sunni empire, they controlled a huge area. 
Eid al-Fitr: 9th month, 1st of Shawwal. holiday that marks the end of Ramadan 
Eid al-Adha: 10th of Dhul Hijja. festival of sacrifice at the end of the Hajj
Hijra: 1st of Muharram, Muslim new Year.
Ashura: 10th of Muharram and represents horse, weapons and Husayn’s coffin.
Mongols: trible looking forward for land and revenge. They converted in 1500 CE. They took over 3 empires:
1- Mughal Empire in India.
2- Safavid Empire in Iran
3- Ottomon Empire in Turkey
 Islamism: the raise of the Islam, they are Muslims but not good ones. 
Sufism: you deny your self-comfort and pleasure for god. Sufism is a science whose objective is the reparation of the heart and turning it away from all else but God. They seek union with God. Of 4 stages:
1- Love of God
2- Nearness to God
3- Bliss
4- Annihilation
Shari’ah Law: four steps:
1- Quran
2- Hadith
3- Qiyas: analogy
4- Ijma: consensus
Fana: the state of annihilating the self in presence of the divine.
Dhikr: practice of remembering the name of God.
Angels: made from light
Jin: made of fire so could be either good or bad. 
Eschatology: study of the end.
Quran: Quran revelation come overs 22 year period. Early revelations in Mecca used to be short, late revelations used to be longer. And Revelations from Madina used to have arguments and legal pronouncements. Quran means recitation.
