	Advanced-level 2 health educator
	Someone with a doctorate and 5 + years of experience

	Decision makers
	Those who have the authority to approve a plan ex. The administrator of an organization

	Entry-level health educator
	A health educator that takes their first job regardless of their work setting

	Framework
	Documents comprised of the seven major areas of responsibility, which defined the scope of practice, and several different competencies and sub competencies, which further delineated the responsibilities

	Health behaviour
	The behaviours that impact a person’s health

	Health education
	Any combination of planned learning experiences using evidence-based practices and/or sound theories that provide the opportunity to acquire knowledge, attitudes, and skills needed to adopt and maintain healthy behaviours; Any planned combination of learning experiences designed to predispose, enable, and reinforce voluntary behaviour conducive to health in individuals, groups, or communities



	Health education specialist
	An individual who has met, at a minimum, a baccalaureate-level required health education academic preparation qualifications, who serves in a variety of settings, and is able to use appropriate educational strategies and methods to facilitate the development of policies, procedures, interventions, and systems conducive to the health of individuals, groups, and communities

	Health educator
	A professionally prepared individual who serves in a variety of roles and is specifically trained to use appropriate educational strategies and methods to facilitate the development of policies, procedures, interventions, and systems conducive to the health of individuals, groups, and communities

	Health promotion
	Any planned combination of educational, political, environmental, regulatory, or organizational mechanisms that support actions and conditions of living conducive to the health of individuals, groups, and communities

	Healthy People
	The surgeon general’s repot on health promotion and disease prevention; important because it summarized the research available up to that point, presented it in a very readable format, and made the information available to the general public

	Pre-planning
	Allows a core group of people to gather answers to key questions that are critical to the planning process before the actual planning process begins

	Primary prevention
	Preventive measures that forestall the onset of illness or injury during the prepathogenesis period

	Priority population
	Those for who the health program is intended to serve 

	Role Delineation Project
	Began in Jan. 1979, and yielded a generic role for the entry-level health educator, which was responsibilities for health education specialists taking their first job regardless of their work setting.  Once the role of this educator was delineated, the role was translated into a structure that professional preparation programs in health education could use to design competency-based curricula



	Secondary prevention
	Preventive measures that lead to early diagnosis and prompt treatment of a disease, illness, or injury to limit disability, impairment, or dependency and prevent more severe pathogenesis

	Stakeholders
	Any person or organization with a vested interest in a program ex. Decision makers, partners, clients

	Tertiary prevention
	Preventive measures aimed at rehabilitation following significant pathogenesis (development of a disease)
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
