Lecture 7  Prison violence and human rights efforts:

Cycle of prison: 
Arbitrary repression  warning signs violence  arbitrary repression…

What spurs inmate violence:
· Old institutions
· Over crowding
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Prisoners in solitary confinement for long periods of time get angry
· Lack of communication between prisoners, staff and administration
· No adequate grievance opportunities for prisoners (nowhere to turn to when they have problems)
· Abuse towards prisoners
· Prisoners tried to say if this keeps happening shit will hit the fan and no one listened

Attempts to bolster human rights in federal institutions:
· Prisoner committees and prison justice day, which is a day prisoners fast and refuse to work to remember those who have died unnecessarily
· Citizen advisory committees
· Grievance processes
· Office of the correctional investigator

Lecture 8  Risk management and its pitfalls:

Sawatsky report:
Findings  programs are too wide-ranging and provided by too many
Recommendations  link programs with the needs of the prisoners. Also, prisoners should have incentives to participate in these programs

Cognitive Panacea:
The nature of the criminal has shifted in the 1970’s towards the idea of purposefulness and the criminal as the decision maker. Criminals have been told they have a deficit in life skills so  they lack the ability to self reflect,  they are not aware of other people’s feelings, they have no means of reasoning or empathy and they act without realizing the results. 
Prison objective  to build up these skills that are said to be crucial to reduce a persons risk at recommitting offences. Education is how to reform.

Pitfalls of risk management:
· People’s histories determine if they get parole, not how rehabilitated they are. These are static factors we cannot change because we cannot change the past
· Crime is a products of the CJS because it creates crimes
· Social context of acts is ignored
· Infringement on liberty
Conclusion:
A shift from federal penitentiaries being concerned with rehabilitation to the prisons is failing in doing so and we need to search for alternatives to work more on rehabilitation and reintegration. Prisoners should have opportunities to take programs to transform themselves into law-abiding citizens. Out of this we see the emergence of risk management as being an approach to manage prison resources. It is trying to teach people how to think not what to think. 

Lecture 9  Gender and punishment:

· The role of women impacts how we punish people  so when people have certain ideals of what it is to be a good woman in society, if those roles are breached then punishment tends to follow
· So deviance of gender norms ends up in punishment
· Also, the way we punish is influenced upon how different genders should act

Economy:
· When you look at economic recessions, essentially you see the incarceration of men increase and women decrease
· This is due to the policies put in place to control men and curb their dangerous side because when men have too much time on their hands it increases crime rates
· So men get incarcerated so they cannot be problematic
· Women stay home to take care of the children

Gender, race and class influence women. We see that with how white women are more likely to be labeled as insane and racialized women will have a greater chance of being labeled criminal.

Experiences of imprisoned women:
· Separation from children is the hardest part. It is also barbaric and a cruel punishment
· Instead of these women maintaining relationships, they are being broken and this is proven to be very traumatic for them
· There is geographical dislocation where women are being moved from all over Canada to go to Kingston Pen and there is also a cultural dislocation for these women as well
· Many of these women have already been subject to sexual abuse and rape prior to prison and they are now victims to bureaucracy in prison on top of that
· These women in prison engage in a lot of self-harm by slashing their bodies and starving themselves. The guards respond by forcing them into summer weight pajamas and placing them under very bright lights in an observation cell. This can go on for 10 days and even nurses have been heard saying they wish they had their fur coats from how cold it was
· Prison does not offer resources to women to equip them for the workforce upon their release
· Men receive much better orison programs in prison than women

Alternatives:
· Better integration programs
· Spend more money on community resource development rather than on prison construction
· This will pave the way for a better social future

*Women go into prison poorly educated and come out the same way, except much angrier

Recommendations:
· Minimum security cottages
· Programming space
· Staff from different backgrounds
· Efforts to maintain contact with children
· Community support in integration back into society

Lecture 10  Colonialism and imperialism and aboriginals:

· The united states has the worlds highest incarceration rate per capita
· In the 80’s there was a spike in the incarceration rate due to the government targeting the poor for crack, but they did NOT go after the rich for cocaine
· Today, 23% of the federal incarcerated population is Aboriginal
· Since 2005-06, there has been a 43% increase in the Aboriginal inmate population.

Colonialism  The policy or practice of acquiring full or partial political control over another country, occupying it with settlers, and exploiting: 
· An enduring relationship of domination and mode of dispossession 
· Usually (or at least initially) between an indigenous (or enslaved) majority and a minority of interlopers (colonizers)
· Who are convinced of their own superiority, pursue their own interests, and exercise power through a mixture of coercion, persuasion, conflict and collaboration

Imperialism  A policy of extending a country's power and influence through diplomacy or military force:
· An unequal human and territorial relationship, usually in the form of an empire, based on ideas of superiority and practices of dominance, and involving the extension of authority and control of one state or people over another…
·  Processes of expropriation, in which people, wealth, resources and decision-making power are relocated from distant lands and peoples to a metropolitan center and elite (through a mixture of exploration, conquest, trade, resource extraction, settlement, rule and representation)

Aboriginal People:
· Die in custody at a disproportionately higher rate than other prisoners
· Die at a much earlier age that most other Canadians
· Significantly over-represented in prison


Lecture 11  Harms of imprisonment:

