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Standards of Evaluation
Moral
Practical  how something works, what its purpose is? 
For example, if someone goes to rehabilitation, do they relapse? Is the process strong or weak?
Logical 
In order to do an evaluation, you need to find the issue and the key terms of the issue
Issue: a problem that needs solving, over which there’s a debate 
Know the issue and context of the subject
Practical standard is most likely what we are going to be using instead of moral arguments
Going to come down to certain principles
Pick one of the topics listed or one of your own
If you want to go off on a tangent on any of the given topics then that is okay too
Next week we will look a lot more closer at doing research and documentation
Go to the essay research help guide on the uottawa website
You wont have a thesis until you have a bit of research
Kinds and types of analysis:
Causal analysis – most of the critical critique essays were causal arguments. Something that social scientists, criminologists and psychologists are really focused in on.
Process analysis – depending on the topic you look at, it can be dictated that that is what you’re going to be doing (??)
System analysis – social system  families don’t work when the father is a gambler and he goes out and spends all the money he makes
All three can go together but one will most likely dominate
A good suggestion for the research essay: lots of quotations
Don’t paraphrase the thesis statement or intro sentence
Put quotation marks around it and don’t paraphrase, put the page number in brackets
In the critique essay, Don’t summarize the essay, summarize the argument (so don’t summarize the things you find in your research, summarize their arguments)
Different perspectives you can have on your particular topic: economical, social, political, historical, scientific, psychological
You can bring more than one of them together
They are all linked together anyway
Take into account which perspective youre coming from 
Different concepts and different ways to look at things
Page 137: really good diagrams on categorizing arguments and how to make an outline
Page 148: formulating thesis statement
Page 151: very important for the research essay
They have a pro-con structure
Con: people that are against me
Pro: what im arguing
The essay has to address that there are people who have made different arguments than you
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
