· Freedom of Arbitrary arrest was key for the Liberals
· Freedom of Religion, Assembly, Speech
· Economic Liberals: Adam Smith, Jeremy Bentham, Ricardo,  John Stuart Mills 
· John Stuart Mills: believed that a person’s freedom can be taken away if what they do hurts a majority of others

Conservatism

· Monarchy, privileged classes,  and the Church were most important element of the established order
· The UK is a theocracy (head of the state is also head of the Church)
· Not opposed to all change (incremental change)
· Liberals wanted to radically change the order whereas the Conservatives wanted slow careful change
· Edmund Burke (1729-1797) and Louis de Bonald (1754-1840) were 2 key Conservatives
· Clemens von Metternich

Socialism

· Reaction against Liberalism
· Calls for ownership of means of production
· Utopian Socialists: dreamt of a system that was far from reality (world not based on money but sharing with everyone)
· Robert Owen (1771-1858)
· Second generation socialists
· Louis Blanc

· View of history
