The Holocaust in Hungary
· Anti- Semitic legislation
· 1938-1941
· Miklos Horthy (Hungarian leader)
· Ferenc Szalasi
· The Arrow Cross
· Hungarist Movement
· Deportations
· At least 200,000 killed
· Raoul Wallenberg: creates fake Swedish passports (fails) then creates safe houses. Crucial role in saving thousands of Hungarian jews.
The Holocaust in France
· Vichy France and collaboration
· “Statut des Juifs” (anti jewish legislation)
· “Aryanization”
