Hitler’s former secretary (film: downfall) Tradual Junge
· 1988 FOX News:
· Was his secretary from Dec 1942- hilters death
· Youngest secretary, 22 years old
· Sees Hitler as a father figure, her father wasn’t a father figure to her. Demon in house, angel in company
· Married into Nazi family, marrying SS officer
· Wrote down Hitler’s last testimony
· Arrested by Soviets, kept till December 1945
· Voices from the bunker- memoirs written by her
· Hitler selected her to be one of his 3 personal secretaries. 
· Her job was to dress up his dinners, told Hitler gossip, or what they watched in the cinema, nothing else.
· In Hitler’s circle, no one was told officially what was happening to the jews. 
· Admits that they were cowards, didn’t ask questions.
· 2001 German Filmmaker: 
· Germans are good at organizing
· Tried to manipulate the minds of German people
· Wasn’t Hitler’s idea that the Jews caused all the Germans problems, was an idea brought forth previously
· Considered sacrifice to greater good
· She has a feeling of guilt, because she worked so close for Hitler, she liked him.
· She finds it hard to forgive herself.
· Admits Hitler was a criminal, but that she just didn’t see it.
· Seems to really struggle with her past, the older/longer she lives; the more of a burden she feels as her past.
· Tries to go to Australia, unallowed
· Died of cancer in 2002
Tradual Junge, Last week’s Holocaust movie (Fateless), and the documentary by Riel …** hints for exam
Berlin, 1945:
· April 1 1945: the red army reaches outskirts of Berlin
· April 19, 1945: Soviets begin assault against German capital by encircling city from the north, west and south
· Estimated 305000 Soviet fatalities; Estimated 325000 German civilian casualties
· April 30 1945: Hitler marries Eva Braun and then commits suicide
· May 2 1945: Germany surrenders to Allies
· Stalin, Churchill and French leader meet, to decide how to divide up Europe.
· Main objective: capture Berlin (Stalin, Churchill) Americans want to attack Dresden.
· 29 April 1945: Mussolini is killed, drag his corpse into public square, hang them on meathooks, nude. Cements Hitler’s mindset to kill himself.
· SS start to destroy papers right before hitler dies.
Budapest, 1944-45
· The siege of Budapest was one of the longest during WWII. It lasted for a total of 102 days. The siege is generally dated from Nov 3 1944- Feb 16 1945. According to one estimate, there were 42,000 fatalities and 63,000 people were wounded.
