· New France under populated, New England over populated

· Quebec high birth rates—though 1970s
· Contraception not really used- Catholic church promoted celibacy
· Birth Rate 55/1000 New France
· Death Rate 30/1000- population doubled every generation
· Reasons women bring so furtile
· Economic opportunity makes people marry a lot younger than poorer places in France
· Average age to marry in 17th century 15
· 22 Average to marry 18th century
· Healthier climate and more farm produce- living to a good age
· Shortage of woman- widows remarried
· Famines and shortages uncommon in French population
· Early marriage and low mortality
· Birth rate was similar in New England
· Southern States Virginia and Carolinas malaria, yellow fever until 19th century- south states made into plantations because of weather- high mortality rate cause for need for slaves
· New France attracted low French immigration
· Disinclined to actually go to New France
· Quebec was under the control of the 100 Partners
· Immigrant ships captured my English
· English captured Quebec and had it for 3 years
· Seniors looking for status value of owning a state
· Seniors- auristrocrats, generals
· 1682- population of 22 hundred
· only 27 thousand people immigrated to New France- many went back to France after working or being in army
· 9 thousand immigrants 
· 20 thousand immagrants in 1st year in massachusetts
· New England 1 million immigrants in first  
· 1660s after French government eliminated 100 partners and sent a royal government and sent many women- the daughters of the king
· Poor women from the streets of France, orphans, poor country girls and sent to colonies with no inclination of settling 
· 1750s (7 year war) last immigransts- many people stayed after loosing war to USA
· 350 people French, rest assimilated 
· Louis Riel decended from solider
· Population overwhelmingly French and Catholic
· 300 French prodastants snuck in 
· French band French prodastants from practicing religion- caused many people no want to live there
· People immigrated for economic reasons not religions
· Most Massechusets immigrants immigrated for religious reasons
· 1660 – economic reason was motivation for immigrating
· France had lower literacy rate than England- hard to get publicity out about colonies 
· Had bad publicity/advertising jesuit- bad written and oral evidence 
· 17th century- only 9 or 10 shippments to new france
· took a years pay to get to new france
· longer voyage the expensive it was
· bigger money to be made in caribean economies
· many slaves working in caribean so rich people went there 
· French had secure land- French went to court if you didn’t pay landlord
· In England the gov. favoured landowner rights and poor tenents were kicked out
· Growth of British colonies was not an unmixed belessing- New colonies developed new economic interests from England
· More people in New England than new france
· Royal governments France and England stopped meeting
· Jean-B Colbert- French colonies had threat from Iroquois 
· Beaurocrast for justice for king- Intendant
· Patent of 100 partners revolked and army sent to go against Iroquois
· 1670s France preoccupied with wars and neglected New France
· Proprietors 
· English colonies persisted in getting elected government for colonies
· Colonies exist to get money for the mother country- mercantilism
· Colony provide raw materials for country and then buy English materials
· Policy statement like a wish list- if followed mercanalist ways economy would never be like what it is like now
· Spanish expenditure promoted trade in other countries 
· Querillav(little war)- Gorilla warfare French learned techniques from natives
· Concured local tribes and took their land away
· People living in the interior moved to England colonies
· English along appilation mountains
· French thought Aboriginals were primitive and thought them as uneducated and stupid
· England had parlimant and France was a absolute monarchy

Newfoundland and the Fishery

· for 300 years English discouraged Newfoundland as a real colony
· subarctic climate
· New England was thought to be warmer than England because it is lower than England
· A lot of top heavy predators- moose, caribou
· Hard for nomatic population 
· Beothik- lived in small bands of 25- 30 people- no more than 300 people
· Painted bodies red (red Indians)
· Elevated shallows- The Grand Banks
· Spanish Armada- war against Elizabethan England
· 20 thousand whales killed 
· _____First to Salt and dry cod 
· French and Spanish- Green/Wet fishery
· English- dry fishery
· Salt was imported from spain to England and had to develop a way to use salt sparingly because salt was expensive
· Dried fish in air and salted them lightly
· Population of catholic Europe ate cod
· Resident fisheries developed
· Merchanalist- fishing was controlled by companies in England, didn’t want a competing resident fishery in competion with them
· Needed to protect the fishing points away from Natives
· 1699- King Wlliams Act
· 1680s 1/3 of newfoundland fish caught by resident fishers
· Sack ships
· Newfoundland traded directly with west indies colonies
· in 1820s british gov appointed a permanent governor- 1832 gave then an elected assembly 
· Beothuck- racial genocide, 1829 last died of turberculosis
