Austro-Hungarian Empire

· Majority of pop did not speak German (main language) but spoke a mixture of everything else.
· Hapsburgs ruled most of Austria
· Austria and Hungary was the largest country on the continent 
· Hapsburgs were roman catholic and very conservative
· The empire had 2 main groups of enemies:
  	1.  German liberals
	2.  The Hungarians
· Main reason the hate with the Hungarians was a war of independence against Austria
· Austrians were upset and couldn’t beat the Hungarians on their own and called in the Russians to help
· War of independence was lost
· Centralized control in Vienna 
· German became the official language of the Empire (Latin before German)
· Main problems: Economic and Military
· Many countries developing further than the empire
· Many people opposed to the Austrian Empire
· Solution: the 1867 Compromise 
1. Divide the monarchy into 2 (Austrian and Hungarian)
2. Hungarians would control the minorities
3. Created the Dual Monarchy
4. Created a single army
5. Created a common ministry of finance
· The new name of the country had an official name (long and unimportant)
· A new coat of arms was created for the Empire
· Austro-Hungarian very diverse country comprised of multiple minorities
· Croatia was given some independence but made sure they kept one key town which was a port city for trade purposes
· Legislation of language was a huge problem because they were a diverse country
· The new bill allowed the use of minority language
· Allowed officials talk to the townspeople in the language of their choice
· Resentment grew when people were becoming forced to assimilate into the majority
· Ethnic minorities were becoming to assimilate…non-Hungarians were beginning to speak Hungarian due to assimilation 
· Education and schooling was at the center of assimilation and many minority schools were closed down
· Restricted voting rights for the minorities
· Magyarization of names (many people had to change their names to be more Hungarian sounding)
· Jews mainly lived in Budapest 
· Jews were highly assimilated into Hungary
· Most spoke Hungarian
· The world’s second largest synagogue is in Budapest (largest in Europe)
· The Hungarian Jews were very secular
*Visit Budapest*
· Cultural Icons: Elites (made a nationalistic message)
· Mihai Eminescu was a Romanian poet still seen as a national hero
· L’udovit Stur  standardized the Slovak language and was also seen as a national hero
· Nation Building: Romania
· Controversy: a group was known as the traditionalists and the other group was Europeanists 
· Main divide was Religion (Western was Roman Catholic and Eastern was Orthodox and Muslim)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Europeanists looked towards France for inspiration
· Life and Society in the 19th century: modernized architecture and the emergence of mass society
· The majority of society was not involved until mass society emerged
· New Products: Steel
· Eiffel Tower was created and electricity surged at the end of the 19th century
· Telegraph was created and becoming very popular
· Use of the railway became very popular for trade
· Europeans bought from their colonies at a cheap price, develop the products, and then selling them back
· A rise in wages in Europe at this time which created a rise in Consumerism
· 
· Creation of the first department store in Paris 
· The roles of women in this new economy
· If women were allowed in the work force there would be a decline in family life
· Middle class women were now working in high positions
· Lower class women were now working in factories
· Women were being allowed to work because there was a shortage of workers
· Working class organizations (Unions) now being created
· Large Emigration groups leaving Europe to the US and some were migrating to Canada (Manitoba and Northwest Territories)
·  Urban environments become hard to live in
· Lack of sanitation in Britain 
· Public Health Act of 1875
· Octavia Hill renovated houses in order to ensure people had moderate housing at a low price (improved housing in Britain)
· Who formed the elite? Industrialists (owned factories)
· Middle class very important (very diverse)
· Shared common values and lifestyles
· Preached about this new world view
· Middle class valued money unlike the upper class who spent their money on every whim
· Overcrowded cities and advertising becoming popular
· The Social Democrats: working class and socialist parties now rising
· German Social Democratic Party (SPD)  was the most successful European socialist party
· August Bebel was against the Socialists and Catholics
· Bismarck was dismissed
· Socialist laws were overturned: Banned socialist meetings and trade unions and shut down 45 newspapers
· Sozialdemokratische Partei Deutschlands (SPD) turned away from revolution and turned to evolution
· Would prefer moderate change than drastic change
