CRM 1301 (3) Classical Period (1750s-1850s)

· Massive Population Growth: people starting to live longer 

· Populations Less Homogenous: instead of rural community where people look the same, there are different races and cultures

· Social Bonds Weakened: something that does not come w/ people who do not know each other 

· 1830s( Sir Robert Peel 

· Cash for Labour: connected to the idea of the emergence of a citizen in relation to a state; shift from private property ownership to collective ownership 

· Individuality (economic & political), “citizens” & rise of nation state, private vs. collective property 

· Reformation…. WELL UNDERWAY: no collapse of Catholicism; collapse of the Roman Catholic Church’s authority ( poverty( lavish life of Roman Catholic authorities 

· Social Contract: a kind of legalistic agreement, moral actions; legal agreement of moral ‘code’

· Hobbes( need the social contract or humans will be nasty, brutish, and short; we buy into it because it is easier, give up some things in order to not have to fight someone everyday to keep what I have 

· Away from Supernatural 

· Scholasticism: theology( emergence of university, underlines this movement towards the social contract; religion is not gone 

· Logic (Aristotle): we can now apply logic in compliance w/ theology to come up w/ the social contract 

Sin= failure to make free and calculable choices for the common good

Classical View

· Deviance: freely calculated to maximize pleasure and minimize pain 

· I can steal a lot of money and I wont get caught, won’t be killing 

Antecedents: Hobbes, Locke, Rousseau ( keys to the French Revolution 

CLASSICAL CRIMINOLOGY

Cesare Beccaria ( Essays on Crime and Punishment 1764

· Upper class Italian, dissidents in Milan, Scholastic Theology 

· Focused on:

· Demonic social control, corruption & independent judges 

· Essay on Crime and Punishment (1764)

· “ A systemic plan for making legal social control more humane and rational”

· Wide appeal: harsh arbitrary punishment loses a lot of favor; Debates(control of the state and its organization 

· Measuring out, crime to punishment – right( liked  the codified law and the left like the…

PRINCIPLES

1. Necessity of Rational Punishment –preservation of social contract 

· There had to be rational punishment, and everyone would know it

· Remind individuals of common interest in social order

· Defense of publics liberty, not tyranny (always look out for tyranny)

2. Legislated Law and Judicial Guilt 

· Legislators: define acts that violate common good, assign appropriate punishment 

· Judges: determine guilt or innocence ONLY( NO DISCRETION

3. Hedonistic Psychology 

· Utilitarian calculation(maximize pleasure, minimize pain 

· Deviance is merely human action 

· E.g six units of pain = 7 units of pain (does nto address everything…not always monetary value)

4. Purpose of social control: DETERRENCE

· Had to be specific AND general 

· SWIFT+CERTAIN justice in order to work 

· People need to know that they will be caught and quickly.

· Opposed death penalty(too extreme / excessive 

5. Control ACTS not ACTORS


· Laws should be focused on the act, not the person who breaks the law

· Problematic: people are not all working from the same calculator (sometimes different intention)

· All actors assumed to have same ‘free will’ and hedonistic calculators 

· Categories of Crime

· Treason: most injurious (destroys society), undermining the system, make the society useless

· Against personal security (regardless of class): theft( fine or labour, violence( corporal punishment 

· Against public tranquility: similar to treason, anyone being critical of state 

· Public cries and fanatical sermons

· Disturbing the peace(tyranny 

Jeremy Bentham (tries to quantify the pain vs. pleasure…)

· British Economist 

· Focused on British Common Law (1700s)

· ***Same vision as Beccaria (utilitarian hedonistic calculating humans, rational approach to deviance, social contract, opposed to capital punishment)***

· French Penal Code (1791)

· Applied classical thinking, over reliance on incarceration 
( inconsistent w/ utilitarian thesis, HUGE INCREASE IN INCARCERATION

· Neoclassical Modifications 

· Discretion( premeditation, mitigating circumstances, insanity 

Detention Through the Ages 

· ROME (antiquity)

· Detention centres trial: only hold you until trial; if you were found guilty, you and/or family members become slaves 

· Slavery (chains)

· Middle Ages (Europe)

· Dungeons and holding cells: not used if you were found guilty; prob killed, used this as spectacle 

· Death from starvation, violence disease

· 30-40 people in one cell 

· Nobility: Tower of London (pre-execution)

· Clergy: solitary penance, model for prison 

Emergence of Systematic Confinement- Workhouses

(Bridewells- London 1557)

· Teaching industriousness: assumption that the people who were thrown in prison were lazy 

· Became holding places for the poor basically: hasn’t really changed

·  Industrial Revolution (1700s): explosion of people coming into the cities, economy picking up, might have been indebted to work place (DEBTORS prisons(stay until you paid)

Hulks: (1776-1856)( Floating Jails 

· 1 out 4 would die(filthy conditions 

· ‘Temporary solution’

· Labor by day, irons and chains, privately owned, escape a problem when moored, constant need to replace those bodies 

Critics of Early Gaols – John Howard

· Spread of typhoid

· Segregation of women, children, men

· Concern( moral reflection: this was not going to work if you were looking to change people’s ways of thinking 

Elizabeth Fry (society)

· Went into prisons to help out( volunteered

· Women: physical and moral health, wanted to encourage education 

· Mothers

Kingston Penitentiary (1835)

· First Canadian Penitentiary 

· Idea of SILENCE( individual cells 

· Regime of extreme punishment( getting gup at certain times, whipping up until 1842, The Box

· Bread & water 

· Filthy and disease ridden

· Kingston workers opposed to training programs( why are you training prisoners and this is not available to regular people?

Andrew Mercer Reformatory (1879)

· A training center for women who have been federally sent to prison

· What kind for work women should be trained to do 

Toronto (1835-1879)

· Kingston Penitentiary for men 

Laundry (CPR)

· Matrons: job to guide the women 

· “Clean Speech Society”: pin if you stopped swearing 

· Domestication: women who did laundry for the CPR (Canadian Pacific Railway)/ Laundry for men’s prison 

· Ideals of prim and sober and obedient middle class mother and wife ( they will come out this way 

· Ironically, for ‘women of means’, freedom from work was a sign of success, but for poor and working women, inactivity indicated individual moral flaws
Prison for Women (P4W), Kingston 

· Conditions were terrible 

· 1938-2000

· Archambault Report: 14 official reports calling for its closure 

· 1981 Canadian Human Rights Commission 

· Too few to count 

· Regional alienation: women would be sent far away from home (**disconnecting someone from friends and family almost guarantees self harm, worst thing you can to do to someone who is incarcerated**)

· Absence of meaningful work: laundry and cleaning 

· Lack of treatment or programming 

**Type of punishment reflects relations of power and the material; reality of society 

· Egalitarian society: group survival—restitution

· Antiquity: secular/senate civil law—compensation 

· Demonic/Middle Ages: torture/witch burnings

· Enlightenment: monarchy/spectacle 

· Classical: Secular/criminal law (emergence of Modern state)

· Incarceration—re-training Bodies
