· 1914: $1 = 4 marks
· January 1923: $1 = 22,400 Marks

Stabilization in the Weimar Repoublic

· Period of stabilization: 1924-1928
· Gustav Stresemann
· Locarno Treaty (1925) – identifies Germany as a key player in Europe again and no longer a pariah (creates peace in Europe again)
· Dawes Plan (1924) – reduces reparations on the Germans and pumps American money into Europe
· Domestic welfare reforms and concessions
· Paul von Hindenburg replaces Ebert as president
· Plays the role the King used to but is more reasonable
· Limits of political stabilization
· Proportional representation
