	1. Based on the incidence occurrence of the Alnus Incana, which primarily occurs in the forest and ecotone stations, it is reasonable to presume that the habitat it is adapted to is moist low lands. More specifically, moist low lands which often surround a body of water, such as a bog or a marsh, as demonstrated in these tables and graphs of its occurrence.

In the case of partial water drainage of the Mer Bleue marsh, which leads to the water depth of the marsh decreasing by half, the preferred habitat of the Alnus Incana would change. After the partial drainage its location would no longer be as moist as it was prior to the drainage.  The consequences of the drainage on the Alnus Incana would result in a lowering of its abundance and a migration of its preferred habitat (changing its distribution), which would follow the drainage of the marsh in an attempt to still surround a body of water and maintain a moist low land habitat.
