CRM 1301 (4) Crime and Punishment Modernity (1800s…)

· shift from spectacle of punishment( use of the penitentiary (rise of incarceration)

FOUCAULT (1926-1984)

· changing needs of time

· Docile bodies= argues that what goes on during this time, you have a society that needs an army of disciplined workers 

Discipline is not just for prisoners( also interested in military 

· to rehabilitate, to make people good workers

He calls this: the Art of Punishing 

· Appears fair and normal: not being questioned 

· Representations of punishment more ‘lively’: needs to be communicated as an everyday phenomenon, have a ritual like a court system; know what to expect 

· Focus: EVERYONE

· Must be temporary: if you are hoping to turn people into disciplined workers there must be a chance of getting out 

· Mundane nature: appearing fair and normal 

· Criminal is turned into an object of rehabilitation: rehab whether you want it or not 

Critical of the discourse of prisons 

· Says prisons designed to realize goals…

· NEED solitude (monotomy)

· Separate criminal influence: removing people from criminal friends 

· Middle class reformation of the poor and unfortunate (get them to internalize class values)

· Corporal punishment: became a part of incarceration rather than punishment itself 

· Maximize convict labour: to find that army of workers…

· NEVER WORKED, never convinced anyone to be docile bodies 

NEW PUNISHMENT

· NOT sustained because of its success

Imbedded culturally as ‘normal’

· He would say putting people in prisons just feels normal 

Control of the body through the mind

· Rituals of power
