Chapter 2 - impediments to CT
Definitions
An assertion isa declarative sentence that is intended to make a claim of some sort.Sometimes these are called statements or propositions
A premise is a statement offered in support of a conclusion
· A conclusion is a statement that is held to be supported by a permise or premises
· *if the premise is true then the conclusion has to be true
· An argument is a set of statements one of which (the conclusion) is taken to be supported by the remaining statement (the premises)
· State if this is an argumemt if it is what is the conclusion and premise
· The conclusion is what the  speakers wants you to accept
· The premises state the reasons or evidence for accepting the conclusion
· An inference is the move from a premis (or premises) to a conclusion or conclusions
Dont confuse arguments with explanations
· A pair of passages and which of these is an argumemt that is an explanation
· An argument tells u why you should believe something
· An explanation tells u why something happens
· Arguments have something they want to prove, explanations might be part of arguments but they are not arguments by themselves.
· Not all series of statememts contain arguments
How do you recognize an argumemt.
· Look for  a conclusion (a statement that id being supported), and look for premises
· Often we can identify these by the use of certain indicator words
· What is an indicator word give an example of a conclusion indicator word and a premise indicator

· For the reason that
Indicator words may not actually be present in arguments, sometimes the conclusion is stated first. Premises do not always come before conclusion.
