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Violent Crime
· Violence and Society
· The majority of people do not believe that “pretty people” commit crimes (example of Kate Hunt)

· Roots of Violence
· Personal traits
· Brain injuries, mental illness, abnormal brain wave patterns, low intelligence, psychotic symptoms, etc.
· Family dysfunction
· Family violence, physical and sexual abuse, physical punishment, inconsistent discipline.
· All these contribute to violence
· Can cause you to recreate the patterns (as victim or perpetrator)
· Documentary on women who raped other women and one victim ended up raping someone else to perpetrate what happened to her.
· There is a connection between violence and sex
· Murder (adrenaline) is what fuels the criminals.
· Drugs
· Alcohol increases aggression
· Trafficking creates disputes (there are no judges or someone to right your wrongs so you resort to violence)
· Addiction creates need for money
· When your addiction is out of control and you can no longer afford it you borrow and then steal

Firearms availability
· Explains US. Canada differences
· In Canada, 14,000 gun-related deaths over 10 years
· Mainly suicides (81%) and accidents.

Sexual Assault
· Passion or Power?
· Historical Masculinity Related Issues
· Women were viewed as property of men.
· Rape was an offence against the father or husband.
· Rape diminished the value of wife or daughter. (They were considered damaged goods)
· If you slept with someone you liked who your father did not, that person would be charged with rape.

Rape and the military
· Canadian and American military
· Complaints of sexual assault in 1990s
· Rape has long been associated with warfare.
· Women were considered to be spoils of war.
· Vietnam, Bosnia, Africa



Incidence of Sexual Assault
· Only 1 in 10 are reported to police.
· Embarrassment, self-blame, mistrust of police.
· Greater willingness to report as a result of public attitudes.
· Most occur in summer and on weekends.
· 39% of women over 18 report having been sexually assaulted sometime in their lives.

Types of Rapists (Groth and Birnbaum, 1979)
· Anger rape
· Means of expressing rage.
· Excessive brutality
· Power rape
· Exert control over women
· Less violence used
· Sadistic rape
· Abusive and degrading
· Involves ritual and torture
· Example of two females took a male and manually stimulated him until he couldn’t have sex anymore and then they sexually humiliated him.
· Gang rape
· Peer pressure

*Sexual assault and rape is the hardest to bring to trial because it is based on he-said she-said basis.

Types of rapes
· Stranger rapes
· More violent
· More predominant in official statistics
· More likely to involve weapons

· Acquaintance rapes
· Less likely to be reported
· Probably make up the majority of rapes
· About on-half of reported rapes
· Also family members

· Date rape
· Canadian college women survey (1993)
· 1/3 of women experienced physical, verbal or psychological coercion.
· Example: you and a guy watch porn and then he forces you to do what they do on the screen
· Increased use of date rape drugs.
· Cases of gang rapes.
· Parents were pissed about gang rapes.
· Caused a big up-roar
· This caused the campaigns.
· Campaigns
· Fight back
· No means No

· University of Ottawa
· Sexual Harassment Annual Report 2005/2006
· In 88% of cases (52) women alleged harassment by men.
· Sexual assault is predominantly a man-assaulting-woman thing.

· Marital rape
· Sexual assault is a common part of domestic violence
· Marital exemption (up until 1983, a man could rape his wife)
· Sexual consent was seen as part of the marriage contract
· Abolished in Canada in 1983
· Also in many other countries

Explaining rape
· Evolutionary/Biological factors
· Aggression gives reproductive advantage.
· Biological says that men rape to propagate (circulate)
· 51% of men go flaccid when they are supposed to sexual penetrate a female and then they beat them 

· Male socialization
· Stereotypes of masculinity

· Mental illness/personality disorder
· Men assault anyone based on that (plausible theory)
· Social learning and pornography (violent pornography was deemed to propagate assault on females)
· The more you watch pornography, the more you need it to become sexually aroused.
· Sexual motivation (horny)
· When a man rapes another man it is about power and vice-versa for the females. It is about having control and power over the individual.

Rape and the law
· Legal barriers
· Resulted in under-reporting, under-charging and reluctance to convict.

· 1983, rape was replaced by three degrees of sexual assault:
· Common sexual assault
· Assault with a weapon
· Aggravated sexual assault

· Law reform
· Issue of consent
· 1992 “no means no” legislation.

