External Restraint Theory
· They are ultimately restrained by the society where they live from being violent
· External restraint is much like external containment

Marvin Wolfgang study
· Studied 688 homicides over a ten year period
· Discovered role of offender and victim varies
· Often times, john doe was stabbed to death by jeff and was charged, but it states somewhere that john was known to the police, i.e. prior record
· We often think of victims as innocents but some do have records
· Majority involves victims and offenders that basically exchange places
· Result – 2 types of homicide
· victim precipitator homicide – person initiates aggression but ends up being the one who is killed
· Non-victim precipitator homicide – stranger killings, people don’t know each other

· Parents who use physical punishment to deter misbehaving punishment is cyclical
· Parents who use psychological pressure, i.e. rejecting child
· Doesn’t account for all counts of violence
· E.g. crimes by psychopaths
· Organized and dis-organized

Violent Subculture – Wolfgang research as well
· Violent subculture has a great grip on the poor who engage in a wide range of violent behaviour
· These neighbourhoods are more vulnerable because of few resources
· Comes from broken windows theory – if you place a car on a street, in a short space of time someone will vandalize the car which invites more vandalism
· Argues that leaving a place in a state of chaos promotes more criminal activity

Important Definitions
· Assault 
· Assault is more common than homicide
· More likely to be non-white offenders, and be part of poor neighbourhoods
· Victimize within own race
· Assaulters are less likely to use lethal force, no knife or gun
· In the summer, assault increases significantly due to larger volume of people and increased drinking
· Aggravated assault
· Aggravated is more violent that leads to more serious physical injuries
· Homicide
· Increases minimally in the summer season
· Poor countries have higher rates of homicide than richer nations
· If you have a history of violence in your past you have a higher risk to be violent in the future
· Rural areas have a higher homicide rate than major cities
· Choice of weaponry is usually a hunting gun ^
· Large cities do have killings but on a per capita basis we are no more safer in rural areas
· 45% of all homicides occur at home
· More likely to be killed by someone you know
· Males are  normally the offenders but also more likely to be the victim
· Males normally commit crime between ages 15-22 
· After that age they have a reason for committing the crime, unlike when they are younger it is for the fun of it
· Women rarely kill due to infidelity


· Dysfunctional families create a dysfunctional society
· Approx. 8% of all offenders commit 80-90% of all offenses in society
· Of that 8%, 4% of the families are responsible for violent tendencies against the offenders in childhood
· Having a large family is a risk factor 
· Children may not get enough attention
· Not supervised well enough
· Small house with many people, crowding can lead to aggression
· Media portrays the glorification of violence as well, but the seeds are already inherent in people who are predisposed to violence
· Rates of violence against women and children decline when pornography and sex is widely available
· Another aspect is the greater prevalence of drugs in society
· Homicide and violence in society has a lot to do with family violence, access to drugs and having an anomic society

Times, Places and the How’s of Killing
· Higher homicide rates in the summer than the winter
· Most killings happen on the weekend
· Women kill more with poisons
· Men are most likely to get killed by women in the kitchen by a knife
· Woman is more likely to die in the bedroom
· Most who murder their families then themselves are male
David Phillips - Suicide
· Females overdose more often than males to commit suicide
· Better schools have higher suicide rates


· Serial killers are usually blue collar workers and male
· Serial killers kill in succession over a period of time
· Gender specific usually, except Clifford Olsen
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
