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· Family violence is more common in dysfunctional families that don’t have resources to address issues and get help
· In regards to Rob Ford’s family; his brother trafficks drugs, sister is a recovering heroin addict and the other brother has been charged with kidnapping
· NOT from a poor family, despite many people thinking these kind of problems only occur in the poor
· Violence and love cannot happen together
· Ex: spousal abuse (a lot of abuse is actually verbal, not physical)
· Statistically speaking, relationships of people in violent situations will last as long as other non-violent relationships
· Most abusive children grow up to be abusive parents  not causal but it is a risk factor
· A protective factor would be a love mother or close friends outside the family because the child would learn abuse is not normal
· Children that come from homes with convicted parents also tend to be convicted later on in life
· A lot of family violence occurs inside the home and is never reported
· Causes of marital rape:
· Belief that the woman is their property and belongs to them
· Punishing a woman for suspected infidelity (even when they don’t actually cheat on them)
· A way to exert their power
· Why do the women stay in violent relationships?
· Children
· Selecting males that resemble father (abusive childhood)
· Dependency factor
· Belief that they can rescue/help them
· Fear of unknown if they leave
· Amount of time invested already
· Financial reasons
· Feminists argue the Patriarchal theory of wife beating  the idea that men still believe women are their personal property
· 2 types of families: Intact and dysfunctional
· Intact
· Mother and father are around
· No abuse of any kind
· Lowest crime rates
· Dysfunctional (2 sub-types)
· Disruptive family
· Parents split by death or divorce
· Little conflict
· Conflict family
· Characterized by regular conflict
· Children have greater chance of engaging in criminal activity than a disruptive family
