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· What led to community based policing?
· Rising crime rate/fiscal crisis
· 1970s - crime is rising and there are budget and economic issues
· 1920s depression results in:
· Taxation is introduced
· Welfare state, many are unemployed and this is an attempt to temporarily help people get back on their feet
· State does into debt (this brings us up to the 1970s)
· Sam Huntington - decides to get the state out of people's lives to avoid further debt.
· Neoliberalism ideology appears - help yourself, social assistance is cut way back
· Technology
· Dislocation form community
· Patrol car
· Iron Fist vs. Velvet Glove (1960-1970s)
· Iron Fist
· Military model
·  adoption of ideas and practices that originate in the armed services as well as the interaction between the military and law-enforcement 
· Technology 
· Develop new databases of information (CPIC)
· Early lack of communication between services allowed for cross-country crimes to occur
· Non-lethal weapons (CS gas/tear, Water Cannon)
· Technically they are "less than lethal" because there are cases of lethal outcomes
· Aerial surveillance (as early as 1925)
· TV - better and more accessible ($)
· Political surveillance 
· Impact Policing SWAT
· Darrel Gates developed due to issues with sniper shootings
· Trained a small group in military techniques
· Develops its own mythos
· Velvet Glove
· Pacification model 
· "idea that police department should engage in some sort of community relations"
· Women enter police service
· On front lines to deal with community
· Puts a gentler face on policing
· Team policing
· Scottish concept of community based policing
· Police officers are assigned fixed neighborhoods and become personally acquainted with that community 
· Deal with same officers from start to finish of an offence 
· Broken Windows Theory
· J.Q. Wilson & G. Kelling
· Tremendous influence on law-enforcement
· Observed that if someone breaks a window and it is not repaired quickly others will break more windows. Eventually the windows will create a sense of disorder
· Sends the message that nobody cares about the neighborhood and it will attract criminals
· Will occur in both high and low SES
· Philip Zimbardo 
· Paperdolls = daisy chain
· Turnstile jumping in NY
· Cuff every jumper together to form daisy chain, reach 62 and bus them down and charge all of them
· Way to cut costs while enforcing the broken window theory
· Zero tolerance approach
· Small crimes must be taken as seriously as big crimes
· Not all crimes are major but they do affect the quality of life
· Police must take these small signs seriously
· Issues:
· Crime is fluid, criminals moved to Brooklyn
· 1996 Olympics - bussed homeless away
· Displacement not elimination
· Problem Orientated Policing (POP)
· Underlying social conditions are what cause crime
· To control crime effectively, police must uncover and address the existing social problem
· Some see it as an alternative and others see it as community based policing
· What's the difference between problem orientated and community based?
· POP - situational approach
· CBP - fosters a community partnership
· SARA
· Scanning - identify an issue and determine if it is a problem
· Analysis - collect info on problem from all available sources
· Response - Use info to develop and implement solutions to the problem
· Assessment - determine if the response to the problem was effective
Possible take home question- implementation of SARA on a given issue.
