Third element of contracts
· consideration - the price we’re willing to pay for the promise
· promise we pay is we will be part of mutual consideration- 
· unilateral contract- its when we do something without receiving mutual consideration- ex. Giving back a weeks salary after you graduate
· gratuitous promise- expect to do a promise without no consideration- 
· ex. Yashin wanting better contract in Ottawa, didn’t get paid for one year, then traded to Islanders and got Chara and Spezza, 
· Yashin promised to donate to NAC but since they didn’t act on it he doesn’t have to pay
Payment of a debt
· If I wanted to get payment early but for a smaller amount and if I get no consideration
· There has to be a consideration or service if clause is wanting to be changed- want shipment on fri instead of mon- if you hire someone to get shipment on fri then difference cannot be collected. 
Terms of the Contract
Express terms and imply terms
Express- terms that explicitly defines promise- if the terms are vague or ambiguous the courts would tell use we have to look at reasonable meaning and from that we want to make sure the parties that draft the ambiguous, the language of the agreement will be construed against them in favour of the other party. 
Rules of contrasting- the guiding principles to interpret an agreement- look at intentions of party- what are the intentions of the parties?- 
Implied terms- looking at a provision that is not expressed in the contract but is necessary to give effect

Entire contract clause – a term in the contract that states the contract is final the way it was drafted
Parole evidence rule- cannot introduce new term in a contract that were not previously negotiated
Contractual quamtummeruit  - reasonable sum that will pay on a given contract- this is where we pay for specific amounts when the terms are not spelled out
