Termination of a contract
Property
· Property is usually any form of chattl that is not land
· Could be tangible property where there is value associated to a physical element- ex. Paper or pen
· Could also be intangible- no physical form but legal rights associated to it- ex. Moral rights- how bad can you make a cartoon of Rob Ford- How fat?
· Copyright- write a poem but don’t want to publish it yet- 
· Clifford Olsen- money for names of kids he killed- parents sue him so he doesn’t profit for crimes- if in jail cannot write a story about crime and profit from it
Possession 
· You have the right to use the goods that are in your hands- 
· Temporary usage of a good until we clarify ownership
· Obligations -1. Take reasonable care of the good- cannot destroy it
· 2. Requirement to secure the good- need to make sure the good will not be stolen or be used by another source- 
· 3. Need to make sure we have appropriate ensure or coverage- may be using it improperly- ex. Using chainsaw to cut your tree and kill neighbours 
Ownership
· Legal title to the rights- do whatever you want with it- dispose of it or secure it- 
· When dealing with chattls you need to have the ownership- 
· Barry Bonds cannot get ball after he hit it over the wall- 
Bailment
· Talk about transfer of possession of personal property- ex. Renting a car, valet parking- 
· Two types
1. Bailment in value- payment for the usage of the asset- renting a tool at home depot, 
2. Bailment that is gratuitous- no fees for what you pay- renting a book at library don’t pay a fee- 
Obligations
1. Notion of secure and reasonable usage- 
2. Liability when you carry the goods- transportation, you are reasonable- whatever you put in truck, trailer, car, luggage- ex. Two nuns who had cocaine in their bags- didn’t know it was in there, arrive and would get life sentence with amount. 
3. Respect the regulations- carrying of dangerous goods, transportation of goods, 
4. Remedies- use a tool outside of working hours
5. Secure against wrongdoings- can use keys to start car and rob a bank- 
Chattel lease
· Lease agreement to actually use something- hire for the soccer field- CFL using Carleton for Redblacks
1. Respect the operation requirements- price of alcohol has to be consistent- 
2. Financing- respect all the financial requirements- pay in due time- if you don’t pay fees you don’t get diploma- 
3. Storage- keep the goods as a skilled store keeper- obligation to take the appropriate precautions to keep storage
4. Repair- required to do repairs- lean allows so repairs be paid-
