Thesis: The Canadian government should issue Authorization to Carry to responsibly trained citizens in order to reduce overall crime rates, specifically those against the person.
Arguments: 1.Civilians is often better trained that law enforcement officers and are more likely to train in their off times. 2. Firearm owners have a lower crime rate than LEO’s and less of an aversion to the over use of force. 3. LEO’s are a reactive response while armed citizens can act as a proactive response.  Citizens on scene can immediately react while average Ottawa emergency response times are around 10 minutes.
Conclusion: The findings will indicate that the Canadian government should allow for the issuing of ATC’s to authorized citizens to promote a reduction in overall crime.
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
