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Senate Reform
Have an elected senate, which would be equal in provincial representation, would serve western provinces well
Triple E senate, equal, effective, effective
Has a certain amount of seats for each province, elected
If its an issue that concerns only one province, needs approval from federal govt
2 ideas for reform from Canadian federal government
1, organize or to have a procedure where by there would be elections in provinces, provinces would like to elect a senator, could organize an election, and the prime minister would simply appoint the one who is elected
2, the federal government would like to limit the mandate of the senator to 8 years
the federal governments argument is, those two reforms do not affect the powers of the senate nor do they effect the method of selection senators. Even if there is an election, were not formally changing the way the senator chosen, it is the prime minister who will appoint them, formally
Supreme Court reference
Federal govt has put some questions forth about term limits
How would senate change if reforms came in
Expect more appointments, maybe with senators who are elected democratically
Senators may have democratic legitimacy
May feel they have the need to promote legislation and feel they have the powers to reject bills
If the senate becomes elected, senators can act very much in the same way as members of the house of commons
Constitutionalism
1791 constitutional act – creates an upper and lower Canada
1867 BNA act/compromise
lots of deadlocks and paralysis within the governments of Canada
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
