· Recognize there is no grand theories and not making grand laws on individuals actions
· We have to recognize the state more and its not just society’s impulses.
Post modernism

· Deconstructing words, language, how we use words in Poli Sci. deconstruct the impulse.

Rational choice Theory
· Application of economic theory to politics
· The main assumption is that individuals are rational self-maximizer, so we can study the individual there self interest and we will understand politics, and understand the motions why people do the things in politics. Just by understand your self-maximizer.

· learning something about one case by looking at another case. Learning about our country by looking at the other countries. Something we should look at especially when we study democracy.


Democracy
What is it?
· Does it require capitalism?
· Does it require a pre-existing civic culture?
· Quality? Not all democracies are not the same. How do we measure the quality of democracy? Why do we care so much about democracy? Why would people want to live in a democracy? Do states that act in the name of democracy do so to the benefits of their citizens?
· Democratic Trade off? Are there minority rights? How are they respected in democracy? Econonmic rights? Is it confined to one sphere?
Components
· Representative the liberal idea,
a right but not a obligation, eliminating the sovereign power of the state, there’s till boundaries, boundaries on social contract. Are there’re to protect the excesses of democracy
protecting mass rule, insuring leaders are bound by the rule of law, they don’t rule arbitrarily. They rule by base law.
· Civil society: people should be able to deliberate among themselves, civil society acts as a cheque on government so this autonymis group activity, autonmysis from the state. Improve quality of citizenship.
· Citizenship: participation in public life, inclusion, someone whos allowed to participate; who has a voice. 
· Procedures:  elected officials you have to have control over government decisions about policy invested in
right to free expression, fairest to access alternate sources info,
· Decentralist:
· Centripetal: more unified government
Two Parts of Democracy
· Popular: freedom of political expression, the right to vote, having free fair elections,
· Constitutional: institutions limits on executive authority, guarantee of individual and collective rights.
Pillars of Democracy
· Democratic values include inclusions, right to vote, freedom of speech. One of the complications is do you include people who hate the system? Do you include people who impose democracy? Does it include racist groups?
· Democratic Principle:  different from inclusion. Question of equality. How do you measure?
· Popular Sovereignty- People are the source of legitimacy. They are sovereign E.g. Lincoln- a Government By the people, for the people.
· Participation- Elections
· Accountability- Transparency, political openness and public awareness.

Features of Democracy:
Rights and Liberties: 
· Governments can determine how they are interpreted but cannot eliminate them. Rights are interpreted but not eliminated by governments.  E.G Religion, Property rights, Freedom of Speech, The right to assemble and organize, freedom of movement, equal treatment under the law. 
· Right to publicly funded education and right to health care, different states interpret these rights in different rights.
· Promoting the general welfare 
· Equality of Opportunity and Condition
A Historical Perspective
Athens 461-322BC
· Democratic Rights for each citizen, as opposed to each subject. Someone who has rights and the government is accountable. Plato critiqued this type of democracy. You can’t have rule by a poor majority.  You need people who are made of gold ( philosopher kings ) Those in charge are made of gold and have higher morals and have interest at everyone at heart. That’s why they are in a position of ruling. Who guards the guardians? (Guardians Do)

· Democracy and The church 

Liberty came centuries before democracy did. 
Church vs State- State grew as church diminished. One way was because no one ruler ruled all of Europe for a great deal of time.
The reformation- 95 theses by Martin Luther and his challenge to the roman catholic church opened up more space and had unintended consequence with freedom. 
Enlightenment- A period of time where people wanted to separate themselves from the church and state and used scientific method. The rise of humanism and self actualization. 
Lords and Kings- Kings were gaining power as church was declining. Then you have a conflict with Lords, and Dukes and they wanted to decentralize things, and the monarch had no control. These lords had money, and influence, when kings wanted to go to war, they had to barrow from these lesser nobilities. These lords wanted more power since they were giving money to these kings, and they wanted a permanent voice and the rise of representation. They kings needed to co-op the aristocracy and give them privileges.
Anglo-American Exceptionalism – “People are born equal without having to become equal, without a feudal past”

Democracy and Capitalism
· Ensuring that property and contracts are secure through rule of law
· Barrington Moore Jr wrote a book , he looks at the social origins of democracy and dictatorship and compares many different countries. He looks at their political economic social development. He says democracy stems from Bouguise (capital class) he says this because this class had many demands. Their demands for rights, rule of law, representation and no taxation without representation.

· The idea that people fought for our country so they should get equal rights. 
· The hay day between the middle class was during the cold war. Middle class was very good and liberal democracies had to prove to citizens they are better for their welfare. Equality of existence and workers are provided for and healthcare.

State- The totality of governmental institutions , officals, laws and procedures in a country.
Monopoly of Legal Authority. 
Max Weber the state “A human community that (successfully) claims the monopoly of the legitimate use of physical force within a given territory.”
A state has to be recognized by a state in order to be called one. 
· Sovereignty- undivided power to make laws. John Bodin, the idea of the highest authority has the power to make laws and that is the sovereign who rules the state. The idea of internal sovereignty the ability to make laws within a territory and the idea of External Sovereignty the idea of jurisdiction, international recognition of territorial jurisdiction. 
· Legitimacy- The right to rule and recognize the governments right to make decisions
· Autonomy- A state has to be relatively autonomous from its population. A balance all states strike for themselves. The idea of mob rule doesn’t exist and they have space from population and give them the ability to make laws that make sense in the long run , something good for the whole population rather than just a majority interest.
