3.  How are most cases settled in the courts?  What are the various roles of prosecutors, defenders, and judges in settling cases?

4.  Identify those aspects of policing, courts, and corrections that reflect “neoliberal” political economy.

5.  Identify those aspects of policing, courts, and corrections that reflect “welfare liberal political economy”.
6.  Identify those aspects of policing, courts, and corrections that reflect the logic of “the new penology ”.

7.  what are the main causes of aboriginal persons’ poor experiences in and around policing, courts, and corrections?

8.  what are the least and more radical forms of restorative justice?

9.  what are some examples of white collar crimes?  What are their impacts upon individuals, society, and markets?  Why is there so much white collar crime?

10.  how would structural Marxists interpret white collar crime?  Instrumental Marxists? 
11.  How would left realists interpret restorative justice?

To prepare for the essay questions:

1.   Is the criminal justice system truly a system?  Why or why not?  Are all of its policies coherent?  Do things like racism, sexism, and corporate control undermine the coherence of the system?  Where do we see expressions of welfare liberalism versus neo-liberalism? Which developments reflect principles of the “new penology?”  Do you take a consensus or a conflict view of the CJS…why/what evidence do you have of each view?
