The Boulding triangle ( By Kenneth Boulding) : Business, Civil society, Government
Business: For profit business ownership such as corporations, partnerships, sole proprietorships / supply and demand
Government: All levels of government; federal, provincial, municipal / coercion and redistribution
Civil society: Non- government organizations, volunteer organizations, charities / solidarity, reciprocity, collaboration, trust
Stakeholder: One that has a direct or indirect contact with the company 
Every Canadian citizen is a potential civil society stakeholder since civil society represents the social consciousness of the people
Pluralistic society: A society that consists of a multitude of stakeholders directly or indirectly influencing each other through social relationships
