· Said anomie was person who had nothing wanted to commit suicide
· 4 types
· Anomic suicide
· Anomie is a disjunction between institutional means and cultural goals. 
· Person cannot achieve goals by normal social means
· Fatalistic suicide
· Egotistical suicide for self
· Alteristic suicide is killing self for group
· Protection against anomie is social intergration

· Differential association
· By Edwin heart Sutherland
· Definition of how crime occurs and is processed
· 9 principales
· Argues all crime is learned 1st principale
· 2nd principale is that it is learned with friends with others
· 3rd principale is crime occurs in intimate personal groups
· When criminal behaviour is learned the learning includes the techniques of doing crime, and specific direction of motives drives rationalizations and attitudes
· Specific direction of motives and drive is learned from definitions of legal codes as favourable or unfavourable
· Person becomes delinquent because of an excess of definitions favourable to violation of the law over unforable definitions
· Differential associations may vary in frequency duration priority or intensity
· Process of learning criminal behaviour by association with criminal and non criminal patterns involves all of the mechanisms that are involved in any other learning
· While criminal behaviour is an expression of general needs and wants it is not explained by those general needs and wants
