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Theories of Imperialism

Definition
1. A policy of practices of extending a state’s authority by territorial acquisition or political hegemony over other territories
2. Control by one state of other territories
Imperialism Prior to the 19th century
1. Many very well known ancient civs were imperial like the Romans and Greeks
2. The Spanish empire was most powerful and aggressive global expansion during the 16th to 18th  century
a. The empire which the sun never sets (later considered for British empire)
Imperialism since the 19th century (after 1815 when the French empire was defeated)
1. European countries competed worldwide for colonies
2. 1815-1879 was a period characterized by anti imperial revolts
3. 1870-1914 was characterized by a scramble for Africa. 
a. Focused expansion on Africa and by 1914, 95% of Africa was divided by European powers
4. 1914-1945 was characterized by some changes and a re-division of the world
5. 1945-present: US imperialism and USSR “Social Imperialism”
British Empire
1. Largest in human history
2. ¼ of the world’s land (1922: 150 times larger than the UK)
Theories of Imperialism
1. Conservative Theories
a. Examples include: Benjamin Disraeli, Cecil Rhodes, and Rudyard Kipling
b. Imperialism is necessary to preserve the existing social and economic order in developed countries
c. Ideological and racial assumption of Western Superiority
2. Liberal Theories
a. Examples include John Hobson
b. To him imperialism is a policy choice, not an inevitable consequence of capitalism
c. The drive for raw materials and markets explained imperialism
d. The rich prospered from imperialism, not the workers
e. Imperialism and economic inequities could be rectified if domestic workers had more purchasing power
3. Marxist Theories
a. Example: Lenin
b. Built on Hobson’s views and on Marx’s proposition that capitalists sought ever greater profits
c. Imperialist expansion was driven by the search for new markets and investment opportunities over seas
d. Imperialism represented the highest stage of capitalism
e. Advanced industrial nations increasingly came to export capital to colonial countries. Foreign capital bought extension of political control. Rich counties could fight for global re-division
4. Critiques
a. Existing social and economic order in developed countries could be preserved without occupying others’ territories
b. Hobson could not explain the expansionism of cold war USA and USSR
c. Lenin overestimated the “unavailability” of war among rich countries.
d. Critics point to non-economic factors which they feel explain, or help explain imperialism
i. Social Darwinism offered another explanation

Spanish Imperialism in the Americas: The Rise and Fall of the Spanish Empire, 1492-1689
Background
1. In 1492 Spain emerges as a state. 
a. Spain finally defeats the last of the Moores
b. The Spanish decide that an ethnocentric view of things was important: THE SPANISH INQUISITION
c. Beginning to explore the modern world
2. 1689 is taken as the year that the last of the Spanish writers and the Spanish monarchy is falling
a. The War of the Spanish succession, war over who should be royalty in Spain
Empire and Imperialism
1. Mercantilism: Jean-Baptiste Colbert theorised that empires were valuable to an emergent nation.
a. Colbert’s noted that colonies should produce raw materials, and should be controlled by mother countries
b. The colony deals only with its mother colony in Mercantilism
c. It’s a sealed system, which works to benefit the colony and mother country according to this theory
2. Radical Imperialism
a. Lord Durham was a radical imperialist
b. His commentary included the idea that empire were still (in the 19th century) valuable
c. He said the relationship between the colony and mother country should be modernized
3. Anti Imperialism
a. By the mid 19th century, Britain had become the champion of industrialisation
b. People began to argue that an empire was a thing of the past and instead of needing an empire to survive, an industrialized economy was necessary
c. In 1849, Benjamin Disraeli, felt that the colonies were an unnecessary, bad thing
4. Current Debates
a. Even the Manchester school (Disraeli) was economically imperial
b. Historians and Economists still debate the different conceptions of empires.
Spain On the Eve of Expansion
1. Until 1492, Spain was a series of kingdoms and regions only united under Ferdinand and Isabella in that year.
2. Great sense of ethnocentricity; this causes both sides to build themselves as not being the other. 
3. A central importance of Roman Catholicism; the conception that to be Spanish meant also being Roman Catholic
Spain in the Wider World
1. In 1492, Columbus excited the interest of the Spanish court.
2. The Spanish heard tales and stories about the locals; this included the land which contained the fountain of youth (this story was taken seriously and searched for)
3. Spanish explorers searched for the fountain of youth in Florida
4. As early as 1513, the Spanish are expanding out of the Caribbean. 
5. By 1522, the Spanish gained control of Aztec Mexico
6. At the same time, the Spanish court commissioned a round the world voyage, navigated by Magellan. The Spanish then established colonies world wide
7. 1530s- Francisco Pizarro hears stories of fabulous silver mines and in a matter of months manages to control most of the Inca Empire.
8. 1540s- Spanish explorers Desoto, Coronado explore portions of the United States.
Desoto Expedition, 1539-1542
1. Lands in Florida and searches for rich cities which he did not find.
2. The natives of Florida dealt with the Spanish in a very smart way
3. When the Spanish arrived, they asked if the natives of Florida if they knew where to find what they were looking for.
4. The natives told them to ask their neighbours (getting rid of them!)
5. Desoto is killed in an encounter likely in modern day Arkansas
Balboa, 1513
1. Spanish try to explore the peninsula on the edge of the Carribean
2. Balboa discovers the Pacific ocean (from a European perspective)
3. He named it the peaceful ocean after his first look (which is hardly peaceful!)
4. This expedition gives the Spanish an overland route from the Atlantic to the Pacific and a way to communicate from one side to another.
5. This allows Spain to develop a very international method of communication
Lasting Impact
1. The time of Spanish imperialism was a time of great prosperity of literary and artistic endeavour 
2. Great music, literature, poetry, it’s really a golden time for Spain 
3. All the wealth acquired by Spain was not invested in infrastructure; instead they used it to buy what they wanted. So Spanish wealth found its way fairly quickly to banking houses elsewhere in Europe. This helped caused Spain’s imperial decline. There is no long term lasting impact of the enormous wealth acquired.
4. There are lots of place names that are Spanish
a. San Diego
b. San Francisco
c. Strait of Juan Defuga
d. Los Angeles
5. The Spanish language is important to know in Colorado, New Mexico etc...
6. Guitar is a Moorish instrument adopted by the Spanish and brought to America by the Spanish and is now the main instrument of pop culture.
The Spanish influence in North America is literally all around us if we know where to look, even though the Spanish imperial period was shorter than the French and the British




 British Imperialism
Intro
1. C. Columbus was looking for a passage to the far east; looking for an alternate trade route. India and China were such desirable destinations because they had good trade items that could make Europeans very wealthy
2. China and India produced 80% of the world goods before the industrial revolution; they were economic centres
3. Potosi (silver mines) made the Spanish wealthy; the silver was extracted from Incan regions
Mughal India
1. The Mughal empire was a Muslim one- 1526
2. Its one of three key Muslim empires of the time
3. The mughals eventually established their capital at Dehli
4. Interestingly, the Mughals ruled over a mullti faith community including Hindus and others
5. Timur the Lame was a famous Mughal ruler
The Taj Mahal
1. Most famous example of Mughal architecture
2. IT was a mausoleum to a queen
Decline of Mughal India
1. The Mughal go well into decline before the Europeans arrive
2. In 1707, the emperor at the time dies; the Mughal empire also began to fragment
3. The red fort was the Mughal palace in India
The British in India: Beginnings
1. The British (7 million) were able to conquer territory of over 100 Million people
2. A publicly traded company, the British east india company, also a joint stock company had been granted a monopoly of trade with india on behalf of the British.
3. Trading posts and forts were then set up along the coasts by the British
4. The company found itself in stiff competition from the French, and at first the French do better than the English
5. They set up forts in Madras and Bengal
6. The Battle of Plassey in 1757 marked the first major battle, then the battle of Pondicherry in 1761
7. Calcutta became the British capital in India
Company Rule 1
1. This is a gradual process that took over a century, unlike the takeover of the Aztec
2. A reason that they didn’t intend to take over all of India was that many people thought an empire wasn’t good business and they thought it was better to only monopolize trade
3. India became the most profitable part of the British empire, “The Jewel in the Crown”
4. A reason for this success was a system known as indirect rule; the company ruled indirectly through collaborators. The expense of running the country was downloaded to the Indian rulers themselves
5. By the end of the eighteenth century, the British agree in 1804 to extend their protection to the Mughals; their title was changed from emperor to India to The king of Dehli
6. There were some areas of direct rule however; instead of bringing a bunch of Europeans over they trained an indigenous one, known as the Bengal Army/Sepoys
7. The area that was directly ruled became the Raj and the places of indirect rule were known as Native States 
Company Rule II
1. One of the reasons that India became the jewel of the crown was due in part to its resources, mainly COTTON
2. Under company rule in India we see de-industrialisation- Indians are made into cotton growers
3. Another non-industrial cop besides cotton was opium; that the time the British found themselves in a trade deficit with china. 
a. This is because the British are buying tea from the Chinese; so the British try to hook the Chinese on opium. The British are successful with the plan and become the ‘largest drug dealer in India’
4. The Opium War (1839-1842)
5. The 2nd Opium War (1856-1860)
Pre- 1857 Resistance I
1. Massive rebellion against the British by the Sepoys
2. Anglo-Mysore Wars (1766-1799)
3. Anglo- Marathra Wars (1777-1818)
a. 1818 was the date when the British became officially in charge of modern india
4. Anglo- Sikh Wars (1845-1849)
a. Sikh are from the Punjab region in India
b. By this time the company is becoming greedier for direct control which is coming into conflict with the Maharaja (Sikh Ruler) and the entire Sikhs
c. The Sikh army at this time is growing and the British take pre-emptive action to suppress Sikh authority
d. The outcome is the destruction of the Sikh empire, and the British steal the Koh-i-Noor jewel (the largest in the world at the time)
Origins of the Rebellion
1. The expansion of the Raj created a lot of unease among the Indians
2. In addition to the Sikh territory there is a series of other annexations that take place
3. The annexation of the Princely States
4. James Broun-Ramsay, Marques of Dalhousie
5. In 1856 there is the annexation of Awadh which was a very wealthy kingdom
a. The company had a treaty explaining that they would not do this; and all of india becomes outraged by the company doing this
b. Also, the company treats the Awadh very poorly
6. The increasing influence in India of Evangelical Christianity began to stir up trouble.
a. This arrogant attitude toward the natives and native cultures came along with many British arrogant officials trying to convert everyone to Christianity
The Greased Cartridge Controversy
· Loading this rifle involved biting the cartridge
· It was claimed that the cartridges were greased with pig fat and cow fat which both go against the native religions
· These grease Cartridge guns were given to sepoys.
· On may 10 1857 there was an uprising by the natives to slaughter the British
· They marched first to Dehli and asked the emperor to be the leader of the rebellions
· The Great Mutiny turns into the First war of Indian independence; this was a popular uprising
Consequences of Mutiny
1. The Government of India Act
a. Took company control out of India and bought in British government control
2. The Title of the Governor General is changed to Vice-roy
3. Monarch of England becomes the emperor of India

