Ψ ψ psi is for Psyche
-son of afrodite, father of Ares

-wife of eros

-psyche means soul or breath personified

-pythagoras
Pythagoras
-he thought math was the key to understanding the universe

-thought that 10 was the perfect number
·  theorem, transmigration of souls
· a2 + b2 = c2
· founded the Pythagorean school
· believed that all living things have souls
· believed in the transmigration of souls (reincarnation)
· when one being died, the soul went into another living being
· they were forbidden to eat beans because they were thought to be the souls of humans
· farts are the souls escaping
Spartan Hegemony (404-371 BCE)

· Aegospotamoi
· goat river
· block off the supply of grain and starve Athens into surrended
· hegemony = leadership
· Leuktra = a place in Bioitia
· the Thebans beat the Spartans here and started their own leadership
Theban Hegemony (371-338 BCE)
· Thebans invaded the Peloponnese
· Liberated ??
· Thebes became the most powerful polis
· The kingdom of Macedonia began to flex its muscles of power
Rise of Macedonia
-were exporters of timber during the Peloponnesian war to build ships

-also exported silver to the rest of the greek world
· Pella (pebble mosaic p 188)
· the capital of Macedonia
· tribal monarchy
· civilized Greeks?
· worshipped the same greek gods
· spoke a dialect of Greek
· were still considered barbarians
· did not dilute their wine
· practices polygamy (more than 1 wife)
Philip II (p. 192)
-came to the throne in 359BC

-Macedonia was relatively small (pre-expansion)

-philip = horse lover

-he was a hostage at thebes and could watch the training of their army
· military reforms: sarissa (p. 115), 
· his reforms changed ancient warfare
· every male citizen is expected to defend his polis
· philip changed it to only people who wanted to be there
· now we get professional soldiers
· wore standard uniforms
· regularly drilled
· deeper phalanx
· longer spear (sarissas) – keeps you further away from enemy
· cavalry
·  siege warfare: oxybeles, helepolis
· oxybeles = torsion catapult
· throws arrows much further
· helepolis = siege tower
· soldiers are in the tower and could shoot from above
· could also drop these draw bridges and walk over the wall
· siege = to surround it and only allow anyone out and no supplies in
· expansion: Illyria, Epirus, Thessaly
· as his territory expanded, so did his collection of wives
· married an Illyrian princess who liked to fight in the cavalry and taught their daughter to fight as well
· married an Epirus princess called Olympias who was the mother of Alexander the Great
· Married two wives in Thessaly, one of whom had a son 
· one of the sons was said to be unsuccessefully poisoned by Olympias
· normal until puberty and then he was never quite right and Olympias got the blame for that
· Delphic amphikteony
· 12 polies who lives in the area of Delphi and managed the oracle there
· they were having a dispute and so they asked the most powerful guy to come settle the dispute
· philip was brough in to settle it
· this makes the rest of Hellas very nervous because they could see what was heading their way
· Chaironeia: Alexander, Lion (p. 90), end of Theban hegemony
· a result of the Macedonian expansion into Hellas
· they are supposedly buried under the Lion monument
· ends the Theban hegemony
· Olympia: Philippeion
· he has a statue built to himself in Olympia
· there is a temple called the Philippeion
· suggests that he considered himself a god
· insider were chryselephantine statues of Philip, Alexander and Olympias
· future plans
· campaign against Persia with big payoff
· assassination: Vergina tomb (p. 192-3)
· assasinated on the day of his daughter’s wedding
· she was marrying her uncle who was the King of Epirus
· he walks into a theatre of a procession of statues of Gods and was killed
· he was assassinated by a badly treated ex of Philip
· two-chamber tomb = Vergina tomb
· has a barrel vaulted roof (rounded)
· inside were weapons, the remains of an ivory couch, and gold wreath
· the entrance looks like a Doric temple, but has a painting of hunting scenes above it
· there was also a solid cold casket in a stone box
· had the Macedonian symbol on the top ( 12-pointed star)
· inside the casket was cloth of purple and gold
· cloth that would have been worn by royalty
· it was wrapped about cremated remains
· there were enough skull fragments to reconstruct the head
Alexander III (p. 194)

