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[bookmark: _GoBack]	Margaret Wente discusses the position of Professor Ken Coates to validate the existence of an “entitlement generation” of students. This generation is attributed to an expanding childhood in a sense. The professor is quoted explaining findings that show that students currently are unrealistic thinkers who expect high salaries and much leisure time upon graduation. He explains that today’s students are a generation that was taught to value their opinion and influence, to speak out when they feel it is right. He claims that with this in mind; students feel entitled to good grades despite lack of efforts. This point will be of my focus to further validate because I agree. 
	The entitlement generation are taught; “stand up, speech out; your voice is important”! They are given opportunities to protest grading by appointment; and doing so often results in changing of marks. Students complete evaluations of their professors that effect decisions rendered about that professor’s employment. This all contributes to entitlement because the balance scales at some points tips in favor of the student within an important proximal relationship. Why not feel entitled if given much power, and opportunity to challenge?
	High School students receive extra chances, attention and opportunity for success. In an ideal situation parental support is also available at their home. Often extra coaching is accessible. If the student has hyper parents they have someone to be accountable to other than themselves at all times. Students are shocked seeing drastic changes to grades obtained in university. They are suddenly in a more independent atmosphere. Due to drastic shifts of independence, students may feel it is the responsibility of others to prepare them for success and good grades. They may not adjust well to the independent academic style. 
	Boundaries of proximal relationships are changing. An example would be parenthood. Children spend much free time in ways formalized by adults. Parents are over planning and codling children. Extra-curricular activities, arranged social relationships, and life planning are done for the child of a hyper parent. Instead of becoming independent youth, they become externally dependent; thus less capable of accepting failures and independence. Success appears easily attainable if someone else is doing the work to get it for you. Over-glamorized lifestyles with lack of work efforts in media are also a contributing factor. The entitlement generation is more simply put as the mislead generation who rarely encounters failure in their adolescence.
