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	If Canada as a capitalist society had a “holy cow”, I would argue that it was education. Marvin Harris studies societies through the perspective of cultural materialism. He argues that an economic need preserves religious bans. Harris used materialist approaches to explain taboos such as the worship of cows in India. People who are not wealthy are worshipping an animal and banned from slaughtering it for consumption. One can notice that it makes complete economic sense to keep cows sacred. Due to a lack of oil resource among lower class population cows are integral to farming, replacing high cost machinery. Harris theory asserts; sometimes what is economically useful is preserved over time even through what appears as irrational methods. 
	Capitalism revolves around production and consumption. Also relevant is generation of profit to reinvest into gaining capital. The goal is constant circulation in an attempt to gain more profit. The foundation is needs for goods and services purchased in a free market where entrepreneurs can compete to sell; therefore having buyers and sellers is essential. Capitalist societies must maintain having two prominent social classes. 
	Capitalism entails a working class and owning class. One could assert education is the “sacred cow” because of the need for this division. To have a working and an owning class, different levels of access to employment is imperative. The system balances because not everyone is of owning class. One can select attending college or university; both of which are designed to target different salary careers. Certain careers require higher levels of education; and those pay a higher salary. Finances are the key to ownership; in a free market anyone with the proper bank account can be among the owning class essentially. Education reinforces having a lower, middle, and upper financial class among society. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Society preserves education by issuing student loans, bursary programs, and specialized career training. The largest preserving force is implementing it within application criteria for higher paying careers. Government employees, Project Managers, Accountants, Doctors, and Lawyers, are all examples of careers which assert education is required to obtain decent salaries. The taboo created within society is the instilled thought; “You must get a good education to be a successful person”.  This appears irrational because certainly one can be employed without education; however it is completely rational to preserve economically due to the division of social classes that it creates; which is integral to capitalism. 
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
