· Case: Gun Control violations – accused = “Leroy Reid”(accused of illegally possessing a firearm)
· Jury – 12 members “stands as buffer between the accused and the state” 
· Defense lawyer argues to jury that their power can over-ride the law and he asks them to do so.
· The jury has no special qualifications such as knowledge of law for example one member was a high school teacher another was an English professor and another was a doctor, another laborer, another is a housewife.
· Jury agreed that the defendant was guilty beyond a reasonable doubt however they discuss the “grey areas” such as his mental capabilities to determine if the guilty verdict should stick.
· Case displayed that the jury is to engage in a philosophical argument of what their purpose is because the defendant is in fact guilty of the crime however is he deserving of punishment?
· Jury is on their own without judge and need a unanimous judgment
