His wife Cornelia dies in 69BC
Maries Pompeia in 67BC
Elected Pontifex Maximus in 63BC
Story of Pompeia at a party, she was being inappropriate with a man, he divorced her even though he didn’t belive the allegations against her, because he was meant to uphold the qualities rome values and had to distance himself from a wife like that. 
· Rule of ceasars wife
· Dictates that something should not only be pure, it should appear to be pure. Used lawyer wise in context of conflict of interest. (used in modern law)
· Ceasar divorces pompeia in 62BC
· Ceasar became influential in the populares (pro plebs)
· Optimates were under the influence of Cicero and Cato the younger (pro pat)
· First triumvirate
· Not officail, weilded great power
· Ceasar given consulship and military command in gual for 5 years
· Pompey got land for his veterans and his treaties ratified. Maried julia ceasar
 
· Ceaser as consul
· Senate refused pompeys grant for land for his troops
· Ceasar voted in through intimidation
· Removed cato and cicero from rome and went to rome
· Bibulus bullied out of consulship
· "the consulship of Julius and Ceasar"
· Supporters of ceasar pour dung on bibulus in public. Such shamings
· Ceasars gallic wars
· Defeated helvetians
· Invaded germany
· Defeated belgians
· Crossed over into britain
· After capturing Gallic leader, vercingetorix, in 52, claimed all gaul
· Built up a massive and loyal army. 
(like marius, sulla and pompey)
· Wrote about his own campaigns
· Commentaries on the gallic wars
· Political propaganda^
· Much of his conquest was an act of aggression and personal ambition
· Conference of Licca
· Rome in shambles without ceasar
· 3 leaders met in Lucca, where they agreed that pompey and crassus should be consuls in 55BC and ceasar should stay in gual longer
· Crassus went to syria as proconsul in 54 and died at the hands of parthians in 53(parthians are persians)
· Pompey appointed proconsul of spain but stayed in rome, his son sextus pompey governed spain
 
· Romes condition continues to deteriorate
· Senate made pompey sole consul in 54
· Pompey and ceasar go back and forth, blocking one another
· In 49, ceasar crossed the rubicon into italy with his army
· The act was a act of war
· Ordered his army to cross the river
· Pompey and followers fled to greece
· Ceasar turned west and defeated sextus pompey in spain
· I am off to meat an army without a leader and when I return I shall meat a leader without an army
· Pompey has 46000 men. Ceasar crosses to greece with only 20 000 men. Ceasar defeated pompey at Pharsalis in 48
· Ceasar pardons all roman citizens
· Pompet killed in egypt by ptolemy
· Head is presented to ceasar
· Ceasar had an alliance with cleopatra and placed her on the throne of egypt
· Leaves egypt to battle partians at zela. Vidi vini vici.
· Pompeys supporters lead by cato the younger arrive in africa, joined by juba, king of numidia. Cato kills himself rather than be spared by ceasar
· Tranquility for italy, peace for the provinces and security for the empire
· Ceasars goals
· Resolution of debt crisis
· Resettlement of veterans abroad without depossessing others
· Reform of the roman calander
· Regulation of the grain dole
· Stregthaning of the middle class
