Terms/definitions:
Diegetic = Source Music
Non-Diegetic = Underscore
Timbre - 
Musical Inventory - 
Texture
· Refers to the different “layers” in the music.
· A thin texture is one that contains few layers.

Pitch (Range)
· The melody’s relative range was fairly high (tenor range).
· Higher range provides variety to an otherwise low and dark melody.
· The melody can’t “get away” from lower pitches.

Melodic Contours
· Motive has a pinwheel-like contour. It is effectively going nowhere.
· The melody is disjunct (contains leaps); it isn’t the most singable melody.
· Pinwheel melody suggests that the associated character was brooding/stuck.

Cadences
· A lack of resolution; the cadences do not resolve (ie. Cadences are open).
· A cadence when the lights turned off? Could be associated with the warning/death of a character.

Instruments
· The different instruments are associated with different ideas.
· The low brass are associated with death.
· The brass have a dark timbre.
· Unnatural sound provided by theramin.
· Xylophone/chimes provides a light and airy sound and timbre; associated with the snowglobe.


Attacks
· Smooth, subtle attacks.
· Wind instruments “sneak” in.
· Sharp attacks would be disruptive to Welles’ desired effects.
· Smooth attacks keep the music from interfering with the shots.
· A significant sharp attack occurs when the lights are suddenly turned off.

Harmonies (consonance / dissonance)
-	Beginning is more subtle, progressively more dissonant.
-	Complex harmonies paired with consonant melodies.
-	Depicts dramatic tension/struggle?
-	Harmony depicts a sense of foreshadowing.
-	Harmony is related to pitch and range.

Motive or theme
-	Insanity? Insanity of the title character?
-	Life and death?
-	The same motive raised up into a different range has a different effect.
