Cont of Seizures
· Generalized Seizures
· Generalized absence seizures
· Complete loss of awareness
· Stare into space, appear to be daydreaming or in a daze
· No warning (aura)
· Followed by normal activity by the individual
· Very minimal movement during the actual seizure
· Go unnoticed by others 
· Tonic-Clonic seizures
· Generalized convulsion
· Two phases:
· Tonic phase, stiffening of the muscles, the person loses consciousness and falls, as the body goes rigid
· Clonic phase, body extremities jerk and twitch
· Consciousness returns slowly 
· Person wakes up, they are often confused or disoriented 
· May or may not have an aura 
· People tend to have the same kind of seizure
· In adulthood: Cannot drive a car unless you are seizure free for two years 
Events that trigger seizures
· Stress
· Poor nutrition
· Missed medication
· Flickering lights
· Skipping meals 
· Illness, fever and allergies
· Lack of sleep 
· Emotions (anger, worry, fear)
· Heat and/or humidity 
Treatment
· Long-term drug therapy
· Not a cure
· Possible side effects 
· Brain surgery
· LAST resort
· Only when medication fails
· Seizures are confined to one area of the brain
· Where brain tissue can be removed without damaging personality or function
