Summary:

· Focus of course is on individual differences in criminal behaviour 
· Crime effects many canadians 
· Crime is costly to society 
· The majority of convictions do not result in a federal sentence
· Management of offenders has an impact of cost of corrections and public safety 
· The definition chosen will effect prevalence 
· A general definition of criminal behaviour includes intention 
PIC R is: 

· a social learning theory 
· Integrates earlier theories about crime
· Considers contingencies (increased rewards) to explain all crime 
· ALL OF ABOVE
General observations:

· no one perfect theory 
· A social learning model is the most productive ( an empirically supported) - PIC R is an example (sometimes called psychology of criminal conduct)
· Guides the assessment of risk factors and treatment models
· There is considerable heterogeneity among offenders 
Sanctions have been found:

· Ideologically appealing 
Sanctions.... 

· Prison does not reduce criminal behaviour 
· Excessive incarceration has enormous cost implications 
· Main reason punishment doesn't work: the way it is implemented --> individuals are dominated by “here and now” thinking when committing crimes 
· Prior to committing an offense, people are preoccupied with the implementation of the act, rather than by the consequences if they are caught 
· Sanctions are generally ineffective in reducing criminal behaviour 
· Restorative models are increasingly of interest ( in some jurisdictions) 
· Parole is an application of risk assessment to decision making, on a cases by cases basis
· Parole attends to CCRA and in general seems to increases public safety 
Alternatives to punishment include:

· Parole 
· Punishing smarter
· Correctional programming 
· Restorative justice : a systematic response to wrongdoing, emphasizing healing the wounds of victims, offenders and communities caused or revealed by the criminal behaviour 
Victim offender mediation program:

Risk assessment instruments considers: 

· Reliability: how reliable it is 
· Validity : measuring what it is supposed to 
· Ease of use 
· ALL ABOVE 
Purpose of assessment tools: 

- Guide and structure decision making 

· Reduce bias 
· Improve the placement of offenders for treatment and public safety 
· Manage offenders in a more effective manner
· Respond to legal challenges 
· Utilize resources more effectively 
Initial assessment:

· medical, security, mental health problems, suicide, supplementary ( education, substance abuse, violent, sex offender, psychological) 
Custody rating scale:

· Institutional adjustment 
· Escape risk 
· Public safety 
Re-classification ( SRWS)

· Typically includes dynamic factors: 
- Program participation

· Current adjustment 
· Weights different than initial classification
· Current offense may be weighted less for reclassification (0-7 upon admission, 0-5 upon reclassification) 
Summary: 

· Structured classification methods provide:
· cost savings
· Reduces escape rates 
· Meets legal requirements of least restrictive
· Gender specific ( gender)
· Some overlap with risk assessment, but is specialized 
· Most jurisdictions have their own model 
Methods for assessment include:

· interviews
· File reviews
· Collateral contacts 
· Questionnaires

Methodology: decision making

· Global Clinical ( 1st generation) AUC=0.55
· Informal, no specific risk factors, subjective, decisions rules unclear
· Actuarial ( 2nd generation) AUC=0.80  
· formal, empirically derived factors, objective, same factors used for each case, specific cutoffs for decisions, focus on static measures 
· Structured professional judgement AUC= 0.75 
· Specific risk factors, includes static and dynamic, includes case critical factors
· Hybrid model ( aide-memoir but items not empirically weighted) 
Remember...

· Overall, risk instruments ( 2nd generation or SPJ) have comparable accuracy ( LSI-R, HCR-20, VRAG, SARA, PCL-R)
· Unique outcomes may require specific choices in risk assessment instruments 
· Clinical over-rides must be judiciously considered 
Psychopathy:

· It is related to violence and recidivism 
Psychopathy and Crime:

· Propensity to violate rules, impulsive 
· Start crime younger
· Commit more frequent crimes 
· Are more versatile 
· High rates of violence 
Two types of violent offenders are:

· Instrumental and effective 
· Affective and syntonic 
· Predatory and planning
· Instrumental and affective 
Correctional Rehabilitation:

· The treatment is planned
· The treatment targets are malleable features of the offenders personality and life circumstances that contribute to his or her criminality
· The treatment techniques employed are designed to positively reinforce pro-social attitudes

· Growing up; Transitions in terms of jobs, education, partners old peers, taking on responsibilities 
· Unrelated to parole officers influence, more a function of life events and circumstances 
Social learning ( PIC-R; PCC)

· desistance related to an INCREASE in benefits
