3 a. Acetyl choline, dopamine and norepinephrine (NE) are the 3 main neurotransmitters at synaptic junctions.

b. After doing their job, they are deactivated. This occurs via a chemical change catalyzed by enzymes and active reuptake into the presynaptic fibre. Both of these processes diminish the concentration of the neurotransmitter in the synaptic cleft.

11. Since ephedrine (adrenaline) is a stimulant, the patient will experience 3 main side effects : rapid heart rate, increase in blood pressure and general Central Nervous System (CNS) excitation
