Week 9
Subculture Theory: Operates on the assumption that some groups fail to absorb, or actively resist the dominant value of society
Concentrates on street gangs 
Separates middle class and working class, when classes are intertwined the lower class fails and become frustrated and degraded 
Middle class and working class
Differential Association Theory: Criminal behaviour is learned in interaction with other person in a process of communication
Learning – techniques of committing the crime 
Focuses on white collar crime
Differential association may vary in frequency, duration, priority and intensity
According to Sutherland it is the respective influence of legitimate and illegitimate options

Neutralization Theory: there is never a reason for crime. 
Anomie/Strain Theory: people become criminals when they are fitting into societal norm 
Criminality is caused by social disorganization 
Anomie = social normlessness
When there are social changes society’s norm breaks down and crime rates rise
 Results from conflict between cultural goals and institutionalized means 
There is an overemphasis on success in modern society, resulting in the belief that anyone can acquire wealth and attain the ‘good life’

Many people are structurally prevented from succeeding 

Three Main Crime Patterns:
Stable Criminal Pattern --Close link between legitimate and illegitimate opportunities (organized, profit-oriented crime)
Conflict Pattern --Both legitimate and illegitimate opportunities are blocked; young criminals have few role models; crime is spontaneous, disorganized and violent
Retreatist Pattern --Criminals who are “double failures,” rejecting both legitimate and illegitimate opportunities (like Merton’s retreatists)

Conflict Theories:
Every Society is subject to change
Dissensus and conflict are everywhere
Every part of society contributes to disintegration and Change


Labelling Theory: contains two types of deviance (criminality)

Primary Deviance: minor 

Secondary Deviance: Major

People who don’t follow the rules are deviant – the moral rules and views of society 

5 Focal Concern of the approach 

· Explores careers of criminals, which often parallel careers of people in the “legitimate world”
· Focuses on institutions and officials who define crime and enforce the law (police, courts, “moral entrepreneurs”)
· Looks at crime as not only behaviour, but also as a “master status” selectively applied to some members of the community
· Considers labellinga self-fulfilling prophecy (if we treat people as criminal, they will become criminal)
· Concentrates on the self-concept and identity of people defined as criminals (Erving Goffman’sStigma)

Ecological Theories:

Crime is mainly an ubran phenomenon 

Where its not nice people get fucked up

Inner city has higher crime rates

Regardless of the racial and ethnic groups that live there these disorganized zones are ecological breeding grounds for crime 
Pluralist (Group) Conflict Theory

Conflict between “authorities” and subjects” is the basis of criminality
Crime and delinquency are “minority group behaviours”
Four examples of conflict leading to criminalization:
· Political protest movements
· Clashes between corporate and labourinterests
· Racial and ethnic clashes
· Criminalization of the poor


Critical and Radical theories:

Quinney’s Three Crime Types
Crimes of Capital
· “Suite crimes” that flow from the privileges enjoyed by powerful people (politicians, businesspersons) … these are underdefinedand underpunished
Crimes of Repression
· Harms and deprivations visited upon the powerless by the powerful … pollution, workplace deaths, unsafe products, violations of civil rights, etc
Crimes of Despair
· Property offences committed by the poor for survival, violence perpetrated by brutalized people in an environment of desperation … these have traditionally been the focus of law and criminology

Five Implications
· Street criminals are part of an oppressed underclass
· Many criminals are political resisters who are contesting the status quo
· We focus on the wrong kinds of crime; far more harm is perpetrated by the powerful
· We can establish justice and remedy the crime problem only by changing the structure of society (revolution? Eliminate the state?)
· Criminologists must engage in praxis, become activists, & work for social justice and social change

