Criminology: The study of the making, breaking and reaction to breaking of the law.

Criminal Law  Crime against the state or “social wrong”
· Criminal Code of Canada; “Specific body of rules regarding human conduct which have been promulgated by political authority; which apply uniformly to all members if the cases in which the rules are applied, enforced and punished by the state.”

*Plea bargaining   lowers inflation, disappointing in CJS
Civil (Tort) Law = Crime against an individual, Private wrong
Can be very general (personal)
Sources of Criminal Law
· Substantive Criminal Law – defences & penalties
· Procedural Criminal Law – how the state will deal with you
Make laws  Pass laws  enforce laws
Modern Criminal law 
· Statutory Law – Federal, Provincial, Municipal
· Court decisions or common law (case law); ruling coming from other cases; informative ruling from former decisions.
· Administrative Laws; applies to environment, companies, governing bodies; Parliament.
Jerome Halls general purposes of Criminal Law.
1) Before behaviour can be called “criminal” there must be external consequences or human because crime has an impact on social interests. 
2) The harm must be legally forbidden and prescribed by penal law (criminal code).
3) There must be conduct that is intentional or reckless to bring harmful consequences.
4) There must be something present (criminal intent).
a. Mens Rea “guilty mind”
b. Actus Reus “guilty act”  
5) There must be a causal relationship between forbidden behaviour and voluntary act.
6) There must be fair punishment for the act
Evidence-based criminal justice policy
Policy = Guidelines on how laws should be enforced.
What should be asked every time any new policy is introduced?
· Does the evidence prove the policy works? 
· Do the findings meet scientific standards?
· What is the evidence to prove that?
Replication = independently repeated by research in order to further knowledge.
Blind Review = assessing without knowing who you are reviewing.
Research must be independent & value free
Campbell Calibration
Dr. Don Campbell; 80 countries; crime justice
Brute forcenot effective; violence creates violence
Drug Abuse Resistance Education Program (D.A.R.E.) ; members of RCMP teaching children in public schools about drug safety.; evidence shows it does not work.
Cambridge-Summerville Youth Program; Professional councillors helping troubled boys; goal was to see if friendly advice would make a difference; evidence proved to be ineffective
Kansas City prevention patrol experiment. Goals: 1. Maintain status quo 2. Increase patrols 3. Increase patrols in certain times;  showed no increase or decrease.
STANDARDS 
1) DEMANDS EMPRICIAL EVIDENCE of the effect of the policy. This rules out hope, faith and good thinking.
2) SETS VERY HIGH REQUIREMENTS for experiment quotas; experimental research design in which subject are randomly assigned to treatment and control groups.
3) REPLICATION is required (confirm findings)
4) When conducting research we must rely on systemic (meta-analysis) reviews of statutes as oppose to traditional (superficial) narrative reviews.
Obstacles  research is needed to overcome obstacles.
Death Penalty  research has confirmed that revenge is not the answer for murderers. 
Marvin Wolfgang  
*Cohorts ; cohorts have a more likely chance of committing violent crimes; can be used to target different social groups; 
e.g. White males from Newmarket ages 18-21 = COHORT
Questions in crime; who are career criminals? As oppose to a criminal career. How much crime? When do they start/stop and why?
Accurate on predicting crime at an early age; longitudinal studies 
Lawrence Turner 
· 7-8% of population made 911 calls in Minneapolis
·  The same people use 911
· Specific place, specific people  smart policing
· Large % of prison population are mentally ill; no programs
“World of self-control”  based on faith not evidence
Crime control ideology based on self-discipline.
Freewill; self-control.
· Everything else is seen as just a weakness
Criminal procedures
Herbert Packer  limits of criminal sanctions
Liberals
Due-process model
protection of the people from injustice of the state & police.
emphasizes rules of criminal procedure to safeguard the people (S.25 & S.26 of criminal code; use of force).
unchecked government power leads to tyranny and the death of freedom
Conservative
· Crime-control model
· High-arrest
· Force enforcement  “assembly line”
· Emphasizes the rules of criminal law & violations; should be punished
· Unchecked criminality leads to anarchy & the death of freedom
· +cops= +charges = +crime rate 

· Police = collectors of facts and evidence
· Prosecutors = present facts
· Judge = determine innocence/guilt

