· China or Taiwan???
· If you want to trade with China, you must recognize China, not Taiwan

What do you really mean: there are major changes in the structure of foreign policy in asia 
-	Most defining = the end of antagonism between sino-american relations 

1.	Sino-american diplomatic recognition, January 1st 1979
a.	Shangahi communique, February 28th 1972
i.	Between the US and the PRC 
1.	Despite fundamental differences regarding the organization of their respective socities and their foreign policies, some points of agreement:
a.	Sino-american normalization is in the interest of world peace 
b.	Desire to reduce danger of military confrontation 
c.	Nether side aspires hegemony over pacific 
2.	No agreement on Taiwan  final status of Taiwan remains open 
ii.	The german plan for them to recognize each other and then be two separate states  had some flow in east asia 
b.	In this context, china was reintegrated into the world. 
i.	Many states begin to recognize the PRC as Taiwan 
ii.	China has its own version of the holstien doctrine = the PRC wanted sole recognition, not both Taiwan and PRC. 
iii.	The issue here = the americans had played the china card to extract concessions from the soviets 
1.	Once the americans and the Chinese raprochment, the soviets are in a hurry to get the americans 
2.	Once there is rapprochement, American companies use the courts to get compensation for property lost since the revolution. 
3.	Nixon starts to face domestic problems with Watergate. 
a.	Result = Nixon is damanged goods, and rapprochement is tainted 
c.	Several Chinese leaders die in 1976
i.	Zhou genlai’s death  head of the moderate faction of the communist party. The one man who pushes for rapprochement. 
1.	When he died, nobody really knew what it would bring 
2.	Mao’s wife tries to put other radicals in power, trying to have deng Xiaoping purged 
ii.	April 4th 1976, traditional day of remembrance, people spontanouesly gathered in tianmen square to grieve for genlai’s death 
1.	The people of Beijing insist on mourning for genlai
2.	The radical faction had the upper hand, select a new prime minister 
a.	They go for hua guofeng, mao’s wife thought he was one of her allies 
3.	the purge of xiaoching did not go well with the Chinese people,
iii.	mao Zedong himself dies, 
1.	many Chinese reacted to his death the same way Russians went through stalins death 
2.	it was a relief that the terror might end, but it was scary because no one knew what it might bring 
3.	his wife tries to seize power 
d.	after mao’s death, there is a huge power struggle 
i.	they realize that his wife is a big threat, so they arrest her and put her on trail. Charging her with being the person who was in charge of setting up the gang of 4 that put china through hell. 
ii.	In 1981, jiang qing and her 3 associates basically get life imprisonment 
iii.	With hua guofeng rise to power, there was some stabliziation 
1.	The spill over effects of the cultural revolution was over. 
2.	But this man was grey and not inspiring leader. 
3.	Some mistakes at the beginning = euology for maos death, he said that whatever mao said, wrote, and did was correct. This made him known as the 3 wtv’s 
4.	Eventually Xiaoping takes power 
e.	December 1978, the central committee adopts the reform plans 
i.	They introduce the 4 modernizations: agriculture, military, technology, international trade and industry 
ii.	Official decision on mao Zedong, how many things he had done right and wrong. 
iii.	Connected to foreign policy = the opening to the outside world has to come, if china wants to modernize, it needs access to the best technology in the world which comes from the united states. 
1.	He also knows it wont happen over night, in august 1978, china signs a peace and friendship treaty with japan. 
2.	Also sends signals that they want rapprochement with the united states. 
iv.	On January 1st 1979, both states recognize each other. 
1.	Big win for carter = gets something without loosing something. 
2.	He doesnt have to cut diplomatic relations with Taiwan, doesn’t have to cut anything else 
v.	Deng Xiaoping visits the united states 
1.	Not political reform in china, Communists in name not in reality. 
2.	Very sensitive to any change of its power