· People serve adult sentences when they should be serving youth sentences
· Mentally ill people have been dumped into prison even though it is a prison and not a hospital
· Children are slashing and cutting themselves and it is frustrating for other inmates to see, and the system doesn’t help 
· Inmates have nightmares from seeing other people slash, harm themselves, and commit suicide
· In lockdown they cannot shower or do laundry
· They are strip searched and have cell checks about 3 times a week and guards rip and tear up things that the inmates value such as their art or papers for university classes they are taking
· When in maximum security for 5 months, they are always handcuffed and shackled when moving from place to place. They are being labeled as high risk when they are in there for low risk so they end up adopting the label of high risk to fit the label they have been given and cause shit
· Women inmates began to feel like something is wrong with themselves because everyone around them cuts, slashed or is on suicide watch and they end up having a lot of guilt


Lecture 12  current developments in Canadian federal prisons:

· Prisoners come out of jail worse off than when they entered. No criminal has ever been as harmful as the government has ever been at some point. 
· There is no sympathy, no oversight and unlimited power which makes abuse INEVITABLE
· You get rights because you are human being
· It is NOT a privilege, it is a right and those done ever go away

1. The Birth of the Modern Prison: Public sanctions and punishments inflicted on the body fall into disrepute
a. Foucault: punishment was moving from body to soul, blame the person who committed the crime, imprisonment was used as an instrument of normalization and correction
b. Move away from capital punishment to incarceration
c. Capital punishment was starting to be seen as immoral, people were not prosecuting everyone, society saw it as an illegitimate form of punishment  

2. The Emergence of the Modern Prison in Canada: Punishment and moral reformation through the development of industrious work habits 
a. Canada took on the auburn system, this system included, group work which was to be done in silence, you reflect on your crimes in your cell, they wanted the prison to sustain itself, so they thought that putting people to work was a good way to do this. They had less eligibility in mind: conditions as well as deterrence. Emphasis on rehabilitation. They wanted to change people 

3. An Era of Progressively-couched Penal Reforms: The entry of programming and professionals into prisons in the pursuit of rehabilitation 
a. Brown report
Brown commission comes from Kingston Penitentiary where there was a lot of abuse and corruption. The warden would funnel out contracts for certain things to people who he liked (nepotism). In this abusive environment, beating the youth took place so how does that effect people in a positive way? Prison was not deterring people cause the population in Kingston rose. These are some of the findings in the brown commission. 
Crisis:
·  Abuse and corruption
· Failure to reform 
· Increase in ‘crime’
Recommendations:
· Solitary confinement for 6 months
· Corporal punishment as a last resort
· Segregation of juveniles
· Education

4. Problematization of the Prison Community: Prisoner and custodial staff cultures as impediments to the rehabilitative project
a. Clemmer: Prisonization obstructs rehab
i. Forced anonymity and subordination
ii. Development of new habits
iii. Institutional language 
iv. Development of an attitude of entitlement
b. Pains of imprisonment? 
c. Guard prisoner relationship? 
d. Modes of adaptation?

5. Martison (1974) with nothing works 
Impact of rehabilitation:
· “With few and isolated exceptions, the rehabilitative efforts that have been reported so far have had no appreciable effect on recidivism”
· “It is just possible that some of our treatment programs are working to some extent, but that our research is so bad that it is incapable of telling”
· Robert Martinson argues that the best research available at the time of writing his report indicates that rehabilitation efforts have achieved marginal results as it relates to recidivism.  
· He also criticizes the state of research that measured rehabilitative treatment at that time noting that these studies are largely incapable of capturing program successes and failures

6. Then it moves to lecture 7, with a lot of the riots, and prison conditions were really bad
· What spurs inmate violence?
· Old institutions
· Over crowding
· Prisoners in solitary confinement for long periods of time get angry
· Lack of communication between prisoners and staff and administration
· No adequate grievance opportunities for prisoners (nowhere for prisoners to turn when they have problems)

7. Swackhammer Report:
 Kingston penitentiary was not equipped to deal with the security situations that they encountered, there was overcrowding, long periods of solitary confinement, lack of communication between prisoners and staff, and admin. Then there were the attempts to bolster human rights inside prisons

8. Archambault report and MacGuigan Report:
Archambault: Failed to reform and recommendations were to rehabilitate and human reform

MacGuigan: Recidivism and prison was a crime school so recommendations for personal reform and community based alternatives

9. Arbour Commission Report
There was a lot of abuse and terror happening here, especially for women. The recommendations were women centered and culturally appropriate corrections.


10. Risk Management:
· 1970’s economic crisis where government had pressure to reduce government spending
· So different programs got cut, and prisons were not immune to this
· There was a lot of crowding that causes tension
· Also construction for new max pens and programs that existed were under attack and the slogan was that “nothing works”
· Because the treatment model was under attack, there were less and less psychologists and educators and instead there were more managers and administrators there to get more bang for your buck
·  The criminal was seen as being a rational actor, weighing the cost and benefits to their actions. What they learned from how the learned. 

11. The future of imprisonment on Canada: 
· Prisoners come out of prison much worse off
· No criminal has ever been as harmful as the government has ever been at some point.
· Why do governments do this? No legal framework and no laws prohibited it and also cause it was popular (public seduced into measures being necessary and beneficial)
· No sympathy no oversight and unlimited power makes abuse inevitable
· Rights counter that so prisoners need rights 
· You get rights because you are human. It’s not a privilege it’s a right and those don’t go away