· Rape shield laws
· 2000, limited access to counselling records.
· Coby Bryant charged with sexual assault and the person who alleged this had seen a psychiatrist and she had previously committed sexual assault against someone else. 
· Corroboration
· No longer mandatory.
· No one has to back up your story/evidence

Homicide
· First degree murder
· Requires that the action be planned and deliberate
· Example, parents are right you don’t feel like working so you plan to kill them

· Manslaughter
· The killing of another person through gross negligence
· Gross negligence

· Second degree murder
· Involves malice but no premeditation
· No mens rea

· Infanticide
· Killing of an infant
· 18 months or younger/maybe 12 months or younger/def under 2 years old
· Mothers going crazy post-partum

*Sometimes culture does have an impact in homicide rates
*Excessive amount of weapons does lead to more violence

· 18-24 year olds most likely to kill someone and why?
· Drinking
· Immature
· Expanding horizons and pushing boundaries

· 35% stabbing
· 31% Firearms (not the predominant way of killing someone)
· Handguns still accounted for 57% of the firearms used in homicide incidents
· 816 Firearm related deaths in 2002 80% were due to suicide, 15% homicide and 4% accidents
· 19% beaten
· 8% were strangled

Homicides by accused-victim relationship (descending order)
· Acquaintance
· Family
· Stranger
· Criminal relationships

Homicide Trends in Canada
· Who killed who in 2006
· 83% of solved homicides committed by:
· An acquaintance (34%)
· Or a family member (37%)
· 17% by a stranger
· 52% of all female victims and 8% of male victims were killed by person they have had an intimate relationship with

· Stocker behavior
· Playing with people’s emotions can lead to a very problematic situation

Who are the victims
· Mostly men
· Not as many females

· Victims and Suspects by Gender
· Homicide victims (more males than female)
· Homicide suspects (more males than female)
· Women like to go for emotional pain rather than physical pain

· Serial/Mass Murders (Serial killing is a sequence of killing, mass murder when you kill a lot of people, spree killing is like the Polytechnic murder in Mtl)
· Dexter (Serial killer)
· Ken and Barbie
· Carla Hamalka/Paulo
· They were pretty so no one thought that they were criminals
· Son of Sam (aka the 44 caliber killer)
· Women who were brunette caught having sex with men would be killed
· Mental condition, was taking order from the next door neighbor’s dog who he thought was the devil so he used to kill people the devil told him to kill
· Marc Lepine
· Young male 
· Strong current for equal rights for women in the social sciences
· Engineering program entered many females
· He killed all the women in the Poly-Technique 
· Sometimes referred to as “femicide” (the killing of many females) (Homicide is for males but in the criminal code it is for both)
· Patriarchal home-life, Marc and his dad treated the mother badly
· Marc got rejecting from Polytechnic and killed all the women who got accepted
· Sometimes we do not act the best way possible when we find out about crimes that hit close to home
· My Lai
· Village in Vietnam
· American military slaughtered everyone
· Various reasons given for the slaughter
· The Vietnamese were demonized, enemies, etc
· The American Military covered something up
· The army-front brings this to light and then the military people were charged
· Jail is different than “confinement”
· At the time the white house got many emails saying that the military