Social Darwinism
Terminology/Definitions
Imperialism
1. Oxford Dictionary- Control of an area or region; can also refer to an extension of power, authority or influence
2. Kevner- a doctrine, an idea, invented and talked about in Europe 1840
Darwinism
1. The idea of evolution or more simply, biological change over time
2. A consequence of Darwinism might be seen as you either adapt, or you disappear; evolve and change or die
Social Darwinism
1. Suggests that socio-cultural advances are the result of intergroup conflict
2. One group advances because it comes into contact with another and one prevails; the fittest survives
3. Social Darwinism continually refines the human race
4. An extension of this, for example, would suggest that those who have high power o wealth because they are more fit for hat way of life. If you rich it’s because you’ve got superior gifts and abilities
Imperial Expansion
1. Darwinism can be used to justify imperial expansion
2. According to this the French and British empires succeed the Spanish because they are superior than those before them; we are constantly improving
Industrialism
1. The industrial revolution takes root in Britain because the British poses inherent better qualities for industrialising
Charles Darwin
1. Born on the same day as Abe Lincoln
2. His grandfather had been a distinguished physician
3. His father was a comfortable English gentleman and was determined that his children got a good education and became distinguished members in society
4. His school masters remarked that he was lazy
5. Darwin turned his back on medicine and returned home 
6. Found an interest in nature and the outdoors; in 1831 he was offered a position aboard the H.M.S BEAGLE which had a crew and company of 74 people sent by the British government to observe and pick up specimens and make sense of them
7. The Voyage of the beagle took place between 1831 and 1836; By 1839 Darwin began to make sense of everything he had seen aboard the boat; in 1839, Charles Darwin married his first cousin- a Wedgewood, part of a family of Quakers which emphasized the importance of the individual free thought; Darwin came from a Unitarian family, which is a offshoot of mainstream orthodox Christianity
8. In 1859 he published the Origin of Species by Means of Natural Selection (November of that year); Darwin never took much part in the debates he sparked by his works; so others felt the need to carry on the torch
T.H. Huxley
1. Interested in scientific matters and ceased on Darwin’s ideas, which happened to be quite close to some of his own
2. Huxley, in some sense, became Darwin’s publicist
3. In 1871, Darwin produced the Decent of Man
4. Huxley saw Darwin’s insights as being evolutionary and began to take his works on the road; Huxley travelled both nationally and internationally to spread the word; It was Huxley who popularized Darwinian theory
5. Some people thought that Darwinism was diametrically opposed to the stories of creation; For a lot of Christians at the time saw the theory of evolution as a threat to their religion; and as the 19th century evolved a more liberal set of views about how to interpret the bible evolved
Herbert Spencer
1. Born in 1820, was a self educated man who in some ways despised formal education
2. Began to publish books as early as 1851; was a champion of an ultra form of individualism; he distrusted the state and latched onto Darwinian theory to explain that certain individuals and nations prospered and others fell
3. He saw that this was because of survival of the fittest; he invents the phrase ‘survival of the fittest’
4. Social Darwinism was used to explain the rise and necessity of empire
5. Spenserian Darwinism is used by people in the 19th century to explain their circumstances; this lets people justify imperialism as something simply that happens and is not immoral because those who are more evolutionary evolved with have more power.
Darwinism as Science vs. Other views of the World
1. A bi-product of this is the notion that Darwinism has science on its side
2. The scopes monkey trial is a good example in Tennessee

The Scramble for Africa (late 19th century)
· Term “Scramble for Africa” coined by a British newspaper referring to the scramble for control of the countries in Africa by European powers
· China is subjected to European domination, although never colonized
· Historians sometimes focus on the impact of imperialism in Europe
· In 1880, most of Africa as free of European domination; by 1914 it was dominated by Western European countries such as France, Belgium, Portugal, Britain etc...
Intellectual/Scientific/Technological Origins
1. Biological Determinism- People came to believe, at the time, that everything was determined by their biology
a. So if Europeans conquer Africans, they are biologically superior to the Africans.
2. Cesare Lombroso- began biological criminology and claimed that you could determine if one would be a criminal
a. Criminology
b. Physiognomy- Lombroso claimed that certain characteristics, according to him, would determine who was/would be a criminal or not
3. Quinine- a substance used to reduce the risk of malaria
a. This was important because it gave Europeans the ability to reside in African countries that were exposed to malaria without catching malaria vas easily
4. The Maxim Gun- played a crucial role in imperial Africa...it was an early version of the machine gun. 
a. The Battle of Omdurman- the British brought in Egyptians to fight a lopsided battle. The British killed over 11000 Sudanese troops and lost 48 soldiers. The British had the Maxim Gun and other military technologies that gave them a huge technological advantage
European Origins
· Economics
· Crisis of overproduction- European powers looking for new markets for their goods and new resources to use.
· Mercantilism- the Europeans tended to force their African colonies only to trade with them (whichever specific countries conquered African ones)...Rubber from the Belgium Congo only went to Belgium
· The Franco-Prussian War
· Alsace and Lorraine, the ongoing claim of these provinces
· There is an unstable rivalry between france with Germany
· Revanchism- rivalry, revenge between france and germany
 British Imperial Origins 
1. The Jewel on the Crown
2. The Passage to India- the British need to be able to protect the passage to India
3. The Suez Canal- This canal cuts the trip from Europe to India by a third...so from 3 months to about 1 month
a. The British move on two fronts to ensure access to the Canal...they move to get some direct control over the canal; the government of Egypt bankrupted itself by building the canal and by 1875 are forced through financial need to sell their shares of the canal to the British
b. In 1876 the Egyptians claim bankruptcy and since Egypt borrowed money from Britain and France, the brits and French sent advisors to Egypt to essentially run their government
4. Ahmad Urabi- an Egyptian nationalist angered by the British and French presence in Egypt
a. So the British pretty much invade and turn Egypt into a British protector
b. This upsets the French because they felt that they also had shares in Egypt and were entitled to it as well
c. The French believed that if they could get control of the Nile, they could force the British to compromise; the British also felt this as well
5. The Fashoda Crisis
a. In 1898, Britain and France almost go to war over land control in southern Sudan
The Berlin Conference
1. Takes place over most of 1884
2. Negotiations at the conference were slow but an agreement was met ‘General Act of Berlin Conference’
3. The map of Africa is in essence, carved up
4. There was not a single African in attendance at the meeting and the borders were there to serve the interest of the Europeans
5. King Leopold the 2nd was left in charge of The Congo Free State, left for King Leopold II personally
6. What really set off the mad scramble for Africa was the ‘Principle of Effectivity’
a. This principle maintained that if you want to keep a colony you had to be able to exercise effective control of that territory
b. You have to have administrators, soldiers etc on the ground actually governing that territory
c. So everyone scrambles to demonstrate that they have effective control in their colonies
The Congo Free State, 1885-1908
1. Leopold the 2nd got the Congo to make himself ridiculously rich
2. At first his focus in the congo is to make money off of ivory, however, he unwitting relises that the Congo has rubber mines all throughout and in the late 19th century the demand for rubber was about to explode
3. Leopold goes on to become fabulously wealthy because of these two things
4. One of Leopold’s first acts was to create his own private police force he named ‘the Force Publique’ to mask and seem like the public force
a. What this force does was make sure that the villagers in the Congo meet the quotas on rubber and ivory demand for the country
b. If a village didn’t meet the quota, the Force Publique would burn the village down, take all the women and children hostage until the men came with the product; or they would kill everybody
c. The Force Publique began a policy of requiring soldiers to produce a human hand for every bullet they produced; a wave of mutilation begins across the Congo as people’s hands are chopped off
5. Leon Rom becomes head of the Force Publique and has a gallows in front of his house, decorates his garden with human heads
a. Joseph Conrad’s book Heart of Darkness begins to inform the public of the mutilations in the Congo.
b. In 1908, Leopold is forced to give up his control of the Congo and give it to the Belgian government...the mutilations stopped, but the mechanism of labour stayed the same
6. There is an outbreak of famine and sleeping sickness in the Congo that kills a lot of people
German South-West Africa
1. The german version of Force Publique was the Schutztruppe
2. The German’s had no presence in the NImbia until the Berlin conference and had to gain control
a. There are a series of acts of resistence against the Germans
b. In Nimbia, at the time, there are already lots of group conflict for control over the area
c. Violent conflict is almost inevitable because there is so little land
3. The Herero people revolt against the Germans...the Germans, under Lothar von Trotha, defeat the Herero and drive 20,000 of them into the desert
a. After the key battle, von Trotha ordered to kill all Herero people on site, after driving them into the desert he poisons all of the wells around the desert on the German side
b. There was another uprising in the south and he sets up a concentration camp system (forced labour camps)
c. Survival rates in these forced labour camps were 50%; the worst one being Shark Island on the coast where the survival rate was 20%