-once complained that if Philip kept conquering, there wouldn’t be anything left for him to conquer when he took the throne
· inheritance
· vastly increased kingdom
· well-trained professional army
· philips plan to invade the Persian empire
· revolt, Thebes, Pindar
· the greeks aren’t keen to follow a 20yr old againt Persian and they revolt
· he is quick to put down the revolt
· thebes in captures and completely destroyed except for the home of Pindar
· theban men are all killed
· theban woman and children are sold as slaves
· alexander spared Athens because they still had a fairly good Navy. 
· divine ancestry: Achilles, Hector, Herakles, Dionysos, Zeus
· descendent of Achilled and Hector
· he slept with a copy of the Iliad under his pillow
· he can be seen to imitate Achilles in his campaign
· we see the coin with Alexanders head and the Lion as a hat
· Herakles travelled to the ends of the world and performed seemingly impossible labours
· alexander thought the same of himself 
· associated with Dionysos
· his mother was an enthusiastic worshipper of Dionysos
· Philip and Alexander drank their wine undiluted
· Alexanders mother claimed that Zeus was his father and not Philip. 
· Alexander went to an Oracle of zeus and asked if she was right
· He became Pharoh of Egypt
· egyptians worshipped their Pharohs like Gods
Alexander’s Campaign (334 - 323 BC)
-he has no money

-he is going to have to live off of plunder

· he took 30 000men
· he took botonists to collect and classify plant material that was foreign
· biologists for collecting animals
· geologists
· he has an official historian
· he brought his half-brother who was not quite right
· could have been epileptic
Asia Minor
· Granicus River vs. Persian satraps
· Battle #1
· cavalry battle
· the king is not present
· Alexander wins
· Ephesus: temple of Artemis (p. 101)
· would become one of the 7 wonders of the world
· they are rebuilding it because it supposedly burned down
· Priene: temple of Athena (p. 80) 
· uses it to besiege Miletus
· makes a dedication to the temple of Athena
· first time we see Alexander referring to himself as king
· Halicarnassos: Mausoleum (p. 191)
· He saw this tomb
· restored the Queen to the throne and she adopted Alexander
· this means it ensures that when she dies, the area goes to Alexander
· Gordion: knot of Midas
· he travels on to Gordion
· there was a wagon that was supposed to belong to Midas
· this wagon has a knot the draw pole to the rest of the wagon
· whoever could untie that knot would rule Asia – myth
· now he has an oracle that predicts his success
Phoenicia
· Issus vs. Darius III (p. 195)
· Battle #2
· theres a mosaic at Pompeii of Alexander III and Darius III
·  Alex is outnumbered 2 to 1
· Darius fled and his troop followed
· Darius loses his entire family and his baggage train full of wealth
· this gives a big prize to Alexander
· Siege of Tyre
· famous for its purple dye
· Alexander wanted to sacrifice at a temple to Herakles
· the Tyrians refused to let him in
· Alexander said, fine, ill fight my way in
· he built a causeway to siege his way in and he won
Egypt: 


Alexandria, Siwa: Zeus Ammon (coin (p. 163), Ptolemy
· theres no opposition so he just walk in and becomes Pharoh
· He sees the pyramids 
· He founds Alexandria on an island near the delta of the Nile
· Ptolemy was a childhood friend of Alexander and was a soldier
· He is left behind and Alexander resumes his campaign
Persia
· Gaugamela (Boukephalos) vs. Darius III
· Battle #3
· horse named Boukephalos = ox head
· Alexander is outnumbered
· again Darius flees
· again Alexander wins and doesn’t pursue Darius
· Babylon
· He is met at the Ishtar gate where Babylon surrenders to him
· the gate is decorated with glazed tiles of mythical animals
· Alexander allows them to stay and he helps himself to the wealth there
· Susa: tyrannicides (p. 118)
· Alexander finds the statue of the Tyrannicides
· this was taken from the Agora of Athens
· Alexander orders it to be returned to Athens
· Alexander has no more money problems
Persepolis & after
-Alexander continues on