Week 10 
 CRIMINALIZING DRUGS IN CANADA

Alcohol is the most used substance followed by weed

Alcohol and tobacco kill the most people, most deaths caused by legal substances
Harm caused by legal pharmaceuticals because they were mislabelled 
Prescription drugs also cause serious harm 
Many over doses in Vancouver – cause devastating effects 
¾ of weed-related charged are for possestion 
Correctional Services Canada – focuses on security, treatment and substance abuse programs 
Controlled drug and substances Act:
· Possession
· Trafficking
· Producing
· Importing/exporting 
According to Hackler
· Addiction is largely a myth
· There is no significant inherent distinction between heavy drug users and the rest of the population 
· When drug prices rise they cause secondary crime rates to rise 
· Decriminalization is preferable to legalization
·   “Harm Reduction” (ensuring people have “fulfilling lives, & treating drug abuse as a medical problem) is preferable to criminalization
· Safe injection site
Week 11
Criminalizing Sex
· Prostitution is not illegal persay in Canada
· Selling sex between two adults isn’t illegal but within communication and in public is illegal 
· Procuring is illegal – pimpin’
· Common bawdy house – whore house 
· Municipal law related to body rub industry – 300 dollars to get licence this is hypocrisy 
· Less than 20% of workers meet people on the street
· Police only deal with it when it’s in public and always with the prostitute and not the client – this is unequal law enforcement 
· Almost imposable to practice prostitution without it being illegal 
· Municipal bylaw – enforce them out of certain areas to stay away from certain neighbourhoods
· Communicating law is the public element of the prostitution law
· By focusing only on the nuisances we are putting people of the sex trade in danger because women less time to pick clients they rush the conversation and jump into a car with basically anyone who could be violent or harmful to the woman 
· John lawman argues that prostitution laws put women at risk
· They are forcing women to work underground and putting them in danger
· Criminalisation makes it hard for women to go to authorities for help 
· Whorephobia – blame everything on the prostitutes, they don’t even consider the people who are buying sex 
· Prostitution is the focal point of women in crime 
· BIOLOGY - Males are biologically driven to find mates they are driven more than women at that leads to prostitution 
· Women take advantage of this and make money off them 
· It is illegal when youth is prostituting 
· They got a shitty life – youth 
· Soliciting law failed – victimized and dehumanized prostitutes 
· Government should assign location for prostitutes to work
· They want to make prostitution a viable choice for some

Crime and Violence
· **murder in first degree – life sentence 25 years before parole 
· When its planned or deliberate, or if a police or prison officer is a victim 
· High jacking, sexual assault, kid napping, terrorist activity
· Murder in second degree – life sentence 10 years before parole
· All other murders 
· Hard to prove if it was planned or deliberate 
· Man slaughter 
· Voluntary (heat of moment stab) and non voluntary (car accident)
· Infanticide 
· Rare case – mother kills newborn 
· 2/3 of murderers are unemployed 
· 43% are educated less than grade 8 education
· Aboriginal male, between the age of 15 and 34 
· 48 % are single 
· 1 in 5 are gang related 
· 84% of homicides are related to someone they know

· What – how conflicts get out of control 
· Who – single victim and single offender 
· Stabbing in the number one occurrence 
· Where - 2/3 in private residences and 1/5 in public areas 
· Alcohol influences some homicides
· 10% of murderers commit suicide 
· According to hackler alcohol and drugs are what contribute to voluntary manslaughter 
· It’s a rare event to ‘hunt humans’ in Canada 
Crimes of Violence 
· Capital punishment was abolished in Canada (1976) and had little effect on murder rates 
· Opponents argue that: murder rates have fallen since capital punishments was abolished; Jurisdictions that execute tend to have higher murder rates. Capital punishment is applied unequally (African Americans in the USA are disproportionately at risk) 
· Wrongful convictions cannot be corrected if people are killed
Hacklers position on Crimes of Violence 
· Corporate violence and state violence are more injurious and costly than individual violence 
· Individual violence is related to poverty, marginalization, rage and despair 
· Availability of guns contributes to the incidence of violence
· Women are more likely to be harmed by partners in the home 
· Abuse of children spawn adult violence 
Victimology: Crime Victims/Victim’s rights 
· Provide information and assistance
· Ensure safety of victim and his or her family 
·  Sensitize criminal justice officials to the need of victims 
· Programs/services
· Hate crime victimization
Victomology: Ecological Theories
· We can create defensible space using architecture, lighting and other ecological strategies]
· Everyday rhythms of life explain crime  
· The spatial distribution of people determines crime patterns
· Awareness space: people generally commit crimes in their own comfort space
Corporate Crimes
· ‘Upper-world’ criminology
· Definitional issues (white collar crime vs corporate crimes)
· Many criminologists argue that the transgressions of institutions are overall the most serious crimes that we face
· Many suggest that state and business activities are responsible for 10X more deaths, personal injuries and financial losses than all individual crimes combined 
Corporate Crime: When individuals and organization gain from the crime
White Collar Crime: Individual only gains from the crime 
Financial and Economic Crimes: price fixing, illegal mergers, unfair competition, bribery, tax evasuion, cost overruns, falsifying records, political interference 
Crimes against the environment
· Dumping
· Mercury poisoning 
· Closed the river and moved people to another part of the province 
Crimes against Consumers 
· Lying about a product is a crime
· Flase advertising 
· Harmful products
· Price gouging
Crimes against Employees: unsafe working conditions, pension fund abuse, failure to pay wages
State Corporate Crime: concerned with the ways in which corporations and governments produce corporate crime
Organized Crime in Canada: group attributes
· Illegal activities are conspiratorial 
· Part of activities contain violence or are used to intimidate
· They attempt to influence government politics and commerce through corruption, graft and illegitimate means 
· Economic gain is the primary goal 
Organized Crime in Canada: Why is it so hard to control Organized Crime?
· Organized crime can usually intertwine with legitimate businesses, it is hidden
· Offers success and status for people whose opportunities are usually blocked 
· Globalization and transnational operations have made it easy to operate outside of government control 
· Organized crime can be tolerated when it fulfills and hides political objectives 