Deterrence theory
1) Perceived threat
2) Calculate + risk
3) Unpleasant outcomes
4) Rational decision
· Most people would not be aware
· Criminals see police as an “occupational threat”
· Many crimes are not suppressible by police
· Faster response time proved indecisive
· “crackdowns”  totally ineffective (unfocused, not solid, poor public relations).
Problem oriented policing
· Involves careful planning
· Scanning, analysis, response, & assessment
· Concept of “hotspots”
-zone policing 
· Nature, type, and frequency of crime in the zones.
· Involves partnership with government agencies  & other groups to solve social issues involving crime.
Some programs use civil remedies to target known offenders (restraining orders, landlords, Boston gun settlement  reduces boston gun violence substantially 
1) Careful planning
2) Experts 
3) Focus on Problems and/or geographical areas
4) Partnerships with criminal justice and organization
5) Rigorous evaluation independently from CJS
Smart Policing
In order for deterrence to work 
1) Offenders must be aware of penalties for certain crimes
2) Known unpleasant consequences 
3) Real fear of arrest
4) There must be a charges
5) Assumes people are rational actors who weigh the relevant costs of their actions.
Video A HARD NAME  FEMALE INMATE
· Paranoia “when I see a cop I think they’re looking for me.”
· Obsession “I think I need $10,000 cash in my pocket but I don’t.”
· “Misses the excitement of selling drugs.”
· “if it was good enough for her it’s good enough for me”
· Worst thing about prison – other prisoners 
· All subjects that were interviewed come from broken or troubled homes.
· Large families = criminal behaviour
· Poverty, parental stress, lack of suppression 
Different Explanations
Empathetic  trying to understand an actor’s points of view 
Scientific  using scientific method; evidence base research 
Ideological  using ideas and faith 
“Half-way house”  graduated release program for well-behaved provincial offenders; transition back into society.
Nimbys “Not in my backyard” syndrome  as long as it’s not here, get the police to do it.
Kirpatrick House  21 year old criminology student was murdered in halfway house.
Self-report data  What kind of crime have you committed?
Victimization survey what  crimes have you been a victim to?
“Dark figure of crime”  crimes that do not get reported to authority
Field observation studies  out travelling with police.
Participant observation  join & observe
Lawrence  15-17% of DWI deaths are the drivers & passengers.
Only 11% pedestrian –> not impaired
Public opinion  CJS soft on DUI
Breaking and entering theft = 6% offenders commit 90% of the crime
18-19th century  no scientific approach to crime; Crime against religion; Uncertainty of law
FRANCE = police force of fear.
Sir Robert Peel “Police are the public & public are the police
Voltaire & others  to challenge CJS
Anti-physiognomic; Anti social tendencies = external appearance
Phrenologist  studied the shape of skulls 
Moral  Degenerates
1876 Lombroso “The Criminal Mind” ; criminal behaviour  physical features
”A study in Scarlett” ; Sherlock holmes = using scientific method to solve crimes
· Jack the ripper; fingerprint advancement
Classical Criminology
· England 1750; freedom ; heathenism psychology
· “maximizing pleasure, minimizing pain”
· Betham  rationalism; freewill
· Caesar Beccaraha 1776 “of crimes & punishment”

Restrict individuals as little as possible
not part of the law to create moral virtue
Trudeau “the law does not belong in the bedrooms of society”
· Guarantee the rights of the accused at all stages.
· Protection of people’s rights
-Take the form of written social contract so people can see how their liberties are protected
-Punishment justified only as far as if the offender infringed on the rights of others.
-Severity should be drastically decreased, No more than proportionate to the crime commited; should not go beyond what is needed to deter the offender & from others injuring others. Ensure the penalty outweighs the advantages of the crime.
-The nature of the penalty should correspond with that of the crime.
-Punishments must be imposed with speed & certainty to create the closest possible association in peoples mind between the crime & the penalty.
-Exampletary punishment unjust in classical; no reformation = NO REHABILITATION = concequences
-Criminal is to be treated as a rational responsible individual  held responsible for actions