1.	A pro-western government to power in Cambodia that was anti veitnam and anti-chinese

a.	The movement is supported by the Chinese because its maoist, and its anti-vietnamese 
b.	Install a terror regime POL POT 
b.	Pol pot 
i.	More maoist than mao 
ii.	Decides that all cities be abolished, communal way of living in the countryside 
iii.	Means that Cambodia is slowly collapsing into chaos 
c.	The war
i.	It isn’t about occupation, its about punishing Vietnam for what it did

d.	Significance:

1.	So they say they got it from the soviets 
2.	Once they open up to the west, the cold war is over in east asia

Lecture 23: Beginning of the End of the Cold War in Europe 
Profs argument: the cold war in Europe itself is much before the end of the cold war between the super powers 
1.	Nato-double track decision and Afghanistan, 1979
a.	The soviets and the americans were interested in capping inter-continental ballistic missile, but not on medium range ballistic missles
i.	So the security of Europe becomes increasingly important, especially for the americans 
ii.	Eventually carter agrees to go into negotiations into capping medium range ballistic missiles 
b.	The double track decision, (offer negotiations, but have the threat of putting the missiles if it didn’t work)
i.	Why didn’t the soviets go for it? = they thought that the communist system was on the right side of history, with the soviet system at its helm it would win against capitalism. So they thought that the soviets didn’t have to make any concessions 
ii.	SALT II agreement = the soviets felt like they are equal to the americans 
iii.	13 days later, the soviet intervention in Afghanistan, which is a way for the soviets to show their confidence to the world 
1.	This is a slap to the face to the world, carter immediately reacts by withdrawing the SALT II agreement from ratification in the US congress. He holds for a boycott of the Olympic games, which happened to be in Moscow 
2.	Olympic games, 1980
a.	The soviet purpose 
i.	They were awarded to the soviet union in 1974, it was an attempt to use the image of peace for portraying the soviet union as peaceful
ii.	The united states uses these Olympic games to call for a boycott. Carter says that if bezhnev does not withdraw from Afghanistan, the united states will not go to the Olympics. And in the late 70s, the americans announce officially. 
1.	Most of the western countries, allies and in the west, don’t go. Only 84 countries go. 
2.	Only few of them go, so there isn’t a lot of solidarity on the American side, but it’s a huge dent on the soviets 
iii.	But the soviets got their retribution, the next games was in los angeles and the soviets boycott those games and their allies. But only a few boycotted the americans 
b.	In 1980, the cold war returns
3.	Poland, 1980-1981
a.	Conference for security for Europe  Helsinki in 1972. And the final acts in 1975. 
i.	This committed the soviet union and the east Europeans to some human rights standards 
ii.	In Poland, the first independent workers union, solidarity, is established. This is lead by lech walesa 
iii.	By 1978, the Vatican elected for the first time in 455 years a pope that was not Italian, it was actually a pole 
b.	The poles were waiting for the polish government to show a sign of weakeness 
i.	The polish government is not popular 
ii.	During the Olympic games, one of the star polish atheletes basically tells the soviets to fuck off, leading to a dispute between the soviets and the polish 
c.	The domestic issue intensifies, the economy is horrible and the government to try and get money out of circulation increases prices 
i.	The price increases during the games are the real spark of the rebellion 
d.	They start in many factories, but the workers strike in Gdansk is the greatest one 
i.	The lenin dock yards, the strike becomes the leading strike 
1.	The reason = they wanted to have the reinstatement of lech walesa,
2.	They also demanded that they could erect a monument 
ii.	The main demand = the legalization of solidarty as a trade union movement 
iii.	The pope gets in the debate
1.	The church had rejected the system, but to protest
2.	The government HAS to recognize the movement 
iv.	In august 1980, they legalize and recognize solidarity as an official trade union 
e.	In the wake of this victory, all of the other union movements band together under solidarity, and make 1 free union movement. 
i.	They build together a form against the polish government. 
ii.	They were run by lech walesa 
f.	By late 1980, 9 million people have signed up for solidarity. About a quarter of the population have signed up in just a few months 
i.	The polish pope comes in and receives lech walesa in the Vatican 
ii.	The polish pope supports solidarity politically 
g.	As conflict now intensifies, the economic situation does not improve, it gets really worse 
i.	The polish government = it replaces the leadership with wolciech jaruzelski. 
1.	They make him prime minister in 1981. He also remains defence minister 
2.	This means that this appointment means a crack down on the polish society, and supress the civil society movement. 
3.	He is basically a Stalinist 
a.	At first he looks like he is willing to work with solidarity, but it was a charade, he wasn’t serious. In fact he cracks down on them and force marshal law 
h.	The soviet support the polish communist party 
i.	But the soviets get concerned when the solidarity is legalized. 
ii.	They were thinking of intervening, like in czechoslovakia 
iii.	In the end, the soviets decide not to intervene. 
1.	The Brezhnev doctrine is dead, 
2.	But jaruzelski purges the old leadership
3.	The soviets don’t have an alternative, they had no choice with him 
iv.	There was also Afghanistan, and they couldn’t afford to intervene in Poland 
v.	It was clear that the soviets feared an international backlash if they did intervene 