Forensic Science
· Forensic science is everywhere
· No two people have the same finger-prints
· You can get certified in forensics online
· Frontline show from PBS
· Crime scene investigation is rarely simple
· Richmond, California (most dangerous city in the US)
· Not like on TV
· You see the worst that people can do to each other
· Taking time to find small things (fingerprints, DNA, etc.)
· Fingerprint used to identify criminals from petty thieves to international terrorists
· Fingerprint is infallible (100% certain and 0% chance of being wrong)
· There is no scientific basis that says that fingerprints cannot be the same
· The premises for fingerprint is that no two people can possibly have the same fingerprint (there has never been a study)
· Ridges, Loops and Woorls are what are compared in fingerprint identification
· You make a leap of faith to deciding if the fingerprints are a match
· Using it for 100 years and they are freaked that after all this time people can have 15 minutia the same but do not have to be the same people
· Weak link in fingerprint identification: people make the connection not computers like on TV
· Examiners can be influenced by unconscious BIAS
· Dedication, honest, competence forensic examiners can be BIAS
· In over half the cases, the examiners changed their mind about the fingerprint match based on different fact scenarios
· Now, they do not testify with infallibility
· The Mayfield case is the small anomaly (this is naïve to say this)
· It is completely inaccurate to say that fingerprint technology is 100% accurate (infallible)
· It has only been thought of this way because people have been convicted based on evidence involving fingerprint data
· Evidence is extremely important in the case (it puts people in or out of jail)
· Questions are being raised about the scientific validity of the fingerprint technology
· It is said that they do not meet the fundamental requirements of forensic science
· In forensics, you assume that the work was proper
· You did not assume that there were systemic serious problems among this technology
· Bite mark analysis gave high percentages of false analysis
· The pathologist suspected there were bite marks on the wrist (the little 3 year old girl)
· The only physical evidence was the bite-marks, they sentenced him to life in prison
· When he had testimonies that he was working during the time of the murder
· There were a number of people who were sent to death row or life because of bite-mark technology
· Most people who wrongfully put in jail is a result of invalid science
· DNA was developed by medical science and has been subjected for decades of scrutiny
· DNA has called into question the basic reliability of other sciences
· The “odour analysis” distinctly identifiable as human decomposition
· Cutting-edge forensic science is the odour analysis 
· Casey Anthony first case where this kind of science was introduced
· Judges, lawyers and the jury are scientifically illiterate, we need more proof
· There needs to be a fixed up-stream before evidence can be admissible in a court of law
· ABC news paid 200,000.00$ for the photos which is what she used to pay for her defence which she otherwise did not have the money for 
· Experts are supposed to be qualified based on their knowledge, education, training, and skills
· There is no system for monitoring expert witnesses. If the judge says he she is an expert, he/she is an expert 
· Anyone can take the test and become a certified forensic consultant. 
· It is ridiculous because a journalist took the open book exam and she passed



White collar, corporate and organized crime
· Edwin Sutherland 1883-1950 (father of white collar crime- the dean of criminology)
· Focused on corporate crime

White-collar criminals:
· Are mainly hidden from criminologists
· Cause high financial cost
· Damage social institutions and social relations

What is white-collar crime?
· White–collar crime is committed by individuals who use the marketplace for their criminal activity.

White-collar crime
· Middle-class deviance
· Tax evasion (vergi kacirma), credit card fraud(hile,dolandiricilik), bankruptcy(iflas,batma) fraud
· Professional (elite deviance)
· Medical fraud, investment fraud
· Business fraud
· Embezzlement
· Occupational crime
· Employee theft
· Corporate crime
· False advertising
· State corporate crime
· Kickbacks

How serious is it?
· Much higher cost than street crime
· 1997, 57% of companies claimed being cheated by their own employees
· U.S
· Over 20 million serious injure
· Over 30,000 deaths/year
· Receive light penalties
· An international problem

Corporate Culture Theory
· Corporate culture:
· Encourages excessively high goals while tolerant of employee deviance

· Braithwaite (1987):
· “Corporate climate” conducive to crime is the result of poor relations with government

· Shame of discovery:
· Provides definitions unfavorable to law-breaking
· Internal (whistle-blowing) or external (inspections)

Self-Control
· Hirschi and Gottfredson (1987)
· White-collar crime is rare
· People who get ahead in business have learned self-control, are not likely to engage in crime.
· Similar to street crime in terms of who does it (i.e., gender, race, age)
· Offenders are egocentric, often repeat offenders.

· Benson and Moore (1992)
· 3 types of white-collar offenders:
· Impulsive, low self-control
· Calculating, high self-control
· Opportunistic, medium self-control

Controlling White-Collar Crime
· Conflict theory:
· Prosecution is rare
· Few are punished
· Sentences are light
· Small and medium sized business are major targets of enforcement
· Judges don’t see them as real criminals
· Civil rather than criminal law





Law enforcement
· Largely dependent on government administrators/inspectors
· When there are government cutbacks we lose administrators
· Complaint-based rather than proactive
· RCMP
· Focuses more on “organized crime” (i.e., bikers), drug trafficking

Corporate Policing
· Traub (1996)
· Security measures
· Contract security personnel, closed circuit TV
· Edward Snowdan (took important info from US government and got into a lot of trouble)
· Screening and education
· Background check, personality testing, seminars
· Look for a summer job “yesterday” *reminder
· Whistle-blowing
· Anonymous hotlines