Enthusiasm for Empire in the 19th and 20th Centuries 
The Rise of Nationalism
· Nation-building
· Tied to the rise of nation states
· Large, or relatively large states that seem to represent the interests of a coherent nation
· Rise of Nation-States 
· Examples: France, Britain, Spain
· Britain: had to overcome powerful regional identities
· Whales, Cornwall and Scotland and Ireland all have identities
· France: archetypal example of a nation state
· Basque country Alsace and Lorraine, Brittany the Auvergne, and Corsica
· Spain: strongest regional traditions
· Basque country (on French-Spanish border), Andalusia, Asturias, Catalonia
· Expulsion of Jews, Moors; the Spanish decided who was to be in the nation and who wasn’t
The French Revolution (1789-1799)
· In a hierarchal system, a distinction needs to be made between Subjects and Citizens
· Subjects are loyal and passive people to the king 
· Citizens are involved in politics and it is the duty of the citizen to maintain involved
· The French revolution causes the change from subject to citizen
· In the context of the French revolution, after the death of the king, many other European countries declared war on the French because they feared revolution within themselves
· The French issued the Levee en Masse which is a call for all citizens to arm themselves and defend themselves in the name of France- the motherland
· This worked and no one crushed the revolutionary army until napoleon
· The tri-color, a flag created to instil nationalism, also an anthem and other symbols of France and the republic(The Marseillaise, Marianne)
· From 1793-1794 was an era called the terror
The Napoleonic Wars (1799-1815)
· Napoleon Bonaparte (1769-1821)
· Has unique armies that seem more motivated than others
· Other countries begin to use nationalism, following Napoleon, to motivate their armies
· Prussia
· Used national and honourable symbols to motivate the army
· Things like the Iron Cross, an award given to brave soldiers in battle
· Builds a cult of Martyrdom
· Theodor Korner- becomes a symbol of what an ordinary Prussian should do in battle(the nazi’s refer to him in their propaganda)
The Napoleonic Wars: Britain
· Victoria Cross- like Iron Cross
· John Bull- a national personification of Great Britain in general and England in particular, especially in political cartoons and similar graphic works. He is usually depicted as a stout, middle-aged man, often wearing a Union Flag waistcoat.
· Britannia
· Jack Tar- a common English term used to refer to seamen of the Merchant or Royal Navy, particularly during the period of the British Empire
The Advent of Mass Democracy: Revolutions
· The restoration was the attempt by monarchs to try and make it as if the French revolution never happend so they could go back to monarch rule
· The Congress of Vienna
· Once the forces of mass nationalism and democracy had been released by the French revolution, they could not be reversed
· In france, their is the July revolution in 1830, by which France adopts a form of constitutional monarchy
· There are a wave of Revolutions that spread across Europe in 1848
· Permanent gains, for the most part are not made, but European monarchs are scared and begin to reform
· The Paris commune- people more radical than the French revolution seize control of paris, tries to control it in a communist way until the Government violently suppresses them, killing lots of people.
The Advent of Mass Democracy: Reform
· In Britain
· 1832 Reform Act, more people can vote
· 1867 Second Reform Act, even more can vote
· 1884 Third Reform Act, EVEN more people could vote determined by property possession and size

· Same hting happens in france in 1848/1851/1870
· 1851- napoleon the third lets people votwe but its useless cuz he’s monarch
· German Unification in 1870,1871
· Italian Unification in the 1860s
Rise of Mass Media
· Education reforms, more people become literate to read newspapers
· Paris, in the 1880s, had 25 daily newspapers
· Telegraph, for the first time a reader in Paris could follow events in Washington or Canada in a daily newspaper of choice
· With the rise of mass media in the way we the rise of mass media celebrities
· Charles “China” Gordon- is a key figure in events in china in the 1860s
· Explorers like David Livingstone
· Henry Morton Stanley- hired to find Livingstone who got lost in Africa; he wrote updates every week; he very consciously constructs a media image of himself...”Mr. Livingstone, I believe?”
· The public interest of Empire begins to have political consequences
Enthusiasm for Empire in Britain
1. The empire grows exponentially in the 1880s and 1890s
a. The Attitude of William Gladstone was hostile towards empire because it was dangerous, expensive and didn’t really pay off
2. Partly Thanks to the expanding franchise(number of people who could vote), growth of the mass media and nationalism, there was a growing enthusiasm throughout the country which pressured the government to go through with empire
3. The public was also consuming imperial adventure literature...
a. People were reading adventure stories- Rider Haggard, King Solomon’s Mines
b. Winston Churchill, The Malakand Field Force, The River War 
4. At school people are learning positive things about the empire
5. An imperialist newspaper was published and over 1 million subscribers to it for their children
6. Explosion in patriotic songs associated with music hall
7. Jingoism- "extreme patriotism in the form of aggressive foreign policy
a. The Daily Mail was a jingoist news paper
8. Emigration was pretty big at this time into the empire- many people went to the white dominion(Canada)
Enthusiasm in the Empire 
1. Canada
a. Sense of imperial mission
b. In 1885 there was the Northwest Rebellion, imperial rhetoric is used 
2. South Africa
a. Cecil Rhodes- in the empire, pushing the British empire to expand into Zambia and more out of south Africa
b. The Jameson Raid- a bunch of colonial adventurers try to force the government to do so
3. The Boer War (1899-1902)
a. Peak of enthusiasm in the empire
b. Many Canadians volunteered to go to south Africa and fight for Britain
c. Since the Boer War didn’t go well, people become more sceptical about the empire
Enthusiasm for the French Empire
1. Generally, upper class people were keen on the idea of empire and the government officials; but the average French person didn’t care about empire and rarely though about it
a. This might be because, unlike in Britain, France has a series of vicious domestic conflicts during this period...the Paris commune, the Franco-Prussian war, the Boulanger Affair (a general tries to take over the government), the Dreyfus Affair, Separation of Church and State
b. SO, perhaps the French were to pre-occupied with events in France
2. Charles Mangin, LA Farce Noire (1910) argued that the French should be more keen and enthusiastic on Empire
a. During WWI, the French realised that Mangin was right because they realised how much the colonial resources and people were for the war effort


Algeria
Introduction to Algeria
1. Dominant religion is Islam
2. Mostly Arabs, though large minority of Berbers (they are descendants of the people in Algeria before colonialization)
French Algeria 
· Conquered and invaded in 1830 to satisfy Charles X, a desperate attempt for him to maintain or boost his popularity
· PArt of the reason why this doesn’t go well is because the invasion didn’t go well; the French felt that they could waltz in their and take the place
· Resistance to European colonialism didn’t come from traditional leaders, but people who blended politics and islam
· People like Abd al-Qadir
· The French did gain control, first in the coastal area, then inward
· In legal terms, Algeria ceased to exist as a separate entity, instead the areas of algeria were broken up into three departments( like provinces)
· They were Alger, Constantine, and Oran
· These departments held local and departmental elections who got elected to the national assembly in paris
· However, the vast majority of people living in the departments weren’t allowed to vote because Christians and Jews were given French citizenship, but Muslims were not
· Also, French settlers could vote and over time there were over 1 million of French settlers in Algeria; collectively they become known as the ‘Pieds-Noir’ which translates to black feet
· Theories of why they were called black feet: black shoes, or the soil in Algeria is quite dark, originates from Algerians who worked shovelling coal in French steam ships
· The French had no tradition of devolution(the transfer of power from a central to a subordinate level or organization, particularly from a central government to regional or local governments)
· Instead, they officially had no intent of ever leaving Algeria, they believed that they would civilize the empire by making it part of French
· They sought to assimilate them to become French and therefore civilized
· Given this it was very likely the frenhc would never leave Algeria without violence
The Rise of Nationalism I
1. In Algeria, there was very little sense of an Algerian nation/identity before French colonialism...there was no pre existing Algeria in some respects
2. In order for there to be an Algeria wide revolt, there had to be a sense of nation created
a. This sense of nationalism is first formed in France rather than Algeria because there is a significant phenomenon of Algerian immigration to France (Algerians came to France during the growing season to work as agricultural workers in the growing time)
b. By WWI 119 ,000 more Algerians migrate to France
c. By 1952 there were 280,000 Algerians living in France
d. Algerians working in France became increasingly centred to Islam this led rise to the Star of North Africa
i. Messali Hadj was the leader of this who combined anti-colonialism, socialism, and Islam in his ideologies
ii. His message was successful among his Algerian workers in France his newspaper had 50,000 subscribers
e. In 1937, Hadj returned to Algeria to found the Algerian People’s Party 
i. His party was fairly moderate, conservative in many ways despite his socialism (they are mostly non-violent)
The Rise of Nationalism II
1. Following WWII, many Algerians felt that France would begin to leave because it weakened, suffered some losses in the war and many Algerians were loyal in the war to France
2. The chief among the French reprisals to Algerian requests for independence
a. A violent episode April 8th 1945, the Setif Massacre
b. Algerians were celebrating Germany’s surrender and France took this the wrong way
c. Muslim extremists slaughtered 300 Pied Noir
d. SO the French reacted very unfavourably for the Algerians; the French reprisals killed about 6 thousand Algerians 
3. This led many to conclude that Algeria would only rid itself of French domination thorugh violence
4. In 1947 a more radical organization was founded, the Organisation Speciale
a. This group conducted low level guerrilla warfare
b. Ahmed Ben Bella was arrested and exiled to Egypt (he was a leader of this group)
c. They had time there to organised the National Liberation Front (FLN)
The War of Independence
1. NLF or (FLN)
2. The Battle of Philipville was when the French began to realise they had a serious problem on their hand
3. The next target of the FLN was the colonial capital, Algiers
a. The FLN called for a general strike to begin in the fall of 1956 to paralyze the city economically
b. The second part of the strategy was to use violence, and they set off three simultaneous bombs, to some civilian targets
c. These attacks become increasingly frequent, they begin to attack Algerians they see as collaborating with France
4. La Grande Sourire
a. Slit peoples throat from ear to ear (the big smile)
The Role of Women
1. Women students Zohra Drif, Djamila Bourhired and HAssiba Ben Bouali carried out many actions
2. They were involved with bombing, etc and played important and not so traditional roles
3. The Battle of Algiers
a. A film considered historically accurate
French Brutality
1. Jacques Massu 
a. Told to do whatever he needed to do to surpass the Algerians
b. HE used torture
2. The French had, because of that, won the battle of Algiers
3. The rural violence then became a problem for the French to combat the Algerians
a. Quadrillage- divided country side by grid and drain each square on the grid and exterminate FLN fighters
b. A lot of innocent peasants are killed in the process so the French tried to avoid that by placing the peasants into camps
c. The French found themselves in a classic guerrilla campaign
4. By 1957, the French had 400,000 in Algeria (4 times as many as nato has in Afghanistan)
The May 1958 Crisis 
1. People suspected the government as losing its will in Algeria
2. There is then a coup threat so the French government stops
3. Charles de Gaulle is sent in to fix this
a. He  comes to power in 1958 as the man to fix the problem
b. He was smart enough to realise that the French needed to leave Algeria and needed to on as best terms as they could
c. He sends out peace feelers to the FLN immediately and serious negotiations begin in 1961; the biggest issue was about the Pied Noir
d. In a referendum the French approved the Evian-les-Bains (accords), on the 3rd of July 1962, Algeria won its independents
4. The time in Algeria showed that guerrilla tactics work 
Historiography
1. One branch is driven by the right wing in France
a. Jacques MAssu wrote a book arguing that allowing Algeria to become independtant was a mistake and a betrayal of the Pied Noir (they were expelled after Algerian independence)
2. The Algerians celebrate the independence as a colonial independence Sadi Yacef   
Historiography II
-Human tragedy on enormous scale, blamed mostly on the French refusal to leave