-persepolis = polis of Persia

-built by Xerxes

-Alexander loots Persepolis and then burns it


-could be that he burns it in revenge

-Greek troops are no longer forced to stay because the point of the campaign is complete


-some stay and some leave
· Roxane
· Alexander marries Roxanne?
· Hydaspes: Porus, Boukephalos
· Final Battle
· Aginst Porus as the Hydaspes River
· Alexander comes up against war elephants for the first time ever
· he loses his horse but wins the war
· He buries Boukephalos and founds a city and names it after his hourse
· The new coin he is wearing a hat of an elephant
· Indus & Gedrosia
· desert
· little or no water
· flash flooding that wiped out 1/3 of the march
· Alexander did survive
· Susa mass wedding 
· When he gets back to Susa he has a mass wedding
· it is between Persians and Macedonians
· Alexander marries one or two of the Persian princesses
· his men marry women of Persian nobility
· this is viewed as a policy of assimilation
· Babylon: death of Alexander: June 10, 323 BCE
· we don’t know what killed him
· rumored that he was poisoned
· might have died of malaria
· might have died from alcohol
· we know he didn’t die from a battle wound or from an angry ex lover
Was Alexander Great?
-the Romans called him great

-one of the most successful political campaign in history

-overwhelmed established civilization

-the 3rd great expansion of the greek world

Part II: Hellenistic Kingdoms

Ω ω Omega is for odeion
-omega

-odeon of perikles
Alexander’s body
-embalmed in honey and placed in a gold sarcophagus

-on the way to being brought to Macedonia, Ptolemy stole his body

Ptolemy, Siwa (coin p. 163), Alexandria

-Ptolemy said that Alexander wanted to be buried at Siwa where the oracle of Zeus Ammon was. 


-Alexander’s body ended up in Alexandria


-his body was put on display with a special tomb with a glass lid

Alexander Sarcophagus (p. 181)

-it is made of stone


-it never held the body of Alexander


-it was commissioned by a man who Alexander put on the throne in a city on the coast


-this sarcophagus has scenes of Macedonian battles and the other has Macedonian hunting


-the sculpter probably knew what alexander actually looked like
Hellenistic Age (323 - 30 BCE) 
-with the death of Alexander, began the Hellenistic Age

-Alexander said, as he lay dying, that his empire should be led by the strongest

-this led to a struggle of power between the generals

-these are called the wars of the successors
· 3rd expansion of Greek world

· Hellenization
Wars of the Successors
· 4 major dynasties emergy
· Many changes
Hellenistic Dynasties: Changes in the expanded Greek world

Change in government: 

· Hellenistic monarchs: characteristics
· Were generals as well as kings
· Generals of large mercenary armies
· Instead of citizen armies
· Defense is in the hands of professionals
· Source of employment and expenditure
· Subjects of ruler cults

· They are worshipped as gods by their subjects
· They invent their own divine ancestry
· They are partons of the arts
· They need help to maintain control
· The language becomes greek
Change in language: koine

-new subjects have to learn greek to become employed


-koine is the new standard Greeks
Kingdom of the Ptolemies Egypt & Cyrene:
-longest lasting kingdom

-most successful kingdom as well

-ruled by the descendents of Ptolemy

-All the male monarchs of the kingdoms were called Ptolemy but had nicknames
Ptolemy I Soter
-ptolemy the savior = saved them from Persian rule?