Property Crimes
· Are usually under 500 dollars and are breaking and entering 
Property Crimes: Robbery in Canada
· Quebec has the highest robbery rate 
· It is relatively unplanned
· Many robbers apply moral standards to the crime
· Robbery is thrill inducing but not at all profitable
· Bank robbers gain 1500-2000 dollars per bank
Property Crimes: Hacklers policies and prescriptions 
· Not all thieves have abandoned social values 
· Every Canadian must have reasonable access to needs meaning- to feel tied into the norms of society 
· They have a strong internal inhibitions against stealing 
· The justice system alone cannot makes us more honest as an individual or society 

Week 14 – Women in Crime
Women and Gender Issues in Crime 
· The study of women crime and law has flourished
· Two major reasons for this:
· We’ve been gender blind, only focusing on men. Not giving women their own stats
· Many argue that women’s crimes have increased and or gained a higher profile in crime 
Criminological Images of Women 
· Lombroso and Ferrero’s point of view 
· First major crime study of women 
· Women were not as advanced of men 
· When women were not constrained they were destined for crime and could be uncontrollably violent 
· When a women committed a crime they were more terrible than any man 
Criminological Images of Women: Pollack’s The Criminality of Women
· Psychological approach – socially prescribed for of behaviour
· Women were despiteful and liars, this made up for their lack of strength that men have
· Women are just as criminal as men they are just better at hiding it
· Most controversial theory is that men’s crime is soon going to lose its masculinity. The more rights women have the more they become like the men, the more they will commit crimes 
· Women’s equality is the cause of crime
· According to hackler these theories are biased
Criminological Images of Women: Freda Adler’s Sister in Crime
· Achievements of women’s liberation because it creates criminals 
· The new women criminal transgresses sex roles, and crime is the price we pay for women’s equality
· Criticisms:
· Women’s equality isn’t achieved in many secots of society
· Convicted women criminals are often less ‘liberated’ then many other women
· The gender gap in crime is still considerable
· Rising property crime rates may reflect a ‘feminization of poverty’
Criminological Images of Women 5: Carol Smart’s Women, Crime and Criminology
· They challenge the invisablity of womens crime and ask that women be taken seriously by criminologists 
· Biased of traditional research that viewed female crimes
· Highlighted the oppressions of women 
· Argued that new attitudes needed to be adopted, and legal reforms implemented, to protect women victims/survivors of violence & sexual assault 

Four Perspectives on Women, Crime and Society 

· These different perspectives shape the way theories are based
· Traditional/Conservative - biological imperative and assumes natural differences between men and women
· Liberal - addlers approach to women’s liberation - focuses on different socialization, gender roles, and equality 
· Radical - that women's oppression by men is a result of compulsory heterosexuality  - men's controlling power over women 
· Socialist – women’s involvement in class, politics and race. Things in society shake this subject 

Pressing Concerns for Criminologists Studying Women & Crime 
· Opposition to criminalization of prostitutes in Canada, lobbying for repeal of anti-communication laws & protection of sex trade workers against violence

What Hackler Says
· Humanise the system 
· Adopting peaceful measures
· Dispense less punishments
· Eliminate  myths that criminals are easily distinguished from  the rest of us 
· Improve the conditions of the poor and marginal
· More opportunities for children and youth 
· Strengthen the quality of community and life 
· Thinks that crime rates will rise over the next few years as the gap between rich and poor widens