Jeremy Betham & Ceasar Baccahri 
Pleasure  Pain ; Of crimes and punishment
Ceasar Lombroso (1876)  “the criminal man”
· Concentrate on the criminal (as oppose to the crime)
· See criminal behaviour as a social creation  GENETICS ; ENVIRONMENT
· Must be directly related to the criminal
· Sentence = a way of preventing future crime
· Adaptation of the penalty based on criminal personality
· Reform the offender
Paul Boyd = Bi-polar man on medication in Vancouver, off med @ the time
Van. Police saw Boyd as dangerous and shot  9 times and killed the man; fellow officers testified self-defence; 2007  video gets media attention.
USE OF FORCE MODEL
1. Officer presence – presence can alter behaviour
2. Dialog – verbal/non-verbal communication
3. Empty hands – physical force is use to gain control
4. Compliance tools – police equipment/weapons – club
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Lethal force – situation requires complete force, no other option

Bullying  In US… school violence or victimization by peers; doesn’t include verbal, exclusion, imbalance of power; Bullying is a type of aggression but is independent from aggression and violence
fear or distress, oppression.
· Freeman & Carrol (2006) 26 ant bullying programs
· Meta-analysis -> what evidence is consistent across the board.
· Narrative review
· Systematic review  rigorous studies ; independent objectives
· Peer counselling  ineffective to lower bullying
· Victimology  study of victims of crime
“Victimless Crime”  
Hans Von Hentig (1941) responsible for the study of the role of the victim
2 types of victims  Victim – person who is minding their own business
Non-victim   first person to show violence
Victim  offender = interchangeable 
Ottawa = one of the lowest clearance rates in Ontario
Dark figure of crime;  
1. Don’t want involvement with CJS
2. Personal suspects (family, friends)
3. Police distrust
4. Retaliation (what if’s)
5. Don’t waste time with CJ
Physical assaults (men & women) – protection, embarrassment
· Lawrence Sherman  domestic violence; mandatory arrest policy
Does not matter if victim want charges dropped.
Theories of victims
Environmental Criminology – location of a specific crime & the contect in which it occurs to understand & explain crime patterns – map, scan & access geographical areas to find where crime occurs , how often, & who. (SMART POLICING)
1800’s Andre Curry- Seasonal differences in crime- different offences happen in different seasons.
“crime spots”  “Police strategies”  crime prevention
Rational Choice Perspective Ronald Clarke & Derrick Cornish
1. > Pleasure, < Pain
2. Evaluate options; > risk/ > reward 
Choice structuring properties  # of targets/ their accessiblitiy; familiarity with the method; monetary yield for crime.
Strongest relationship between criminal behaviour = LOW IQ
3. Time required
4. Danger Involved
5. Risk of apprehension

Of the offender  needs, values, learning experience
Of the offence  location, target, potential yield
Routine activity approach  Lawrence Cohan & Marcus Felson
Pattern of routine 
1) Prepared to commit a crime
2) Someone victimized
3) No one there to prevent
4) Can’t control offender
Focus on routine of everyday activity of people; sexual assault, abductions, stalking
Victimology & Vicitmization
Lifestyle theories; Mike Hindelang, Mike Gottfatoon, James Garofollow.
Changing roles in our society effect our risk of being victimized
1. Probability of being victimized = amount of time spent in public places; at night, parks.
2. Social contracts & interactions
3. Media overrepresentation of strangers committing crime (family, peers)
4. Age -> young adults 15-23, > victims, > crime
5. Social status  single = > crime; who you are; where you are; what you do; who you’re with
Clifford Olson  serial killer, killed many children, RCMP reported and resigned because he/she was not listened to.
“Government of Power”  incarceration & for longer, prison; leaves prisoners in jail and angry.
Poor offenders  charged more by police
more likely to get convicted; less likely to post bail; fewer resources
· The issue is the people highest in the law have the fewest enforcement of law; on paper, nobody is above the law.
A crown must consider …
1. Reasonable prospect to convict  crown decide
2. Is it in the public interest to prosecute?
3. Will they apply prosecution equally?
-will he get the same treatment from the press?
Wrongful conviction; poor are much more likely, systemic factors cause WC.
· “once the machine starts working, it must be fed” (CJS)
David Milgard – Sask fed. Prison; wrongfully convicted
· Tunnel vision , police targeted on an individual
*** Intimidation of victims – relied on his friends as witnesses “tell us or we’ll charge you”
Planting false evidence = “NOBLE CAUSE”
Eye-Witness Testimony – least reliable; effected by emotional state; become less reliable the more distant from  the event.
Pressure to Plead Guilt; lesser sentence? Or gamble? 
Plead Bargaining; taking a lesser sentence by admitting to the crime.
Conviction-> remorse -> parole
Innocent = no remorse  “the innocence project” Osgood University
DR. CHARLE SMITH – profound Canadian forensic psychiatrist, many false conviction, medical licence was revoked.
William Mullins-Johnson  “A death in the family”; wrongfully convicted for the murder of his niece, Valin Jo rhnson, eventually acquitted after many years in prison, and exile from his family.
· Dr Charles Smith gave eye witness testimony and falsely convicted Bill for rape and murder.