vi.	The soviets had nothing to pressure the americans 
1.	The americans didn’t care about having good relations with the soviets 
2.	They had nothing to work with, they could not intervene 
i.	In that context, the soviets did try to deter the americans and the Vatican from intervening 
i.	There is an assassination attempt on the polish pope
1.	Never been clear if the soviets were behind it. 
2.	The person behind it was connected to the Bulgarian secret service 
ii.	Two weeks later, the highest catholic leader in Poland died of natural causes. 
1.	He was a very smart man 
j.	Jaruslezki wants to implement marshal law to break political and civil unrest 
i.	Up to 300,000 members of the communist polish party leave in the summer and switch to the other side 
ii.	On December 13th, 1981, jaruzelski declares marshal law 
1.	The army gets into control. The aim = to prevent the collapse of the state 
2.	It was a preemptive call for marshal law before the country went into catasphrohe 
iii.	It didn’t work, but it worked well enough for the soviets not to intervene 
iv.	Why it did not restore order = it restored order in a certain degree, the country could try to better the economic crisis, 
1.	But solidarity never went away 
2.	For most of the 1980s, the polish government and solidarity lived in parallel world. The catholic church tried to mitigate the two sides 
k.	Poland is in marshall law for around 2 years, but nothing really happens 
i.	Polish goes backrupt really 
4.	Germany, 1982
a.	Famous scandal in 1974, willy brandt had to resign because of an east german spy. 
b.	The international situation between the two Germanys is increasingly deteroriating in the 80s
i.	The soviets realize that they have to do something 
ii.	The east germans were just about ready to collapse, and they could not deal with another crisis 
1.	Largely as a result of the dumb ideas of honecker 
c.	East Germany is always doing better than other socialist countries, but because it was 1 third of west Germany, you could clearly see that it was bad compared 
i.	Unlike Ulbricht, honecker had no interest in economic experiments that would improve east german economy 
1.	He was sentimental dedicated to the goals of the workers in the late 19th century 
2.	Have a small apartment, 
ii.	He implements an ambistious housing program  mainly because the soviets were flipping the bill 
1.	They look nice, but the soviets were he ones to pay it 
2.	But what if the soviets couldn’t do it anymore?
a.	Then there is a problem.
b.	And the soviets do this, they cut it off and force the east germans to pay 
iii.	East Germany responds by turning to west Germany to get economic aid and credits at a better interest rate than soviets 
1.	The soviets freak out, but the honecker is like “well fuck you too”, and they don’t really care about what the soviets do 
iv.	East Germany has to get  deal from west Germany 
1.	But the west germans knew that east was having problems, so the diplomatic solutions were interesting 
2.	The solution was to create a common bank that runs a common currency
3.	The west wanted the east germans to relax the east germans prohibition travel restrictions 
v.	The same man that threatened the double track idea is actually working with the east germans 
1.	Problem = the soviets don’t know about it, and the east germans realize the soviets will never allow it
2.	Another problem = helmut Schmidt is heading a government that will loose power 
a.	His own party falls for the appeal of the soviets, they try to appeal to the left and peace movement to undermine the hard line stances like Schmidt 
b.	In 1982, he is overthrown 
d.	West german peace demonstrations, because they realize that if there is a war, they would be completely destroyed 
i.	They target Reagan as the enemy of peace, they say americans will survive, but the west germans will be completely dead 
ii.	Helmu kohl is now chancellor, he is heading the conservative party that doesn’t run in Bavaria 
1.	Plus the liberals 
2.	He decides to call a snap election to see what the germans are thinking about concerning the double track decision 
e.	Iurri Andropov comes into power after Brezhnev dies  
i.	Before he became head of the soviet union was head of the secret service, 
ii.	Absolutely no doubt he was responsible for the persecution of dissent in the 70s, and the man who pushed for the war in Afghanistan 
iii.	He was the first “civilian” to run the secret service, he was interested in getting a lot of economic data, and he found that the soviets was in an economic downwards spiral
1.	So he knew he had to work with the west 
2.	But he is faced with all of these different crisis
a.	Poland, east Germany, economy 
iv.	But he dies quickly, so we don’t really know what he would do. He dies at the same time as the nato double track decision 
5.	Nato double-track decision implemented, 1983
a.	In the late fall of 1983, and winter in 1984 the decision was decided and implemented 
b.	The pursing 2 and cruising missiles were brought to Germany 
i.	These missiles are an independent flying airplane that can fly very low and avoid radar and penetrate the enemy very quickly 
ii.	The balance then goes back to the americans 
iii.	At this time, the cold war was continuing with much greater tension 
c.	Chernenko comes into power, but dies 13 months later. 
i.	The soviet union elects him on purpose, by electing someone as an in between before they can deal with the west with someone who can deal with them without dying 
ii.	The end of the soviet confidence, they face the shards of their own policies 
1.	Poland, Afghanistan, east Germany turning away from them, 
2.	It shows that the soviets are really back to the wall 
3.	They promised to fix problems, but they refused to address them, and now the bad reality is catching up. 
4.	The cold war is now ready to change, a new leader will come to power that will have to deal with these problems