Control Strategies
· Compliance
· Economic incentives to obey the law.
· Administrative agencies, legislation, and fines
· Awarding government contracts based on compliance
· Problems
· Ineffective with deregulation, pro-business government
· Laisser-faire means “hands off”
· Penalties are seen as a business cost
· Companies move to unregulated areas
· Deterrence
· Detects crimes, convict and punish offenders as a warning to others
· The risk is to high so they go to a jail that looks more like a summer camp
· Us research indicates that public and judicial tolerance of white-collar crime may be decreasing
· Long sentences are rare
· White-collar offenders make up small percentage of all convictions
· People always think that street crime is bad but white-collar crime is horrible because one time people lost their homes because of white-collar crimes like fraud

Organized crime
· Structure organization which illegally provides illegal goods and services like
· Prostitution
· Gambling
· Drugs
· Pornography

Characteristics
· Conspiratorial
· Coordinate specialties, hierarchical
· Example, the Sharks
· Goals
· Profits and power, monopoly on illegal goods and services
· Also involved with businesses that seem legitimate
· Example: exotic dance bars can seem legitimate but are crocket
· Money laundering, land fraud, computer crimes, protection rackets
· Money is made out of cotton
· Moth balls are put into the closet so moths do not eat your clothes because Moths eat Cotton
· Predatory tactics
· Intimidation, violence, corruption
· Control over their own members
· Violence, family members, demotion
· Many different groups besides Mafia
· Does not include terrorists dedicated to social/political change (not Al-Qaida)
· They are not talking about politics or changing a regime

Activities of Organized Crime
· Provide illegal goods and services
· Drugs (to make more money they have to “cut “ it; marijuana is sprayed with hair spray to weigh more, and cocaine is mixed with like products to make more money)
· Prostitution 
· Gambling
· Pornography
· May infiltrate legitimate organizations
· Unions

Organized crime and legitimate enterprise
· Involvement in legitimate business:
· Providing a front or service (e.g., toxic waste removal)
· Protection rackets
· Monopolies or cartels (ex: prostitution or heroine)
· Corruption of officials (bribing police)
· Manipulation of legal products (stocks and bonds)

Alien conspiracy theory
· National syndicate of crime families
· First group
· Irish in New York slums (NY thieves)
· They were treated poorly, they had blocked opportunities because no one likes them and so they did not want to hire them
· Replaced by Italians
· They became quite adept in organized crime. The mafia used to be a political organization, they were a resistant’s group against Napoleon. Later became illegal. They came into the latter part of the 18-19 century and they were right there at the cusp of prohibition; if you took away alcohol, how much money can be made from that? A great amount of money.
· Initial profits made from alcohol during prohibition

Criticisms of the Mafia Myth
· Jenkins (1987)
· Little evidence of Italian crime family control of organize crime
· Crime is loosely organized, involving:
· Professional criminals, law enforcers, politicians, businessmen
· Chaotic, many power struggles

Organized Crime Groups
· Asian-based
· Drugs, migrant smuggling, street gangs (opium and heroine)

· East European-based
· Sophisticated Internet and financial frauds, phony credit card (also heavily involved in child pornography bc the servers come from are the easter European countries)

· Italian-based
· Sicilian clans, primarily narcotics, gambling, extortion and loansharking
· Outlaw motorcycle gangs
· Hell’s angels, outlaws, rock machine, etc
· Drugs, escort services, extortion, intimidation, murder, etc.

· Native outlaw gangs
· Manitoba Warriors and the Indian Posse 
· Each group has its own unique culture
· Even within the banker gangs, there are different cultures

Emerging trends
· Interweaving of ethnic criminal groups
· Use of cell structure rather than a hierarchical structure
· Organization of groups is a response to law enforcement
· Organized crime generates over 20$ billion/year in Canada, mostly drugs
· Moving into weapon sales and toxic wastes, etc.

Organized crime-groups abroad
· Colombia
· Drug-cartels
· Pablo Escobar (El-Patrone)
· He was simultaneously Colombia’s largest drug dealer and on the other a philanthropist (he built schools, parks, etc.)
· Organized crime can win over the people
· Japan
· The Yakuza gangs (semi-legal organization)
· There seems to be an arrangement between the Yakuza and the police
· They take care of petty-crimes while police bigger crimes
· China
· Smuggling of illegal migrants
· Sex-slave smuggling
· They will also smuggle other things like human body parts
· Russia
· Much gang activity since 1993 break-up of USSR

In the modern day
· Caeser Augustus and the Praetorian Guard
· Long history
· Rome in its history was the first city state to go forth and then conquer and then they policed (the army policed the empire)
· Democracies do not use their militaries to police their own citizens
· Caeser Augustus created the Praetorian Guard (the ppl in purple in gladiator are the praetorian guards and they guarded Caeser the king)