Japanese Imperialism
Japanese Imperialism Timeline
· Door forced open by Commodore Perry (1853 & 1854)
· Eventually the Japanese authority signed a treaty with the US called the conventional friendship; according to that treaty, Japan opened two ports
· In Japan there were some local politicians unhappy with this new policy and 
· In 1868 there was the Meiji Restoration/reforms
· a chain of events that led to enormous changes in Japan's political and social structure.
· After these restorations the emperor was officially restored to power
· As a result Japan became the first Asian country to modernize
· Unfortunately, year later Japan began to expand their territory
· In 1874, the Japanese had an expedition to Taiwan
· 1904-1904: Russo Japanese War
· Russia was defeated by Japan 
· This conflict arose over imperial ambitions over Manchuria and Korea 
· Eventually Russia agreed to withdraw from Manchuria
· South Sakhalin Island
· South Manchuria Railway
· Kwantung Army
· 1910- Annexation of Korea
· 1931: Sept 18 (Mukden) Incident
· Officially, Japan was not a governing force Manchuria, but on that day, the Chinese soldiers planted and exploded bombs on certain segments of the railway
· 1932: the Creation of Manchukuo
· The state of Manchuria, a puppet regime
· 1937- invasion of china in July
· Then occupied one third of china
· 1940-1942: Invasion of Indochina Pearl Harbour, Singapore, Hong Kong, The Philippines, Dutch East Indies 
· Japanese Empire in 1942: 6.9-7.4 m. Sq. Km and was 18-20 times larger than Japan itself
Characteristics
· From victim of imperialism to victimizer in a short period of time...from 1853 18681874
· Massive use of military forces
· Japan used a lot of military forces
· When the Spanish conquered the Inca they used a lot less soldiers, when British invaded Zimbabwe, they used a limited force; unlike the Japanese who used a lot, (look below)
· Yasukuni Shrine: 2.46 million soldiers enshrined 
· ‘first’ Sino Japanese war: 13,619
· Russo Japanese War:88,429
· Brutal treatment of peoples of invaded countries/regions
· More than 40 atrocities (e.g. Nanjing, Manila)
· Mistreatment of POWs
· Comfort Women
· Human experiment and biological warfare
· Target of Asia-Pacific countries and Pre-test of “Anti-Western Imperialism”
· “Asia for Asians”
· “Greater East Asia Co-prosperity sphere”

· Many leaders believed that Japan was the best nation and race

· If you resisted the consequences were very serious and the Japanese treated their enemies very harshly
· Influence of Japanese militarist culture

American Revolution
Introduction: Themes to consider
· American Revolution: still alive, as a repository of national identity
· Obama referenced Thomas Payne, and referred to Washington in his inaugural presidency speech
· An unlikely revolution
· At Lexington, the shot that started the revolutionary, eight people died.
· The things that were at stake, like taxation and such, but were they really in oppression before the revolutionary war
· Perhaps a hard soled shoe at some places
Background
· The war started in 1775
· The 13 colonies stretched along a kind of tenuous line of settlement
· During the period prior to the war all of the 13 colonies had established habit of self-government
· They developed the mind-set that self government was their right
· They were still colonies, just with Royal governors
· During and at the conclusion of the French and Indian war of 1763 was who will pay for what the British considered was for the colonies defence
· So the British felt it was needed to impose taxes on the colonies
· There were protests for this, ex the Boston tea party
· Colonial resistance and public protests escalate
· Coercive Acts (“Intolerable Acts” known to the colonies as) passed by the parliament in 1774
· Until the continental congress met in Philadelphia, a congress where they would discuss the problems and see if they could redress some of the issues
· War begins in April of 1775 (Lexington Concord)
· George Washington was chosen by congress to lead the continental army
· Continental congress assumes powers of a revolutionary government
· By July of 1776, Declaration of Independence
· The British Surrender at Yorktown in 1781

Who’s Revolution?
· Declaring independence
· Replace corrupt king and parliament with a Republic of Virtue where traditional rights of Englishmen would be protected
· From this standpoint, John Adams would write about how the revolution was effected before the war would commence and the revolution in the hearts and minds of American people
· Independence, yes, but also a “revolution within”
· Social and political revolution
· Benjamin Rush
· “...nothing but the first act of the great drama is closed” (1787)
· Parallel Revolutions:
· In the summer of 1776: continental congress meets in a large room in the Pennsylvania State House (now known as independence hall)
· At the same time, delegates meet across the hall in the same building to write a constitution for the state of Pennsylvania
Consequences
· Rip van Winkle- fictional story about a man who sleeps through the revolution
· The revolution represents the triumph of republicanism
· Muting of conservatism
· First steps toward abolition in some states
· Broadening of the elected franchise, opening up the road to political participation
· Cultural effects: celebrate “the rising glory of America”
· Looking ahead to the Federal Constitution 
John Adams Worried...
· “The essence of the whole will be that Dr. Franklin’s electric rod smote the earth...and out sprang George Washington”

The French Revolution-la Révolution française
Origins
· The enlightenment
· The ideas of the enlightenment are seen as a key origin for the French revolution
· Voltaire- lived in france, was heavily censored by the gov’t and was smart enough of finding ways to criticize the gov’t so that the gov’t couldn’t sensor it
· Danis Diderot, Baron de Montesque, Rousseau
· These philosophers thought that human reason should be applied to human society; government should be rational
· Absolute Monarchy
· Social Contract
· General Will
· You can identify the general will of the all the people so that the gov’t should reflect this general will of the people- rousseau
·  The American revolution 
· Influenced the French revolution
· Thomas Payne- a prpopgandist and philiosopher of the American revolution came to France to circulate his pamphlets
Social Origins
1. The Nobility
a. The Noblese d’epee were the hereditary nobles who could trace their lineage back centuries
b. This group saw their powers constantly undermined by the monarchy since the 1600s
c. Also, they see a new class of nobility, the Noblesse de robe, rise in place above them...these nobles were appointed by the king
d. In creating these noble’s the monarchy is undermining the power of the traditional nobles
2. The nobles are displeased with the king because:
a. He hadn’t called the estates general since 1614- the estate general had the power to approve increases in taxation
b. The failure to recall the estates general fireed the nobles
3. The Peasantry
a. The peasants made up the vast majority of the population, these ranged from well off farmers to dispossesses Brassiers (peasants with no land who work as seasonal labourers)
b. Overall peasants believe that they have an unfair proportion of the land; the particularly resent the leftover of feudalism that remains in France
i. They still pay feudal dues and tithes
c. There were bad crops in france 2 years prior to the revolution
4. The urban poor
a. Particularly, the poor people of Paris
b. The rates of the urban poor were growing dramatically
c. Many of the brassier migrate to the cities in search for jobs or charities simultaneously
d. And from 1715-1789 Paris’s population doubled and in such a period of rapid expansion, living conditions in the city were terrible
e. The growing population also (especially in crop failures) caused an increase in food price and decrease in wages (more workers competing for the same jobs mean lower wages and more people competing for the same food means increased price)
f. A group known as the sans-coulottes become a key player in the revolution...literally means ‘no breaches’, they couldn’t afford breaches and wore just regular pants
5. The Rising Bourgeoisie, or Middle Class
a. Marxism says that this war was a bourgeois revolution because by the end of the 18th century the bourgeoisie began to think that the monarchy did not represent them in the government and they wanted a voice
b. In areas of early industrialization, tended to be particularly rebellious like in northern France
6. The Clergy
a. Don’t have any great resentment on the monarchy, but they become the source of resentment for many other groups
b. The RCC(roman catholic church) did very well under the monarchy, it was very wealthy in part because of the tithe
c. The clergy owned 15% of the land in France and rented their land to peasants at very high rates
d. Despite the vast income the catholic church had in France, it paid no taxes to the French government
e. Also, the regular clergy (priests and monks) had a very bad reputation in France; there were a surplus of monks who had nothing to do lower clergy
f. The upper clergy lived as failry luxurious lifestyle, their actual duties tended to be done by other people...they had the title but didn’t do anything to the job
i. Cardinal de La Rochefoucad- had many titles and didn’t perform any functions for any of the jobs and got paid for it
Immidiate Cause
1. National Debt
a. By losing the 7 years war and helping the Americans during the American revolution, france wrapped up enormous debts that it was unable to pay
b. At the end of the 1780s king Louis is forced to call the estates general which also gave many people the opportunity to complain about the government
The Bourgeoisie Revolution
· The Cahier de Doleances- books about peoples grievances...peoplep were allowed to complain which led people to expect something to be done about their grievences
· Doubling the 3rd- the estates general by tradition brought together the 3 states of france: the clergy, the nobility and everybody else
· These threeestates sat down and each state had 1/3 in the vote 
· This meant by the 3rds majority, the nobles had power
· Since the third had vastly improportionate representation, so Louis tells them that they will have twice as many representatives, however Louis doesn’t tell them that they still on have 1/3 the vote
· On may 2nd 1789, the third estate refusal to participate in the estates general and demand that the votes should be proportionate
· On June 17th the 3rd estate declared itself the national assembly of France
· This was a direct challenge to the authority of the king
· They were taking the ideas of the philosophers saying that they were the legitimate voice of the country
· The tennis court oath- the national assembly swear not to dissolve
· The king, in response, chose to listen to his queen, Marie-Antoinette who says ‘call in the troops’ to supresse them
· Louis does order many troops to paris in early july, the population is agitated by this
· For the first time, the violence of the people of paris begins to get out of control even for the third estate
· July 14th 1789- Hotel des Invalides is attacked because it has supplies of guns
· They then march to the Bastille, where political prisoners are held
· Under Louis the 16th it wasn’t really used anymore and house 7 prisoners
· The crowds nonetheless attack the Bastille because they saw it as a symbol of tyranny 
· • Juillet 14th 1789 - Hôtel des Invalides est attaqué parce qu'il a fournit des armes à feu
o Ils mars, puis à la Bastille, où les prisonniers politiques sont détenus
o Sous Louis 16, elle n'était pas vraiment plus utilisé et la maison 7 prisonniers
foules o L'attaque néanmoins la Bastille parce qu'ils le considéraient comme un symbole de la tyrannie
· The march of the women was a march whereby the four women of paris march out to Versailles palace demanding that the king do something about the problem and complained that they had no bread 
· The women force Louis to come and accompany the women back to Paris and he stayed at the Tuilleries
· This was a mistake because he was very vulnerable 
· The Declaration of the Rights of Man and the Citizen- declared that every person has these rights just by being a person...essentially the bourgeois revolution reaches its apex and king Louis at this time agrees to a constitutional monarchy, limiting the power of the king
· The constitution of 1791 was adopted in, 1791
· The revolution could have stopped here
The Jacobin Revolution
· King Louis the 16th is advised to flee the country, ‘the flight to Varennes’ to gain European help and regain power
· He is caught, arrested and brought back to paris
· Not only was he already in trouble, but he was now seen as a trader going to get other countries help
· The king then wanted to prove he was a good nationalist so he decided, encouraged by marie-antoinette, by waging war on other countries
· On april 21st war is declared on some countries, things in paris start to spiral out of control...the Jacobins are constantly working behind the scenes to destroy the monarchy and the constitution
·  The Manifesto of the Duke of Brunswick 
· On august 10th 1792, the Jacobin radical began to seize government officials and put them under arrest
· The royal family is put under arrest and the king is in serious trouble
· The Jacobins are now firmly in control, the majority in the national convention
· The September (1792) massacres against people friendly with the monarchy
· The guillotine is introduced and many people are killed and on the 21st of September the French republic is established
· The king is put on trial for treason and he is then executed
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French Revolution Continued...
Consequences
· Zhou Enlai
· Emancipation of the Jews
· Democracy
· Mass democracy
· Everyone gets to vote, not just the elites, but everyone
· A new category in modern European history is created, the citizen
· No longer subjects of the king and queen, citizens are active participants in their state
· Some duties are also included, like serving in the military
· For Women
· Women were better off under the monarchy then the republic, because in various informal ways of the monarchy women could participate.
· Women could not participate in the republic
· Olympe de Gouges wrote pamphlets during the revolution about lack of women rights
· Utopianism
· If you apply a reason to a society you could create a perfect society and do what ever needs to be done to secure this utopia you cant make an omelette without breaking a few eggs
· The Jacobin republic is democratic in a way, but also totalitarian because it wants the citizens to think like them
· The Jacobins were not afraid to kill people to create their vision of a utopian society