-wrote a history of Alexanders campaigns

-capital was Alenxandria
Ptolemy II Philadelphos & Arsinoe
-son of Ptolemy I
-philadelphos = sisterly love because he married his sister

-Him and his sister have big bug eyes which was a sign of intelligence

-he put himself on a coin

-sister was Arsinoe
· ruler cult 

· library: papyrus
· established a library 
· aimed to have all the works of writing in this library
· try to have all literature, plays, and history
· for the use of scholars only, not to the public
· goal was to bring all learning to one place
· 50 000 works stored there
· Mouseion
· where we get our word museum
· research center
· scholars lived there and were funded by the state
· they studied things such as anatomy
· practiced things such as vivisection (live subjects)
· particularly interested in geometry
· they had a zoo
· Alexandria became a centre of education and research
Cleopatra VII
-last of the Ptolemy

-last hellenistic monarch

-she was pure Macedonian but was born in Egypt

-only monarch to bother learning the language of her people
Change in coinage
-no more gods on the coins

-real human beings who are being worshipped as gods now on coins
Changes in cities
-capital was Alexandria which was on an island

-these cities were much larger than the Hellenistic ones


-more stoas


-used traditional orders of architecture but mixed them up


-private housing was much larger


-fortification is now built from stone in higher and thicker


-capital also has palaces for the Kings
· benefaction: Pharos
· another ancient wonder
· in Alexandria, stood at the entrance
· tallest greek structure
Changes in Sculpture
-used not just for religious purposes

-used for decoration

-any kind of person can now be represented

-changes in proportion and posture

-changes in expression

-these are exemplified in the Kingdon of the Attalids
Pergamon: Kingdom of the Attalids
-its dynasty was not founded by one of Alexanders Generals

-founded by a treasury of one of the generals

-he kept the treasure well fortified
Philetairos & Attalos
-he was a unic so he couldn’t procrate a successor

-used the treasure and gave it to his nephew, Attalos 

-Attalos became the first King

-gave Pergamon away
Pergamon: acropolis

-Capital?

-at the top is the original fortress of the very steep kill

-the entire acropolis is filled with palaces and temples and stuff

-leads to unique architecture

-because it is so steep, they had hanging stoas


-they hang off this handing stoa

-the attalids were keen philophers and liked to go to Athens to study philosophy

-Attalids donated stoas to Athens in thanks
Benefactors of Athens


Stoa of Attalos II (p. 172)

-interior is ionic

Stoa of Eumenes II

-Eumenes also donated a Stoa in gratitude


-this 2 story stoa was built in pergamon, taken apart and shipped to Athens
Library: parchment
-attalid library

-wanted a better library than Alexandria

-they used parchment instead of papyrus
Attalos I & the Galatians
-the Gauls

-invaded Asian minor and Hellas

-they are a nomadic European tribe

-Galatia supplied mercenaries for Hellenistic armies

-theres a sculptured groups of “The Dying Gaul”

 Great  Altar of Zeus (p. 179)

-commemorated their victory with a Great Altar of Zeus


Gigantomachy

-Athena seizes a giant by the hair
Kingdom of the Seleucids 
-traded territory for elephants

-established by one of Alexanders Generals, Seleukos
capital: Antioch
-named for Seleukos’s father
Seleukos I Nikator

· elephant coin (p. 197)

Benefactors: 


Didyma: temple/oracle of Apollo 

-was at one point in Seleucid territory


-considered themselves descendents of Apollo

Athens: temple of Olympian Zeus (p. 197)

Ai Khanoum, Afghanistan 
-many aspects of Greeks

-has a theatre and theatrical masks as water spouts

-coins of their rulers

-corinthian type capitals on their gymnasium

-they have gymnasiums
Change in religion: Tyche, Isis, Serapis,
-new gods now in the Greek world

-isis is like Demeter = fetility

-serapis who was a healer through dreams

-Tyche is the goddess of good luck
Macedonia: kingdom of the Antigonids 275-167 BCE
-last dynasty

-smallest and poorest

-first one to fall to rome
Antigonus the One-eyed
-kick started the kingdom of the Antigonids

-general of Philip the II

-he became king of this area
Demetrius the Besieger
-song of Antigonus

-coking with his father

-he wanted to besiege the island of Rhodes because it was wealthy
· Colossus of Rhodes
· the island was besieged for a year but couldn’t capture it and Demetrius fled 
· they then built the colossus of Rhodes
· took 12 years to build
· only stood for 65 years when an earthquake knocked it down