Effective CJS
1. Ability to detect crime
2. Ability to identify offender
3. Meet out appropriate sanctions
During a WC.
1) Convict did not commit a crime
2) offender runs free
3) creditiblity of CJS damaged
4) family of victim/wrongfully convicted lives (Mullins-Johnson)
5) compensation  $$$’s
6) once convicted, innocence plea is not listened to, assumption of guilt.
No remorse = no release
Reasoning 
1) Beurocratic wrongdoings
a) Target practice  police targeting individuals and finding evidence against them (tunnel vision)
b) Suppression of evidence
c) Co-erosion and intimidation of witnesses (e.g. # of police at police trials.
2) Systemic inequality
a) Outcasts; minorities
b) Poor are often victims of wrongful convictions
3) Eye-witness testimony
a) Race, prejudice
b) Leading cause of wrongful convictions (Dr. Charles Smith)
i) Emotional state of victim or bystander (trauma, fitness, amnesia)
ii) Mugshot & lineup identification
iii) Social & cultural expectation& stereotypes (e.g. overrepresentation of aboriginals )
DNA testing saves wrongful convictions
Police misconduct ensures- pressure from community; promotion; racism
Case-load pressures – police pressure to convict; coaching witnesses at lineups; obtain confessions through brutality.
“Noble cause corruption”  threats against potential witness for accused

· Source and scope of publicity  could result in change of venue
· Nature and gravity of offenders

· Inconvenience to prosecutor 
· Finding a fair jury elsewhere
Inadequacy of actors less resources for poor

· Social  pressure consequence in crime
Internal 
· Failure to resist behaviours

TEN CONCLUSIONS OF OFFENDING
1) Prevalence of offending peaks in late teenage years, 15-19
2) Peak age of onset between 8-14, & desists 20-29
3) An early age of onset predicts a long criminal career & more offenses
4) Marked continuity in offending & anti-social behaviour; from child to adult there is a relative stability of the ordering of people who commit offenses at one age and the future offender
5) A small fraction of the population commits a large fraction of all crimes 
a. Police right to target offenders with crim. Records
6) Offending is versatile rather than specialized
7) The types of acts defined as offenses are elements of a larger syndrome of antisocial behaviour. Including heavy drinking, reckless driving, sexual promiscuity
8) Most offenses in teenage years are committed with others ; 20+ are committed alone
9) The reasons for early committed  crimes is for enjoyment, for later years it is more rational, and utilitarian
10) Different types of offenses occur first. (e.g. Burglary  Robbery)
Risk factors  age, gender, previous history, longitudinal studies (longer than 5 years)
Intergeneration hypothesis of offending  family members; deviant parents  deviant children
Protective Factors  e.g. peer groups
Crime prevention (4 crime prevention strategies)
1) Developmental prevention: intervention designed to prevent development of criminal potential. Especially those targeting risk factors of human development.
2) Community preventions; interventions designed to shape the social conditions and institutions that influence offending in residential communities
3) Situational prevention; designed to prevent the occurrence of events by reducing opportunities and risk.
4) Criminal Justice prevention  refers to traditional CJS process 
Empirical evidence supports  life course data.
Radical Criminology; Crime- conflict between those with power & those without.
+$ = power / -$ = crime = deeply rooted within the justice system –
Structural Marxism – Karl Marx- even rich are subject to law; capitalism as a self-sustaining system & the justice system works in sync with it.
police & how it is enforced
· Maintaining class struggle; laws keep the rich, rich and the  give the poor prison
1) Based on advanced capitalist economy
2) State is organized to serve the interests of the dominate economic class
3) Criminal law is an instrument of the state & used by ruling class
4) Crime control through a capitalist society accomplished through several institutions= political, economical
Radical criminologists/conflict theory  attacks society and its issues with class struggles