· France is opposed because they think it will bea  rival
· USSR didn’t want because they might become a member of Germany
· Re-armed, unified Germany
· Shouldn’t be a member of NATO, or Warsaw…
· West German bought off USSR for withdrawing from East Germany
· Re-unification treaty
· German reunification, german polish border
· Reunification of Nuclear, chemical, biological weapons and capping of army
· Allied troop withdrawals
· Freedom of alliance
· End to state of war (WW2)
· Still lingering sentiment of hostility between east and west
· lower wages in east
· unemployment is higher
· political radicalism; neo-nazi parties
· 
· End of Warsaw Pact, 1991
· Soviet imposed
· NATO was voluntary
· East Germany ceased to be a member
· Prompts Poland to leave…Jan 1991
· Soon Czechs, hunary too
· USSR had little control of them leaving
· Effecgively completely dissolved by its own members in July 1991
· 
· End of USSR, 1991
· First ever free elections in 1989
· Boris yeltsin elected with 80% of vote as President of Russian Federation in July 1991
· Power rise is shortly behind Gorbachov
· Relatively uncorrupt & rival to Gorbachov
· Gorbachov purges him outa poitics in 1987
· Elected back in 91 though
· Elected to USSR gov’t AND Russian presidency
· Smaller soviet republics like Ukraine, Georgia influenced by eastern Europe transitions
· ESP. in Baltics
· Yeltsin supports these…will ~ USSR collapse and He will be most powerful as head of Russia
· Gorbachov note sure what to do
· THEN: Conservatives stage a coup when he is on vacation to reassert Soviet control
· Coup fails tho
· But put Gorbachov on house arrest
· Amateur coup
· Many ppl shift loyalty from USSR to just Russia
· Gorbachov returns to a changed country: everyone has changed to Yeltsin
· Died because of lack of belief in its ideology