RCMP
· The RCMP is the enforcement arm of the Canadian government
· In Canada you can do what you want but once you commit a crime your liberties are taken away

Policing and the Charter
· Habeus corpus (having your body)
· Up to 18 months or longer from time you are arrested to trial date
· If you commit a crime (considered a crime in your country) in another country (on vacation) and you are caught when you get home, you can be tried even if it was not a crime in the country that you committed the offence

Police Facts
· There are over 62,400 police officers in Canada. This does not include other peace officers
· The RCMP make up 26% (16.383) of all Canadian police officers
· Per capita, there are 192 officers per 100,00 citizens- much lower than the US (326 per 100,000 in 2002)
· Saskatchewan (205) has the most police officers per capita
· Quebec (198) Manitoba (196) Ontario (188)
· Among CMAs, Thunder Bay, Winnipeg and Montreal had the highest
· It does not include many peace officers just police officers

Police and Women
· In 2006 there were 11.211 female police officers
· An increase of over 6% from 2005
· Accounting for 18% of all officers
· There has been a steady increase of female officers since the early 1970s
· Second wave of feminism was about the whole notion of equality
· The 3 hyper-masculine jobs were firefighting, policing and construction as well as the military
· In the 70s, the women trying to enter into the police industry had major problems
· The pink-ghetto means more and more women entering the police force more and more the men were not occupying the positions anymore
· The “meter-mate” were the nicknames given to the women in the police force

Police Costs
· Canadian Governments spent $9.3 Billion on policing in 2005
· $288 per Canadian
· Ontario $252
· Quebec $241
· PEI $140
· Most of the money goes to pay, benefits and security
· Just because you have a larger police force doesn’t mean you have a higher or lower crime rate

Roles and responsibilities
· Identify criminal offenders and criminal activity and when appropriate, apprehend offenders and participate in subsequent court proceedings
· Reduce opportunities for the commission of some crimes through preventive patrol and other measures
· Aid individuals who are in danger of physical harm
· Protect constitutional guarantees
· Facilitate the movement of people and vehicles
· Assist those who cannot care for themselves
· Police used to not show up in court to testify bc they were not paid now we pay them
· Police visibility is a massive deterrent to crime
· To protect constitutional guarantees
· Everyone has the right to peacefully protest and police officers protect and guarantee your rights
· Police officers do direct traffic
· They assist those who cannot assist themselves
· Resolve conflict
· Identify problems that are potentially serious law enforcement or governmental problems
· Intelligence function of policing
· They identify ppl that can be problematic
· Create and maintain a feeling of security in the community and Promote and preserve civil order
· The presence of a police officer does this
· They protect the civil order by their professionalism
· If they lie or injure an individual, or use excessive force, it is a detriment to the profession and they cannot protect the civil order if they are not trusted
· Provide other services on an emergency basis

The Function of Police in Society
· Liberal concept: Safety, service and crime fighting
· Conservative concept: riot control and order maintenance
· Marxist Concept: moral enforcement and class control
· Higher socio-economic areas tend to have lower crime rates
· Lower socio-economic areas tend to have higher crime rates

Sir Robert Peel
· Prime Minister of Great Britain
· Very intelligent
· The soldiers that sir Robert peel recruited wore the same clothes they wore during the war (same weapons as well and protection)
· People in the community knew each other and therefore peel suggested that ex people from Ottawa policed in Kanata and vice versa (barracked force)

Origins of Policing
· Sir Robert peel and two traditions of Policing
· Policing was seen as a harsh militaristic agency
· Gens-d’armes (men of arms) were the people apart of this agency
· Royal Irish Constabulary (several different incarnations)
· Now it is called the Irish police force
· Military emphasis
· Strong connection to Canada
· Irish famine happens and mass migration to north America happened
· A lot of them did the same job that they did in Ireland (police)
· Compare and contrast between Irish police and London metropolitan police
· London Metropolitan Police (1829)
· Peel comes back to London in 1829 and creates the act of London metro police
· Civilian Emphasis
· Development of Policing Principles
· IRC dressed in military uniforms and London police did not dress the same they were in blue
· London police was not armed (they had bats)
· London police was not barracked you policed the community that you lived in
· RIC was highly influenced by military while the other is not
· Consented policing (nine principles in the outline)
· The absence of crime is the true test of a police officer or police agency and it is very difficult to quantify that
· During industrialization we started to see movement from the rural to urban areas
· More machinery was produced, starts to evolve
· Urbanization
· Industrialization (need to know it)
· Warehouses are more common
· London is like the new York of today
· Along with all of this comes crime
· Pick-pocketing, prostitution, murder, theft
· Industrialization caused more problems