The Paris Commune
Revolution of 1830
· Louis the 18th (1814-1824)- he’s smart enough to realise he can’t be an absolute monarch and drafts the charter of 1814
· Louis dies in 1824, his brother Charles X (10th), and his brother doesn’t acknowledge that the days of absolute monarchy are over
· Louis- Phillippe, Duc d’Orleans is brought onto the throne of France in the July revolution. (he is the cousin of Charles the tenth and agrees to rule as a constitutional monarch and rules for 18 years known as the July monarchy
Revolutions of 1848
· Banquet Campaign- protests against what are seen as abuses by the regime
· These becoming a growing threat for the government
· The growth of socialism in France also becomes a threat for the government
· These people are particularly influential, especially with the workers 
· Liberal Republic vs. Social republic (ensure social welfare type state)
· In Feb. 1848, the kings decides he needs to stop the banquet campaign and bans one...riots break out and the king flees
· This leads to the founding of the second republic
· Immediately there is tension between the socialist and liberal republicans
· In June there is a wave of violence known as the June days, where the government suppresses violent workers
· In that moment, the liberal republic is triumphant
· Louis- Napoleon Bonaparte becomes president of the republic
The Second Empire, 1851-1870
· Takes the title as emperor of France in 1851
· Men could vote, but they were legitimate and this was considered an authoritarian regime
· However, he did allow a lot of freedom for a dictator (of speech, of press)
· In the 1860s, France feels increasing pressure from Prussia
· Napoleon felt that to secure popularity he believed he needed to suppressed Prussia
· HE sees his chance when Hohenzollern candidature to the Spanish throne
· ON the 15th of July in 1870, he declares war on Prussia  because this candidature would put enemies on both sides of France
· In the battle of sedan the French army is defeated in the Franco-Prussian war and Napoleon the 3rd (Louis) is captured
Towards the Paris Commune
· In Paris, the population was in no mood for surrender to the Prussians
· Left wing leaders in the municipal government order Jacobin style rhetoric résistance against the Prussians and compared this time to 1792
· Leon Gambetta emerged as the leader most committed to resisting the Prussians
· Adolphe Thiers however was in favour of negotiations in armistice
· The Prussians eventually encircled Paris in an attempt to starve them 
· On the 6th of February elections are held and the clear majority voted to surrender to the Prussians, in France overall
· But Paris was split from this and voted against it
· The Parisian National Guard, Committee of the national guard
The Paris Commune: Flashpoint
· Removal of Right to Municipal Elections
· In an attempt to disband the Parisian national guard, the abolition of pay for the National Guard
· End to moratorium on debts and rents 
· Attempt to seize cannons in Montmartre 
· Unfortunately this backfires and the soldiers sent to seize the cannons are not motivated and do not get the job done
· A republican leader Georges Clemenceau
· Eugine Varlin(socialist) led the seizure of the Place Vendome(A place of wealth in France)
· The commune was revolutionary in many aspects:
· There were80 members elected to the P. Commune and 35 of them were working class- this is unprecedented for the history of modern Europe at the time
· Set up local committees in neighbourhoods to encourage people to participate- Grassroots democracy
· They separate church and state; they seize all church property and claim it is the property of the Paris commune
· Rents are declared remitted, no need to pay rents
· Abolish night work 
· Most radically, they empower employees to seize control of their employers workplace (however, there were conditions like the boss must have fled and once they take over they will compensate the boss)
Role of Women
· Women’s union for the defence of Paris and the Care of the Injured
· They believe that their struggle against patriarchy can only be done through a fight against global capitalism; they demand:
· Equal pay for equal work of women
· Right for women to seek divorce on an equal level then men
· Right of women to pursue professional education and post secondary education like men
· Some women join the Paris national guard and fight against the French army
· This leads to the myth about ‘Les Petroleuses’- the masculinisation of women
· Since the social order of society in the Paris commune, everything is topsy turvey and it is seen that the difference seen between men and women are broken down
· Louise Michel was a prominent member of the Paris commune and joined the national guard and did fight; she is mythologizes by the left as a hero; “The Red Virgin of Montmartre”
Repression/Suppression
· Decree on Hostages; the commune took several key figures they felt were unsympathetic to their cause  hostage
· During the final week of the commune called the bloody week, the commune issued the execution order for six hostages including Georges Darboy
· This is also remembered as a great crime, the last week was remembered as the bloody week because the government troops killed many Parisians and the army was given the right to execute anyone armed in Paris
· Pere Lachaise Cemetary- a massacre where 146 communard fighters were put up against the wall and shot...Mur des Feres ‘the wall of the communards’
· There are more dead in total of the suppression of the Paris commune then there were during the reign of terror in the French revolution
Consequences
· Discrediting of the 3rd republic
· The French third republic is instead reviled by workers and the workers flee to the socialist and communist parties- ‘antagonism of workers’
· The Paris commune cements a great fear of the ordinary people, that they are an irrational dangerous mob that can rise up and kill us at any time
· Serves as inspiration for the revolutionary left, including Lennon and other communist/socialist followers
· Karl Marx- “the civil war in France”- argued that the Paris commune was a socialist revolution
· In France, its remembered by the political left...on every year on the date of Louise Michel there are homage to her by socialist and communist newspapers
· The massacre of the Mur des Ferders is remembered by the socialist and communist parties who parade through Paris on may 24th and march past the wall


Russian Revolutions of 1917
February and October Revolution 
February Revolution Bourgeois Revolution
Causes
· Czarist autocracy resented
· Limited constitutional monarchy
· 1st-4th Duma in 11 years
· Political Incompetence (Czar Nicholas II, Czarina Alexandra and G. Rasputin)
· Since Russia was engaged in war at the turn of the century, Nicholas II was not in St. Petersburg but in the front
· Rasputin had some kind of power that was able to help the boys from suffering from haemophilia; this allowed the queen to trust him very much
· Suffered terrible human losses in WWI
· Ill- equipped and poorly led
· 1.3-2 million dead and 5.9-6 million injured
· Defeatism and mass desertion
· Millions of POWs
· The morale of Russian troops was extremely low and many lacked will to fight
· Food Shortage of food and high inflation
· Lack of food and goods
· Price rose by 500-700% (from 1914-1917)
· Most Russian young men and boys enlisted to fight in the war which caused a shortage of labour leading to a shortage of food
· Discontent of peasants and workers
· Peasants: Payment of redemption dues and landlessness (1861 emancipation of surfs, but the government did not free the surfs with no charge and asked the former surfs to pay redemption fees for almost 50 years
Immidiate Causes
· 18/2 (Julian Calender): Plutinov Plant Strike
· 23/2 (March 8th): Rallies of women; the presence of women makes it even more difficult for soldiers to shoot and suppress in addition to the plant demonstrators
· 25/2: Soldiers joined the revolt
· 2/3: Czar abdicated
Result
· Establishment of bourgeois regime and Russian republic
· Dual Powers:
· Provisional Government
· (Later St. Petersburg)Petrograd Soviet (changed later to All-Russian Soviet)
· Soviet means council in English
· This council created problems for the provisional government
October Revolution: Communist Revolution
Why so soon?
· Provisional Government “refusal” to “peace, land and bread”
· Petrograd Soviet in control
· Within the petro soviets there was one party in control with two factions within it: the Mensheviks and the Bolsheviks
· After august Bolshevik majority
· Lenin’s view on communist revolution
· According to Marxism, a socialist revolution could only occur once capitalism had developed already; according to this view, the Russians at that point (mid 1917) should not have a revolution---this was according to Plekhanov
· However, Lenin said that now was the time and they could have a communist revolution and should not wait; he felt they should be realistic rather than dogmatic--- this view, a revised Marxist theory came to be leninism
· Plekhanov: Russian should go through the capitalist stage first
· Lenin: “The chain broke at its weakest link”
· Bolshevik Activities
· ¾: Lenin returned to Russia from outside the country, some people say that Germany helped Lenin return home to make trouble for Russia
· 4-7/7” July Days Riots- these were riots orchestrated by Lenin and his supporters but these were suppressed by the provisional government
· 12/10: Armed uprising approved by Bolsheviks
· 25/10: winter Palace captured by Red Guards (the red guards were not professional soldiers, but they were those armed workers)
· Measures taken after the October Revolution
· State ownership of lands, banks, railways and large enterprises
· 152 million hectares of lands redistributed
· Withdrawal from the war (treaty of Brest- Litovsk)
· In this treaty, Russia gave up a lot of land, some argue that 1/3 of the Russian population was lost
· But the Russians felt that this was worth it because of their urgency to withdraw from the war
A Coup or Revolution?
1. Richard Pipes (1995): says it was a coup d’etas and not a revolution, controlled by few people
2. E.H. Carr (1979): The first great revolution in history to be deliberately planned and made