Organization of the RCMP
· A third of all members fall into special constables (specific jobs like bringing detainee from jail to jail), civilian members (are not peace officers, cannot arrest for criminal acts but they do have unique jobs like fingerprint analysis, analysis of biker gangs, collecting firearms, forensics, civilian members get a special pass), and public servants (individuals that do things like secretarial work or administrations work, they are not members just servants)

History of the RCMP
· Confederation and Nation  Building
· The Civil war is coming to an end and our first PM sir john A was worried about the Americans coming in and taking our land
· Manifest destiny is all about going west and opening up the west for everyone and our PM was afraid that afterwards they would go North 
· 1873 NWMP (the police was created to prevent the Americans from taking over Canada)
· West of Ontario
· Dominion Police 
· They were absorbed by the RCMP they no longer exist
· They wore blue
· The Mounties were armed and wore red
· The RCMP wore red because the British wore red and Butler wanted them to stand out
· The Motto of the RCMP is to maintain the rights
· Early 20th century (this is what the RCMP spent a lot of time doing)
· Strikes Breakers NS, QU, BC
· 1917-1950 assume provincial policing duties 
· War Time Mounties (during the world war where whole platoons of mounties deployed during the war)
· Mid-20th Century
· The RCMP spent a lot of time spying
· The RCMP broke in to PQ and grabbed their membership list
· You have membership freedom in Canada and the RCMP has no right to break into headquarters and steal membership list and they did that
· The mounties should no longer deal with private investigations
· Late 20th Century and Early 21st
· One riot one ranger is the texas police force motto

What do Courts Do? (Second part of the justice system)
· Responsible for determining the guilt or innocence of accused and with imposing an appropriate sentence upon the convicted
· 2 parts –adjudication and sentencing
· Protection of rights of the individual and society
· The courts do protect our rights
· Monitoring of other CJ (criminal justice) agencies
· Without the force of the police or the military, the courts are kind of useless 

Court system
· Proof prior to trial
· Probable cause (prima facie evidence)
· Proof to convict
· Beyond a reasonable doubt
· You robbed the bank, you embezzled money, etc.
· When there is a doubt then you must acquit
· Participants
· Defendant, crown prosecutor, defence counsel, judge, jury (not always), victim (gambling, drug use, prostitution), witness (not always)
· Procedures
· Governed by law, tradition, and judicial authority
· The laws of Canada, our traditions are primarily from Common law except in civil cases where in QC it is governed by the Civil Code

The Plea
· Guilty
· 90% of defendants plead guilty
· Plea bargains are not necessarily accepted
· If an individual committed a crime and his lawyer says listen my client wants to plead guilty for a lesser charge and the crown says okay fine and in front of the judge he doesn’t like it then it does not need to be accepted
· Guilty plea must be free and voluntary
· The plea bargains must be free and voluntary
· Ex you get caught for a severe crime (OJ Simpson), and you have all kinds of money to pay to let you stay out of jail whereas a janitor will not have the means to pay for them not to be incarcerated
· A lot of people don’t have the money to pay for a defence therefore they plead guilty even though they are sometimes innocent
· Sometimes you plead guilty to protect someone else
· May be sentenced or remanded
· Ex drunk and driving charge you plead guilty they can sentence you there and then or they remand you for a later time
· Not guilty
· Trial date is set
· Type of court depends on seriousness of offence
· Some offences may be tried immediately before a provincially appointed judge

Jury trial
· Limited to offenses with a max sentence of 5 years or more
· Usually at the request of the defendant but may be ordered by the judge
· Sometimes the defendant says no and the judge wants a jury because he does not want to rule on a matter without the support of the public

Appeals
· Convicted
· May appeal verdict or sentence or criminal responsibility. Prosecution may also appeal.
· May apply for release while under appeal
· Appeal court
· May order a new trial or overturn conviction
· Getting a new trial because there was a reviewable error in the previous judge’s decision
· May also overturn an acquittal and convict
· Supreme Court of Canada
· Hears only cases involving important points of law (constitutional challenge)
· Charter rights are usually what goes in front of the SCC
· Summary conviction appeals
· Are usually heard in superior courts