Communist Revolution in China: Major Developments
1. 1924-1927: the 1st CCP-GMD Collaboration
a. Northern Expedition: Jointly fought various warlords
b. Their cmmon goal was to fight and eliminate the warlords in China
c. Thisi s the first time the two parties  collaborated
2. 1927-1937: 1st CCP-GMD Armed Conflict
a. 1927: GMD’s purge of communists and CCP’s withdrawal to countryside
b. 1930-1935: GMD military campaigns against CCP and CCP’s Long march
i. This was prior to Mao being the communist leader
ii. At this time the nationalist army was significantly stronger as well and when the communists fought against the nationalists they suffered a lot and subsequently had a ‘long march’ to retreat

Revolution in Canada
Deifning Revolution
· Karl Marx defined revolution as a permanent condition, constant conflict between the Brougeiouse and the Proletariat. The only choice humans have is get on board or resists, in the long run military revolution will occur.
· Oxford English Dictionary- an instance of great change or alteration in affairs
· If you accept this broad definition, then Canada was revolutionized in its history.
· Therefore, Canada was fundamentally changed between the end of the 1920s and the 2nd world war
Canada: 1929
· Coming to the decade after the 1st world war
· From about 1924 and on the economy had continued to expand: GPD, national income etc.
· Canada in 1929 was far better off than Canada in 1919
· Also, Canada was riding a time of  national feeling largely predicated by participation in the first world war; the Canadian came out of the a feeling a new found pride
· Canada is very much seeing itself as an independent state, started to sign its own treaty in the 1920s
· This is the when Henry ford had 15 million ford model it’s affordable by everyone. Almost everyone had access to cars
· Flight transforms this decade, aces came back from the war and some go into the airplane business; during the 1920s Canada is photographed from the air (From about 5 or 7 thousand feet up)
· Canadians are communicating much more quickly
· By the 1920s, radio stations were becoming well established... radio transforms popular life, radio makes mass entertainment
· Buying on credit and buying on time with the banks becomes almost the norm, buying on the instalment plants
· People start to buy mass amounts of consumer goods on credit
· This coupled with a foreign payment crisis and an uncontrolled stock market...
· During the twenties the stock market is becoming full of first time investors and the market is rising...there are many things combined in to cause a market crash in October of 1929
· In the late summer of 1929, suddenly everyone wants to sell and the market seemed so good, the crisis in 1929 has an enormous impact on Canada
· Between 1939 and 1933, world trade declines by 50%
· Canada is a trading nation, ‘when the international catches a cold, Canada sneezes’ this refers to the impact of trade  for Canada
· At this time peoples net incomes are cut by 50% in 4 years
· The depression doesn’t affect everyone equally; farmers take a huge hit and national net fishing income is cut disproportionately hard like the farmers
Reaction
· The first reaction is to say that it was happening because it was autumn
· The spring of 1930 came and the market did not fix itself

· Unemployment in 1929 averages 3%, almost everybody in 1929 who wants work has it
· By 1933, that rate, annualized is 23%; 1 Canadian workers in 4 has no source of income whatsoever
· By 1935 people are beginning to question the fundamentals which the capitalist system works. Some people start to say that Adam smith got it wrong, the economy is human made.
· The party in power in Canada in 1929 was the liberal party with William Lyon Mackenzie king; Mr. King’s prescription for depression was to do nothing because he felt it would cycle and correct itself.
· There is a federal election in 1930, and kings do nothing approaches were beaten by the conservative party, headed by Richard bennet. Bennet came at things from the point of view of a die hard free enterpriser.
· BY early 1935, people were becoming disconetent iwth the Benet government and suddenly something happened. In early 1935 benet seemed to undergo a conversion experience. He talks about the need for a new deal; the benet new deal is created. In a flurries of legislation Ottawa enacts a few things; the bank of Canada, trans canada airlines, the CBC and other Canadian things are created.
· Up until this time benet had been the apostle of free enterprise
· Benet and other politicians go through a period of radicalization, in the provinces.
· One of the bi products of the depression is the ongoing debate on what the relationship between cities, provinces and countries should be
· William Aberheart, aka Bible Bill, the premier of Alberta  
In 1920, Canada was a member state in the British Empire; by the 1930s Canada obtained its own seat in the u.n. and became a player on the world stage. With its new status, Canada does nothing. When Germany takes over Czecoslovakia, Canada does nothing; when Japan invaded Manchuria, Canada does nothing;
Up until 1939, Canada is a north American, isolationist nation with ties to great Britain. With the war, Canada transforms to become a world player.
By 1945, Canada has come of age in international presence.
Between 1929 and 1945, Canada and Canaidans views of the econmy, the role of government, the countries place in the world have changed fundamentally and account as Canada’s revolution.

The Philippine Revolution of 1986
The Philippines is a country consisting of many islands, with its capitol at Manila.
It used to be a colony of Spain, beginning in the 1600s for almost 200 years (From 1565-1898)
It was an American colony from 1898 until 1946. From 1942-1945, it was in the control of Japan.

· Modeled on the USA
· Executive pwer, President
· Legislative power: Senate and House of Representatives
· Judicial Power: Supreme Court
· National Holiday: (July 4 later changed to June 12)
· Official languages, Filipino and English
Marcos Regime (1966-1986)
· Ferdinand Marcos and His Early Presidency (1966-1972)
· Elected President in 1965
· Re-elected in 1969
· Would be banned from running for a 3rd term in 1973
· However, in 1972 he declared martial law to avoid ending his time as president.
Martial Law (1972- 1981)
· Justifications included, the re-emergence of Communist movement (NPA)
· Restive Students
· The real reason, though, was to perpetuate his rule.
Measures
· Power to arrest
· Curfew and no rallies and demonstrations
· Terms of office unlimited
· Congress closed
· Political Parties suspended
2. Causes
· Repression and Corruption
· 3,000 killed, 35,000 tortured and 70,000 jailed during martial law era
· Government posts occupied by family members and cronies
· Personal cult
· Assassination of Benigno Aquino on August 21st 1983
· December 1985 investigation “finding”: Assassination hired by communists
· Economic Crisis
· Negative economic growth since 1983, the Philippines used to be reasonably well off
· Unemployment rate ballooned
· Poorest country in SE Asia
3.  1986 Snap election
· Feb, 7, 1986 and Corazon Aquino vs. Marcos 
· Commission on Election: Marcos the winner
· National Movement for Free Election: Aquino the winner
· Catholic Bishops Conference of the Philippines and US senate condemned the election
· Feb, 15: Marcos declared the winner
· Both ‘winners’ took oath at office
· Feb, 22: Defection of Defence minister and Vice Chief of Staff resigned
· Marcos called the two to surrender
· Archbishop (P) called people to aid the rebel leaders
· EDSA (People Power Revolution)
· Marcos’ “finest hours”: “My order is to disperse (them) without shooting them”
· Feb. 25: two inaugurations and Marcos left for Hawaii
· Aquino in power and restoration of democracy

The Nation and the Nation State
Working Definition on a nation
· “a large body of people united by common decent, culture or language, believing themselves to share a common ‘national’ identity, and either inhabiting a particular state or territory or having once inhabited a particular state or territory”
Defining Nation-State
· Oxford English Dictionary- “a sovereign state of which most of the citizens or subjects also share factors such as language or common decent”
· “a sovereign state that acts in the interests of a nation”
· What are examples of state which aren’t nation state
· Premodern kingdoms
· Multi-ethnic/multinational empires
· Post colonial states
Defining Nationalism
· OED: “Patriot feeling, principles or effotrts.” “an extreme form of patriotism marked by a feeling of superiority over other countries: playing with right wing nationalism” “advocacy of political independence for a particular country”
· Nationalism is in some respects a product of the age of the French and American revolutions
· Nationalism, therefore, is relatively new; it’s a modern construct
Working Definition of nationalism
· “a sense of pride in ones nation, sometimes marked by a feeling of superiority over other nations; advocacy of political independence for a particular nation”
· It is generally assumed that when you talk about nationalists in Africa and colonies that these nationalist leaders are at the forefront of a national consciousness
The Rise of the Nation- State
· Nation States preceded nations and national consciousness
· This is because historians have gone back in time and identified nation-states
· Historians apply this term to these states, contemporaries did not
· The rise of the nation state is tied to the rise of the west and European power; its a product of the European renaissance
· The silk road- the Portuguese, Spaniards and others head off to the new world for trade, eventually Portugal, spain, the Netherlands, England and france emerged as the wealthiest states in the 1600s
· These states all seemed to represent relatively homogenous populations and their rise in power was accompanied by the form of government known as absolutism
· There is also a high degree of state centralization- excellent example is Louis XIV
· These states are able to mobilize their resources very well, which explains their new world conquers
· We also see rulers who construct themselves as the embodiment of the state
Age of Nationalism
· Series of revolutions
· The Glorious Revolution
· The American Revolution
· The French Revolution
· They felt that the leaders did not represent the interest of then nations and desired change
· Romanticism in the 1800s, it was typical that nation states with emerging nationalism refer to the past and histories trying to use an emotional connection to the past to construct national pride.
· This leads to very important political events such as the unification of Germany, and Italy, even confederation in Canada
· “Jingoism” combined with Social Darwinism
· These ideologies were contributively to the advent of WWI
· “The Black Hand”- Serbian nationalist group whose member was responsible for assassinating Archduke Franz Ferdinand
· Break up of land based multi-ethnic empires
· Ottoman, Russian, Austrio-Hungarian Empires
· By the end of the war, these empires no longer existed.
· Following world war one was the emergence of Extreme nationalism
· Fascism, national socialism (Nazism), national communism
· These extreme nationalist groups created Genocide
· The Armenian Genocide, the Holocaust 
The Age of the Nation State
· The league of nations/ the united nations was conceived after WWI
· This name assumes that each country represents its nation and is a nation-state, that all members of the united nations were equal and egalitarian (didn’t work out that way)
· Following WWI as the empires collapsed, new nation states were created
· Ex. The European empires in Africa became 53 Nation states
Problems Facing the Nation State
· The principle of national self-determination
· Nations within nation states?
· EX: Quebec, The Basque Country, Chechnya, Kurdistan
· Multiculturalism/immigration/xenophobia- in European older nation states, multiculturalism is not accepted as a paradigm- in France 10% are Muslims from north Africa
· “Failed” Nation States
· Ex. The Sudan, The Congo, Iraq, Afghanistan
· These nation states have two or more ethnic groups living wihtin