· Fine
· Suspended Sentence
· Probation
· Imprisonment
· New options towards RJ
· Mediation
· Community sentence

The Role of Corrections in Society

“To contribute to the maintenance of a just, peaceful and safe society” by:

1. Carrying out the sentence of the court
2. Providing the degree of custody necessary to contain the risk presented by the offender
3. Encouraging offenders to adopt acceptable behavior patterns and to participate in education, training, social development and work experiences
4. Providing a safe and healthful environment to incarcerated offenders which is conducive to their personal reformation (putting the individuals in a healthy environment)

Correction Law Review: 1986

Effective Corrections Means:

· Distinguishing between offenders who need to be separated from society and those who can be safely and better managed in the community
· Preparing offenders for release into the community and assisting them in their reintegration into society
· Providing the programs and support that offenders need to get their life back on track—whether within the penitentiary or under supervision in the community

Canadian Correctional facts:

· 33.3 million people live in Canada
· 2.6 million men and almost 70,000 women have criminal records
· During 2005/2006 there were 33.340 imprisoned adult
· During 2005/2006 there were 342.349 convictions
· 33% of these convictions were custodial and only 5% of custodial convictions were federal sentences
· In 2005/2006 the incarceration rate in Canada was 131 per 100,000 up from 129 2004/2005
· Canada’s incarceration rate is higher than most western European countries but lower than the US

Annual Cost of Corrections in Canada (2005/2006)

Penitentiary : Males=$87,665 per prisoner/year
Females=$150,000 tp $250,000 per prisoner/year

Community Correctional 
Centre (halfway house) =$41,744
Parole=$47,772
Total Expenditures of CSC approximately $3.0 billion

-Because there are so many males, it is cheaper for them
-Because we do not have any females, it costs us more when they go to jail (kind of like supply and demand)
-In the last ten years these amounts have either double or tripled
-Inflation might be the cause for this
-For rehabilitation purposes, it is not that good to put everyone in jail some people would be better off somewhere else
-Most prisons are in Quebec, and we have the most minimum security in Canada and the most community correctional centres are in Quebec

Characteristics of the average offender - Male (federal)
· 25-36 years old
· Caucasian
· Single
· First time serving federal sentence
· Served time in a provincial institution
· Sentence is less than 5 years
· Poor job history and education
· History if alcohol and drug abuse
· 5 percent of the population (aboriginals) are making up 20% of the crime

**Table “How was the inmate population classified, according to security level, as of april 29, 2001?”

· African-american male offenders are the ones who are over-represented in the States
· Wherever you go, the minority is consistently represented in the criminal system
· In Canada we do not keep racial data with the exception of Aboriginal racial data
· Race and crime is problematic at best because we do not keep good records on it and trying to track the data is also problematic

Correctional programs
· A Correctional Program is a structured intervention that addressed the factors directly lnked to offender’s criminal behaviour 
· Most were accredited by independent panels and research shows program completions lead to decrease in new convictions:
· Substance abuse programs= 26%-45%
· Violence prevention program=41percent
· Family violence=36 percent
· Living skills programs=12.1percent
· Very basic skill sets (cooking, banking, using the bank, budget, taking the bus, interview skills, 
· Sexual offender programs=31percent of more
· Aboriginal-specific programs
· Women-specific programs
· If you are pregnant and you are behaving properly then they will let you keep your child (your child lives with you in jail)
· If you misbehave then your child is taken away from you
· Integrated Correctional Program
· Many people who finish their sentence for jail will request a name change to begin a new life

Types of Conditional Release
· Temporary Absence: granted for medical, administrative, community service, family contact and personal development reasons (Escorted-unescorted)
· Work release: to do paid or voluntary work in the community under supervision
· Day parole: eligible six months before full parole. Inmate required returning to institution or halfway house each night
· Full parole: normally eligible after serving 1/3 of sentence or 7 years (whichever is less)
· Statutory Release: most offenders released by law after serving 2/3 of sentence. Does not apply to offenders serving life or indeterminate sentences

Community and Criminology (last topic before the exam)

What does the Concept of Community Mean?