· British Origins

· Consequences
Viewed from the Imperial Centre
· Devolutionary Tradition
· Britain as an empire had a history of devolving power to its colonies
· The Durham Report 
· The key document that sets the British on this approach after the rebellions in 1837 in Canada
· Lord Durham in this report recommended a degree of responsible government, and some degree of autonomy
· This, some say, set Canada on the path of independence
· Other colonies began to take this same path including Australia, new Zealand and south Africa.
· These are all white settler majorities and regions
· So the British are devolving power to white people in the colonies, but its not clear whether they would have been willing to devolve power to non whites like Indians
· The Government of India Acts (1909,1919,1935)
· Seemed to indicate that India could gradually gain its independence
· These acts gave Indians more say in their own affairs
· Decline of British Power
· Independence of India comes sooner than they expected
· Great Britain’s decline, contributed by WWI, made the independence of India come sooner than expected.
· The world wars were very costly for the British; so even if the British had wanted to hang on to India post 1945, they simply didn’t have the financial resources to do so.
· Demise of the Liberal Party
· By the 1920s, the liberal party begins to collapse for a number of reasons
· The liberal party is replaced on the centre left by the labour party
· The Labour Party
· Has its roots in Britain’s labour movement
· Influenced by the doctrines of socialism
· In keeping with its socialist leaning, it is an anti-imperial party
· Accordingly, when the British labour party wins its first ever government majority in 1945, under clement Attlee, they follow through with ridding of imperialism
· Louis Mountbatten, appointed vice-roy of India given the mandate to withdraw from India. 
Viewed From Colonial Periphery
· Great Mutiny or First War of Independence?
· Independence had to be won by both violent and non-violent struggle
· It also produce a less than flattering image of the British themselves because at time they used considerable violence
· The great mutiny is an example of Indian resistance against the British; a somewhat civil war erupted as a result.
· It is significant that the British call it the Great Mutiny because it demonstrates the nationalist character of the British.
· Mohandas Ghandi (1869-1948)
· Ghandi left India to be educated in Britain, went to work in South Africa –was appalled their by racial segregation.
· Then gets involved in campaigns about ending racial segregation
· Elected to the leadership of the Indian National Congress
· Indian National Congress
· Was essentially willing to work within the system established by the British to peacefully reach independence.
· They do so in a legal way
· Developed the techniques of mass mobilization and passive resistance
· Examples of passive resistance are refusal to pay taxes, going limp when police try to arrest you etc.
· Hindu/Muslim/Sikh
· Ghandi wanted no conflict between religions 
· Wanted to maintain unity in India
· For Ghandi, the partition of India into two states was a disaster because he believed in the co-operation of all regions in India.
· If the British can be provoked to use violence on non-violent protestors, the Indians get more sympathy
· For the Indians, the key factors of establishing independence was the Indian resistance itself
· Looking at things from India you can see how violent things were at some times
· Rowlatt Acts
· Allowing administration to arrest people at will
· They were in effect continuing a state of martial law into the future
· Amritsar Massacre 
· In a sikh town, the British sealed the town into a courtyard and open fired on them
· 379 dead bodies found on the scene
· This massacre had the effect Ghandi hoped for (not that he hoped for a massacre) but it exposes the British violence
· Non Co-operation
· While Ghandi condemned the Amritsar massacre he also condemned the violence against the British 
· He advocated non-cooperation: don’t do as your told, occupy building, don’t pay taxes, when the police come, let them hit you
· Quit India Movement 
· By august 1942, Ghandi establishes this movement
· He stated his rationale was to get freedom immediately; free India or die in attempt
· To cripple the British war effort in India during the second world war when the British were fighting the Germans 
· One could not explain the partition without looking at the situation on the ground
· Muslims, despite Ghandi’s (and Nehru’s)inclusive ideology, felt excluded from the Hindu dominated congress
· Muslims feared that they would be discriminated against by the Hindus if India became a democracy
· The All India Muslim League was created to represent Muslim interests in India
· This group was led by Mohamed Ali Jinnah who was the father of partition to create a two state solution
· Given the intransigence of running for power in 1937, he commited himself to partition at the Lahore Declaration
· Jinnah was a shrude operator and saw Ghandi’s quick india movement as an opportunity to co-operate with the British and gain influence of the British
· After the first post war elections in 1946 it became obvious that Jinnah had legitimacy to speak for India’s Muslim community
· A wave of violence between Muslim and Hindu extremists ensued following which re-inforced the british realiation that two states should be made.
· On August 14th Pakistan is created in 1947 
Partition 
· 14 August 1947 Pakistan Independence
· The Radcliffe Award
· East Pakistan carves up part of the province of Bengal
· West Pakistan consists of Punjab, Baluchistan and Sidh
· Kashmir has a majority of Muslim population but during the 1946 negotiations, it was decided that those states that still had their own princely rulers would get to decide for themselves which country they would join.
· Given that over 70% of Hari Singh’s population was Muslim that Kashmir would join Pakistan but maybe since he dreamed of Kashmir independence, he hesitates
· This led to the first of many wars between Pakistan and India of this territory.
Consequences: Migration
· The largest migration in a short time of history (5 years)
· 14.5 million people migrated or were displaces between 1946 and 1951
· 7,226,000 Muslims left India for east and west Pakistan
· 7.249,000 Hindus and Sikhs left Pakistan for India
· All these mass migrating communities were very vulnerable for attack and so this unfolds as a fairly massive human tragedy; many of the people who left their homes die en route
· The death toll is difficult to calculate but it was somewhere between 200,000 (British) and 2,000,000 (later historians)
Consequences: Instability
· Indo-Pakistani War of 1947 over the territory of Kashmir 
· Sino-Indian War of 1962
· India and china fight a small war of north-eastern Kashmir
· Indo-Pakistani War of 1971 (independence of Bangladesh)
· East Pakistan becomes bangladesh
· Kargil Conflict 1999
· Nuclear Arms race
· As of the late 1970s India became a nuclear power
· As of the late 1980s Pakistan became a nuclear power 
· Mumbai Attacks 2008
Africa and the Nation State 
Africa Pre-1400a
· Songhay Empire
· Centralized military
· Timbuktu, central city with one of the most advanced universities of the time 
· Ethiopia
· Been a coherent state since the 300s during the era of the Roman Empire
· Was a Christian state
· Kongo
· Large, powerful, well organized state with a system of currency, a system of taxation etc.
· These are three examples that there was advanced and compex civilization in Africa long before Europeans arrived
African States: Pre-Scramble
· Asante
· Present day Ghana
· Control of slave trade and gold mines
· Asante forced European states to pay tribute if they wanted to trade on the European coastline
· Dahomey
· Sokoto Caliphate
· Islamic empire
· Rose to dominate most of present day Nigeria and Niger
· Sultanate of Darfur
· Another Islamic state that controlled trade east and west across the sahara desert
· The Zulu Kingdom
· Shaka (1787-1828)
· Africa was full of vibrant functioning states and was far from being the dark continent as Europeans chose to refer to it
The Colonial Map of Africa
· Broken up by Europeans without consideration of ethnic and tribal divisions
Ethnic Divisions in Kenya
· In Kenya the large tribe was the Kikuya tribe (25% of pop)
· Another group was the Somali’s (ancestors of Somalia today) many Somalis were muslim
· The Masai was another tribe
· Swahili was another, which was people of African and Muslim decent
The Nature of Colonial Rule
· Colonial rule often exaggerated tribal differences
· Pre-existing states were usually dismantled because they were threatening to colonial power; chiefs sent into exile, bureaucracy dismantled; 
· Indirect rule- most European empires wanted to rule their colonies very cheaply, it was much easier for them to simply get the local chiefs to co-operate with them
· In case the chiefs got a lttle to uppity, they would be replaced by paramount chiefs (ones appointed by the colionial state)
· The non-paramount chiefs had some legitimacy as chiefs in the village adn were therefore less likely to revolt
· Also, it directed colonial frustration to the chiefs rather than the colonial system that had produced the situation
· The effect of this emphases of chiefs emphasized tribal differences
· In the Belgian territories, racial divisions were in a sense created; they took class divisions within Rwandan societies and rigidified those divisions as racial determined; the Belgians used the tootsies as their collaborators and the hutus were at the bottom of the social hierarchy
· They further intensified the issues by creating identity cards stating the tribal identity of the individual
· Customary Law
· Reservations
· Tribalism
Economic Exploitation of the Colonies
· Staples Economy- the ecnomy was oriented to suit the colonial rules; the colonies provided raw material ‘staple’ products for the colonial ruling countries
· Core vs. Periphery- the periphery provided raw materials for the core
· Great Depression- areas that had switched to cash crop production saw famine
· Niger- half the population was killed by famine during the great deprssison
· Liberia- independant state, founded by emancipated slaves from the united states
· Firestone- leased half a million hectares of plantation land from the Liberian government- it was tax free; 
· The decendants of emancipated slaves lived on the coast and agreed to provide very cheap labor for firestone 
· The Liberian army ensured men sign contracts with firestone at low low wages; firestone is almost exploiting Liberia meanwhile creating conflict between people on the coastline and people in the interior of the country
The Rise of Nationalism
· A major turning point during world war one when about 2 million Africans serve as soldiers/porters.
· Coming from that service the Africans expected to be rewarded by European states
· WW1 also helped set European states, like france and Britain, in their decline in power
· After WW1 there is a rise in national movements- Etiole Nord Africane
· Kikuyu Central Association
· African National Congress
· Pan-Africanism
World War 2
· Twice as important as WW2 because france is occupied and humiliated, Britain is exhausted
· There is a new ideology that emerges out of world war two and is in some ways captured by the Atlantic Charter- document by Roosevelt and Churchill to be an inspiration to fight against nazi germany
Tribalism and Nationalism 
· Kenya African Union
· Jomo Kenyatta
· Kikuyu
· Mau Mau Revolt
· Anti British, targeted white people for attacks
· Dominated by kikuyu, like the Kenya African Union
· The nationalism in Kenya seems to be dominated by one ethnic group
Independence
· Ghana (1957)
· The Congo (1960)
· Cameroon (1960)
· Kenya (1963)
· Angola (1975)
· Mozambique (1975)
· Zimbabwe (1980)
· South Africa (1994)
· In the post colonial period, the companies that own the companies in the colonies wil be maintained and the relationship between core and periphery maintained. Although troops left, the companies stayed
Post Independence
· Africa has been claimed by ethnic conflict, political instability, enormous poverty and other problems after independance
· Neo-colonialism
· Ghana- the first country to win its independence with a charismatic ruler
· Kwame Nkrumah
· Nkrumah was very much in the pocket of the plantation owner elite in Ghana who grew coca; these plantation owners had no interest in breaking the colionial relationship because it would hurt business; Ghana tried to industrialize and attract foreign investment
· They eventually attracted a company called the Ghanian Valco Aluminum Company- the idea was the company would take iron from Ghana, refine it and sell it, putting Ghana in the core
· What they actually did was take aluminum from Caribbean, refine it in Ghana and then shipped it off so here the benefits for Ghana were nothing
· The ore is Bauxite
Post independence Tribalism
· Rwanda- 85% ethnically Hutu and 15% were Tootsies
· The real difference is that Hutu were agriculturalist and the Tootsies were cattle farmers (something with prestige in Africa)
· The Belgians promoted Tootsies to high position, excluded the Hutu’s from education
· The Europeans added racial theories of the time and argued that the Tooties were decendants from Caucasians and were therefore surperior to the Hutus
· This special treatment did lead to surperior behavoir and attitude towards the Hutu
· With independence in the early 1960s, democracy was instituted and since 85% were hutu, they felt it was time for revenge
· The Hutus instituted quotas at universities for tooties, took away land from tooties, only 10% of public jobs could go to tootsies, and violence against tootsies by hutu militants
· In the 1960s Juvenal Habyarimana was elected and in some cases accelerated anti-tootsie laws
· Many tooties then left Rwanda to the northeast to Uganda where they lived in refugee camps. 
· They then created military group, the Rwandan Patriotic Front;civil war raged in the early 1990s and the rebels were gaining traction; in 1994 Habyarimana was killed on an airplane and after his death a horrific genocide against the Tootsie population in 1994.
· Tribalism II: Kenya
· Considerede highly successfull African state because since independence it has not had a military dictatorship and its economy has been relatively stable..in some ways though it is a bit of an illusion
· Post independence, the Kikuyu’s domionated the Kenyan government and as a result kikuyu had the best jobs,higher wealth, more sports for education
· This resentment against the Kikuyu, burst in 2007
· When Mwai Kibaki was declared leader again when Raila Odinga really won the election
· Kibaki was Kikuyu and Odinga was not; supporters of Odingo (non-kikuyu) spontaneously erupted in violence which targeted Kikuyu people indiscriminantly
· A particularly horrific incident occurred when over 30 unarmed people were slaughter in Eldoret
· By April a power sharing agreement between Kibati and Odinga was arranged by the UN, but in that 3 month period many people were killed and displaced- as they fled from the violence and their homes were destroyed.
· The legacies in colonialism in the form of tribalism are still present.
Conclusion
The boundries left by the colonial era do not reflect African divisions, tribally, linguistically, geographically
In many of these cases, what you see is different tribal groups who have tribal consciousness competing over control of the state so that their tribe can reap the benifits of the neo-colonial benefits with the west.