Community Defined
· It may refer to social relationships that take place within geographically defined areas or neighborhoods
· It may refer to relationships that are not locally operative but exist at a more abstract level
· The internet is a very good example of the abstract level of communities

Community Redefined
· A unit of social organization consisting of overlapping personal network communities represented by relatively enduring social ties that routinely exhibit a high level of social interaction characterized by flows of resources

Leighton Three Ingredients
· Common locale
· Solidarity/Activities
· Social interaction
· However a community should not be bound by geography 

Social Network Approach What is a Network
· A specific set of linkages among a defined set of persons, with the additional property that characteristics of these linkages as a whole may be used to interpret the social behavior of the persons involved

What led to Community Policing?
· Rising crime rate/fiscal crisis
· Cainzing economics
· Tax everyone but we tax the rich more than the poor and we take the money and re-distribute the wealth
· The government starts to borrow
· The social safety net (includes all social programs like health care, education until grade 12, social welfare)
· Hand up not a hand out for people without jobs


· Policing Deviance
· Corruption within police services (rampant, bribery, police officers planting evidence)
· Excessive use of force 
· Low socio-economic areas is where most of the crimes happen

· Technology
· Dislocation from the community
· The police cars caused a dislocation from the communication
· Causes on us vs them attitude and it creates a siege mentality (this mentality is often self-defeating)
· Ultimately a strategy is put together and they are collectively called the iron fist and velvet glove

Iron Fist and Velvet Glove (60-70’s)
· Military Model
· Adoption of ideas and practices that originated in the armed services. As well as the interaction between the military and law-enforcement

· Technology
· Centralized data bases 
· Database for all people who get stopped for their license, etc.
· Canadian Police Information Center

· Political Surveillance
· There’s a rise on political surveillance of radicals
· During the 60’s a lot of radicalism was happening on the streets

· Impact Policing (SWAT)
· Was to deal with extra-ordinary situations that police did not deal with on a regulas basis
· During the race riot in California people were shooting other people with rifles also happened in Texas
· SWAT has garnered its own mythos today
· The military motto:
· The creation of a specialized police unit
· The rise of surveillance like spying
The Velvet Glove
· Pacification Model
· The idea that police departments should engage in some sort of “Community Relations”

· Women begin to enter the police service
· Women more likely to calm down the situation
· Simply because of their voice. The female voice has a calming effect.
· Women in policing starts to change the atmosphere though men weren’t always happy about having women in the policing community

· Team Policing
· Scottish Concept of CBP
· Police officers are assigned fix neighborhoods and become personally acquainted with that community 

Broken Windows Theory (1982) James Q Wilson and George Kelling
· Tremendous influence in law-enforcement
· They observed that if someone breaks a window and it is not repaired “quickly”, others will break more windows. Eventually the windows will create a sense of disorder
· Therefore it sends a message that nobody cares about the neighborhood and it will attract criminals
· Zero-tolerance (test not to put up with any crimes)
· Turnstile jumping is something the police let go because it cost too much to take the time to catch the person rather than to let them pass through the turnstile and lose 3$ for the metro
· All the crime that was in time-square went elsewhere in the case of NYC it went to Brooklyn
· Along with crime also comes homelessness 

Problem-Oriented Policing
· The view that underlying social conditions cause crime
· To control crime effectively, police must uncover and address the existing social problems
· Some see it as an alternative and others see it as a community base policing



What is Restorative Justice?
· A process whereby parties with a stake in a specific offence resolve collectively how to deal with the aftermath of the offence and its implications for the future
· Philosophy on crime prevention and crime punishment that involves everyone
· Thrown around for the last 50 years
· Embedded in aboriginal philosophy (aboriginal in New Zealand)

What are these Principles?
· Crime is an offence against human relationships
· Victims and the community are central to the justice process
· The first priority of justice processes is to assist the victims of crime
· The first focus should not be on the criminal but on the victim
· The community is involved as well 
· Mostly we are focused on the perpetrators and rarely on the victim
· The second priority is to restore the community, to the degree possible
· The offender has a personal responsibility to victims and to the community for crimes committed.
· Sextortion: when the sexting (sending naked pictures) is used to blackmail you
· Stakeholders share responsibilities for restorative justice through partnerships for  action
· The offender will develop improved competency and understanding as a result of the restorative justice experience

Example
Gambling damages family relationships and sometimes people at work; even though they are victimless crimes they can hurt the families.

Summary of Restorative Justice
· To attend fully to the needs of the victim
· Reintegrating offenders into the community
· Enable offender to assume active responsibility for their action
· Creating a working community that supports the rehabilitation of offenders and its victims, as well as being active in preventing crime
· Avoid escalation of legal and associated costs