Extremism and the Nation State
Inclusive Nationalisms
National identity can be based on:
· Geography
· Simple residing in the location or  area of a nation would make someone belong to a nation
· Citizenship
· Residing in the nation-state that encompasses a nation
· Culture/Values
· Language
· In theory, everybody can learn the national language (ex. All british people speak English) 
Exclusive Nationalism
National identity can be based on:
· Ethnicity/Race
· To say something like in order to be Japanese you must be of Japanese ethnicity; immigrants cannot be Japanese
· Religion
· An historic and exclusive claim to a defined territory
· Controversial example would be Israel 
· Language 
Case 1: The Canadian Evolution Towards an Inclusive Nationalism
Canadian national identity has historically been based on...
· 1867-1914
· Protestantism
· English/British Ethnicity
· 1918-1971
· Christianity (Protestantism and Catholicism)
· “The Two Solitudes”: British and French ethnicity
· European Ethnicity- after the first world war there was a immigration from Europe and over time European immigrants were becoming considered Canadian
· This is more inclusive, but not totally inclusive
· 1971-Present  
· Multi-culturalism
Case 2: Turkey
· Turkey is thought of as an ancient society
· Modern turkey is a twentieth century creation
· From 1400s on ward turkey was the centre of the Ottoman empire; this was an Islamic empire that at various time controlled most of the middle east, north Africa and for a period, spain and Portugal and large parts of south eastern europe
· The ottoman empire faced some difficult challenges with the rise of nationalism
· The ottomans developed their own ideology to counter the influence of nationalism called, ottomanism
· Ottomanism is an attempt to celebrate the multi culturalism of the Ottoman empire; however, this attempt was not very successful
· The Young Terks
· Favoured Turkish nationalism rather than multi-cultural ottomanism
· They felt that they should point out the ottoman empire has been dominated by turks
· Mustafa Kemal Ataturk (1881-1938)
· Young military officer who would become the father of modern turkey
· Turkish Nationalism encompassed
· Turkish nationalism
· Turkish culture
· Turkification
· Many started to advocate to turn other ethnic groups within the empire into turks
· In favour of modernization, progressive reformers who wanted to meet the challenges of the European nation states
· Most were secular muslims, but nonetheless they did persecute religious minorities which suggests that they didn’t reall see non-muslims as part of the Turkish nation
· The Young Turk Revolution
· In 1908
· Ottoman empire continued in name until after WW1 and since 1908, the young turks were in power
· It became the exclusive ideology of the young turks within turkey

The Armenian Genocide
· The Armenians were a culturally distinct group on the edge of turkey who continued to practice eastern orthodox Christianity
· During WWI, the Turks decided that the Armenians posed a threat to the Ottoman empire because their Christianity would ally them with the Russians
· So the Turks decided to have a forced deportation to move the Armenians far from Russia
· The low estimate of dead is about 300 000 armenians; the high estimate is 1.1 million
· The truth is probably around 800,000
· Being defined outside the ethnic Turkish community led to deadly results
· Since the Armenians were considered outside the nation, they were considered in a criminal fashion
Case 3: The Rise of the Nazis
· Modern Germany was founded following the Franco-Prussian war (1870-1871)
· Otto von Bismark was the Chancellor, and key figure of German nationalism 
· He was faced with the challenge of creating German cohesion with all the formerly independant Germanic state
· Unfortunately, one of the methods Bismark settled on was negative integration
· Rather than trying to figure out what makes them German, they used other characteristics that make other people not German. i.e. Jews, Catholics
· Bismark launched Kulturkampf as a struggle against Catholics
· The Nazis developed a particularly ideology of nation hood and national identity on Bismark’s foundation
· Adolf Hitler (1889-1945) became the leader of the National Socialist German Workers Party
· He instilled the idea of the “volk”
· He had a very exclusive view of the German nation, including Jews
· He had a social Darwinist perspective and saw it was a safeguard to protect the racial purity of the German nation.
· He was anti-semetic and racist; chronic criminals, homosexuals, handicapped people, Jews, Gypsies were all considered impure
· Hitler was seen as the living embodiment of Nazi germany and to betray him was to betray germany
Nazi Germany
· Hitler legally comes to power in 1933
· Later, he uses the coercive power of the state and nazi party against the state; he uses the Gestapo to round up enemies
· He uses the SS, meant to be the embodiment of the racial elites; they rounded up all the supposive enemies of the state and put them into work camps/concentration camps
· These were not yet death camps, a famour one is Dachau
· Origionally the Nazis target political enemies like liberals, and any enemies
· Then they began to target races they saw as inferior; a jewish boycott beigning in 1933 on Jewish business
· The Nuremburg laws in sept, 1935 took the task of defining who was a Jew. Some people who lived their lives as Christians found out that they were jews according to the Nazis
· Jews are then excluded from jobs, business, intermarriage
· In 1938, following the murder of a German ambassador in France, Kristallnacht occurs; its a massive wave of violence against Jews
· 267 synagogues burnt down, 30 000 Jewish men taken to camps, 2000 later hung themselves in concentration camp, 91 died on that day
· The government then fined the Jewish community because of the property damage
The Holocaust
· Begins with a euthanasia campaign again the handicap and mentally ill; that was when they began gassing people by mobile vans
· After 1941, with the invasion of the soviet union, the German began to deport Jews into Jewish ghettos in Poland
· By this time it is pretty clear they were planning on murdering the Jews, because they sent in Einsatzgruppen to murder Jews in the communist party
· They realised that was inefficient by 1942 and leading to psychological problems for the soldiers who had to do the killings
· There were 6 main death camps: Auschwitz, Majdanek, Chelmo, Treblinka, Sobibor, Belzec
· At the end of the war, they marched many Jews pointlessly without food or water
· 11 million were dead, roughly 6 million Jews killed and 5 million others and 3 million soviet prisoners of war

Concluding Remarks
· Inclusive vs. Exclusive, constructive vs. destructive nationalism
· In order for nationalism to be good it must be inclusive
· If it is exclusive it is almost always destructive
· In cases with exclusive/destructive nationalism this quotation applies: “Patriotism is the last refuge of the scoundrel”
