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· Confluence-> flowing together of various identities… blended and potentially shifting (not stacked or arranged)
· Institution -> school, the family, science, health, mass media, military, sports
· “Bootstrap myth”- economic success= result of hard work, ambition (American dream myth)
· Peggy Macintosh- if some people in the world are underprivileged some must be OVERprivileged  (WHITE AND MALE PRIVILEGE) 

Lagos Journal; Globalization of Beauty Makes Slimness Trendy
· Black African women= little chance of winning
· Mr. Murray “look for someone to represent us internationally,  not just a local queen”
· Ms. Darego won for the first time
· Fat was the old rave, now it became skinny
· “It girls” = lepa -> movie Lepa Shandi -> girl as slim as a 20-naira bill

Violence Against Women, Rosenberg 
· Men batter women because they can (Freedman) 
· 2nd wave feminism was instrumental in exposing abuse against women
· Family is the most dangerous institution in society 
· 1 in 2 females, 1 in 3 males are victims of sexual offences/16% incest 
· Talmudic laws allow the marriage of a female child “three years and one day…by sexual intercourse”
· 39% of Canadian women have experienced sexual assault 
· Fewer than 10 percent of women report being raped 
· Jane Doe & the Balcony Rapist (sat in her own trial)/ awarded $220,000
· Low occupation and low status families have higher rate of abuse
· Trouble leaving abusive marriages -> financial 
· Common law tradition that women belonged “lock, stock and barrel” to their husbands

Facebook might be sued for Bullied Teens Death
· Abusive messaged from ex boyfriend…… She killed herself 

Real Men Join the Movement, Kimmel
· Cory Shere -> Duke University, women’s studies & psychology
· Eric Freedman -> Swarthmore College, white and male privilege 
· Canada’s White Ribbon Campaign -> most successful profeminist organization
· Uses the term “profeminist men”

Teaching About Being an Oppressor, Schacht 
· White Privilege and Male Privilege 

Rev. of Judith Halberstam Female Masculinity, Deitz, Millissa 
· Queer discussion about masculinity -> extends beyong male body
· Female masculinity -> specific gender with its own cultural history rather than a derivative of male masculinity 
· The well of loneliness emphasizes ongoing construction of modern lesbian identity 
· Certain identities tend to be exceedingly specific 

Masculinity Without Men, Halberstam
· Femaleness does not automatically produce feminity, maleness does not automatically produce masculinity 
· Challenges notion that genders are symmetrical 
· Male identified term was to punish the most visible and out gay women for their masculinity 

Exploding the Stereotypes: Welfare, Rita Henley Jensen
· At 18, Rita, was pregnant with her first child and living with an abusive man
· A welfare woman is stereotyped to be a black woman, but in 1992 38.9 percent of all welfare mothers were white
· In 1970, $178 would be approximately $680 today (inflation)
· Bootstrap myth
· Cannot obtain the goals of “beauty” (no money for personal hygiene) 

Mother’s are not Opting-out – they are out of options, Kendzior
· “Out of pocket” baby expenses are extremely high in the last decade. So women are stressed to have a job
· Stay at home mom is a luxury most can’t afford
· Economic bargain struck out of fear and necessity
· Women need to be the “superwomen” by being active/independent and nurturing/beautiful

The Caregiving Crunch, Zimmerman
· Summarizes the effects caregiving has on the lives of adults with parents from baby boomer era
· Women are taking care of their elderly parents + working
· Number of elders that will need care in the future is rising
· Solution -> respite care, drop-out arrangement, tax credits, extended leaves

Marriage and Love, Goldman
· Popular notion about marriage and love is that they are synonymous
· BUT THEY HAVE NOTHING IN COMMON
· Marriage is primarily an economic arrangement, an insurance pact
· Every twelfth marriage in divorce
· Edward Carpenter -> behind every marriage stands the life-long environment of the two sexes
· No sex before marriage 
· Protecting the woman is the biggest lie of marriage 
· The institution of marriage makes a parasite of woman

Reproductive Justice Readings
· Mary Cohen -> a law doesn’t mean much unless you change the climate
· “Free Abortion on Demand”
· The van had a coffin on top & the plan was to deliver the coffin to Sussex Drive
· Tools of abortion: Drano, coat hanger, garden hose
· Smash capitalism written on the van 
· The caravan shut down the House of Commons for 45 minutes 
· Trudeau said “Look we want this abortion law repealed. Well, go and get the people to vote for it. You have the right to have it, but go and do the job”

Family Systems, Family Lives, Shaw & Lee
· Definitions of family:
· Are part of what social scientists call kinship systems, or patterns of relationships that define family forms 
· Line of father (patrilineal), mother (matrilineal), both (bilateral), or either parent (unilateral) line
· Monogamy -> one wife
· Polygyny -> multiple wives
· Polyandry -> multiple husbands
· Cenogamy -> group marriage 
· Junior/Senior partner model: one in which the traditional marriage contract has been modified -> both members of the couple work outside the home, although one member (usually the wife) considers her work to be secondary to the senior partner’s job and has primary responsibility for child and house work (double day of work)
· Equal partner model: traditional marriage contract is completely disrupted -> neither partner is more likely to perform provider or domestic roles.

The Changing Face of Canadian Families
· Married straight couples are in long-term decline. (Dropped more than 132,000 in the past decade)
· Families have gradually become smaller (3.9 -> 2.9)
· 2011 most typical family -> no kids (44.5)
· Same sex marriage has tripled (legalized in 2005) 

Ontario Partnership Laws
· Must be at least 16 (under 18 needs consent from parents)
· Religious marriage & civil marriage
· Forms you need -> marriage license, a banns form

Ontario Common Law Relationships Laws
· Only considered a spouse if you marry
· Property rights -> common law partner has no right to seek an equalization of net family property + no property rights regarding your estate (if the partner dies without a will, you are treated as a stranger)
· Constructive trust -> a trust just means that one person holds legal title to an asset, but he or she is holding it for the benefit of the other


Canadian Common Law Relationships Status
· You are considered common law once you have lived together for one year


Ontario Attorney General Divorce and Separation Laws
· Separation agreements do not end marriage only divorces do
· If you are married you will need to apply to a court to obtain a divorce order to end your marriage

Generation LGBTQIA
· Stephen was born Kathlyn (transgender)
· L is lesbian/G is gay/B is bisexual/T is for transgender/(T) is for transsexual/Q is queer or questioning/ I is intersex/A is for ally/asexual

Jessica Valenti Debunks the Purity Myth, Vilibert
· A woman’s sexuality is a reflection of her morals or values (the message we get…)
· Our moral compass lies somewhere between our legs?
· The main misconception of virginity is that it exists. There is no medical definition and a complete cultural invention. 
· By talking about how you’re not having sex, you’re still positioning yourself as a sex object
· 95% of Americans have sex before their married 

No Logo, Klein
· Alonzo died March 8, 1997 International Women’s Day
· Brand – the idea, the lifestyle and attitude 
· Spirit “cumbersome bodies” soul “loathsomely corporeal”
· Relationship between women’s body and work (28 day contract)

Gazso, Amber article
· All feminists at some time have shared concern with women’s experiences of inequality in one or both domains 


Women and the Politics of Water
· 2.2 million people die because of unsafe drinking water
· According to UN 2/3 of people will experience water shortages in 2025
· Women of Narmada-> dams constructed along the river has displaced millions of people of their main water source

Travel and Tourism
· Tourism doesn’t fit nearly into public preoccupations with military conflict and high finance. 
· Tourist industry has been weaving unequal patterns that are structuring international policies
· Tourism is about power and internationalized power
· Gendered implication of travelling -> woman travelling alone risks losing her honour or being blamed for any harm that befalls her on her travels. Man is deemed less manly until he breaks away from home & goes off on his own
· Women are exotic and something to be experienced by men 
· Third world countries depend on tourism
· To be a poor society in the 21st century, is to be unspoiled 

Diaz, Robert*******
Social Construction of Disability
· No impairment can be defined purely in biomedical terms because social arrangements and expectations make essential contributions to impairments and disability, and to their absence. 
· They interact in creating disability (social and biomedical)
· Availability and distribution of basic recourses (water, food, clothing) have a major effect on disability 
· The pace of life is a factor in the social construction of disability -> when pace of life increases, so does disability (fewer people can meet expectations of normal performance)

Violence Against Women
· Rosenberg & Duffy -> Direct physical, sexual manifestations, psychological, emotional, verbal, economic, spiritual coercion
· Emotional is harder to endure
· Physical & sexual accompanied by verbal tirade and humiliation and domination
· Intersectionality -> ALL women can be victims, ALL men can be perpetrators
· The family is most dangerous and violent institution (safer in public sphere)
· Particular risk: aboriginal women, young women, low occupational status & low income, pregnant, disabled, elderly, refugee, sex-trade workers
· About power and control (fear of violence) not about sexuality
· Women have historical property rights over them -> violence a reflection of male power and privilege 
· Femicide-> killing of women 
· Postcolonial feminist theory interpretation: aftermath of colonialism
· Reject interpretations like: civilization/barbarism
· 3rd world women are passive, backward, uneducated
· Jane Doe trial (2002) -> 
· Reframing the Montreal Massacre-> December 6, 1989
· 55% of all female homicide victims are killed by spouse/ex
· Half of all rapes occur in victims home
· Media coverage was a second attack-> headlines were brutal, and violent
· 43% die in their bedroom
· Publics right to know or individual privacy?
· “Daughters” -> innocent promising students… but they were grown women studying a male dominated field 
· Candle was the icon 
· Victimizing the murderer (he was abused as a child)

The Change Project
· Chosen the term “gendered violence” to acknowledge the violence that trans and queer experience is similar to violence women experience 

Men and Masculinities
· Steven Schacht -> white, heterosexual, upper-middle class -> no oppression
· What can be done?
· approach gender violence as men’s issue
· Pink’s “Stupid Girls” -> liberal 

Women and Work
· Vocab:
· Separate spheres: ideology that defines and prescribes separate spheres for women and men (developed during Industrial Revolution)
· Family wage: A wage that is sufficient to raise a family
· Pink collar work: regarded as women’s work (jobs in the service industry)
· Glass ceiling: barrier to advancement in a profession 
· Concrete ceiling: also artificial barrier that prevents a qualified individual from advancing upwards, but doesn’t only restrict access to top-level positions, but middle management positions. More dense.
· Sticky floor: people are stuck in a middle management position at work and sticky floor is self inflicted 
· Glass escalator: the promotion of men over women in the workplace (usually in professions dominated by women)
· Glass precipice: the process whereby women are encouraged into leadership positions in failing organizations and companies so disproportionately set up to fail 
· Gender wage gap: difference between male and female earnings
· Leisure gap: any time not spend engaged in market work (for pay)
· Comparable worth: idea that men and women should receive equal pay when they perform work that involves comparable skills and responsibility
· Horizontal segregation: the way in which women and men tend to be concentrated in different sectors of the labour market, women being concentrated in narrower range of sectors 
· Vertical segregation: way in which within many occupational sectors of the labour market, women are under-represented in the better-paid and more senior positions
· Double shift- double day, second shift (noon-6pm)
· Third shift- shift work is an employment practice designed to make use of all 24 hours of the clock every day of the week (6pm-midnight)
· Feminization of poverty: a phenomenon in which women represent disproportionate percentages of the world’s poor (70% of poor are women, ½ pregnant)
· Sexual harassment (Canada): any unwanted and unwelcome behavior about sex or gender that interferes with a person’s life and makes him/her feel uncomfortable, even if the harasser was joking
· Sexual assault (Canada): sexual contact with another person without that other person’s consent.
· Marx -> productive activity is “man’s spiritual essence, his human essence”
· Friedrich Engels -> the production and reproduction of the immediate essentials of life…
· Women’s work is reproduction (maintaining life)
· Liberal feminists: women’s equality of opportunity compared to men’s in various spheres
· Dominated: equal education, employment and wage opportunities
· Equality in unpaid work within nuclear families
· Some socialist and radical -> critique 
· Overlooks structural conditions of marketplace, including gender power dynamics and ideological assumptions
· Marxist-> blends class/gender
· Unpaid housework/caregiving: underpinning capitalist market processes
· Anti-racist & black feminists -> white center bias
· Denied fair participation in the labour market
· Overlaps colonization, slavery, imperialism and systematic racism

Gender and the Family
· Latin familia, a household, servants of a household, from famulus (servant)
· Shaw&Lee-> social institution 
· Maintains patterns of privilege and inequity and is intimately connected with other institutions in society 
· Fulfills basic human needs
· Family as: connotations of love, security, connectedness, prime target for nostalgia
· Marriage
· Brideland exists in bridal magazines
· Fantastic, anachronistic world (19th century world)
· Theme park of upward mobility for “The Event”
· About the bride and the dress
· Bridal Wave, Melissa Morrison
· Urgency to skip over relationship building and get to the act
· Looks like a lot of porn
· Wedding industrial complex involves a lot of shopping 

· Hijab- head scarf
· Khimar- covers head, neck, shoulders
· Burqua- long, loose garment covering whole body from head to feet
· Chador- large piece of cloth wrapped around head/upper body leaving only face exposed
· Niqab- veil worn, covering all of the face just not eyes
· Bell hooks -> being oppressed means absence of choices 
· Modernization theory-> assumption that every society passes through stages of modern history of industrialized west -> transform economy, political and social development will follow 
· Ecofeminism -> domination of women and the domination of nature intricately connected
· Women have a relationship to sustainable environment/ managers of natural resources
· Grassroot level -> reclaiming spaces

Jean Kilbourne “Killing Us Softly”
-Advertising is quick, cumulative and subconscious (80% is received by conscious mind, the rest is worked in on a much deeper level)
- It sells values, it sells images, it sells concepts of love and sexuality, of romance and success and most importantly normalcy.  
- Fewer than 5% of women have that “model” body
- The most important thing about women is how we look. How important is for a woman to be beautiful
-Transformation is impossible. Human qualities are divided up,  and polarized and labeled m&f
- What is deemed feminine is constantly bashed (sensitivity)
- Women: - the infantilization of women and sexualization of little girls

What was her aha moment?
- She started collecting ads and putting them on her fridge and began finding cultural patterns 
- She modeled and they always made her skinnier
What else besides products do ads sell?
· They sell the image of “the perfect” woman
· Sexualize products and people
How to ads construct identity?
· They brainwash people into thinking what is the most desirable 
· Defines masculinity and femininity 
· Photoshop different women into one (women’s bodies are dismembered and put back together)
What is that relationship between representation and “real” women?
· Real women strive to reach this representation even though they know it’s impossible
· You’re going to fail
How do ads construct women spatially?
· A woman is dehumanized (turned into an object) and violence is inevitable 
· Just one part of a woman’s body is often shown (breasts)
What are the dominant images of women?
· Woman become sexualized objects
· Breasts
· American ideal (young, thin, white, blonde, blue eyed)
Ads say we should be ashamed of what?
- You should be ashamed if you’re not white, young, thin, and beautiful
Representation of woman versus men in ads
· Men don’t live in a world where their bodies are constantly judged
· Woman will only be accepted if they’re young, thin, white, shaved
· “Ugly” women are ridiculed in ads
· Your worth depends on how you look
· Women are in silly or vulnerable poses, while men are shown in a strong stance
· Being “childlike” is “hot”- increasing sexualization of young girls
· Be sexy but innocent, experienced but virgin
· Men are also sexualized- when men are objectified they become bigger, stronger more powerful (no consequences for men) and masculinity is linked with violence
Does she offer alternatives/solution?
· Using real models in magazines (Brigitte in Germany)
· Labeling digitally altered and photo shopped models 
· Stop cold turkey-> ads
· Every body makes sense on its own terms” like pg 242 #7 “see the world realistically”

 Advertisements
Synecdoche (a kind of metonymy)- small replica of something larger
- “All hands on deck”



































· Reproductive rights: bodily autonomy, self-determination in relation to a woman’s reproductive life
- The right to legal/safe abortion
- The right to birth control and good quality reproductive health care
- The right to informed consent
- The right to education about and access to contraception to protect against sexually transmitted infections
- They are rights you are supposed to have access to because you are a human being (human rights guaranteed by state- choice)
- Factors that affect the choice- religion, father of child, geography, laws
- In our society, choice is often a privilege 
· Abortion Law in Canada:
- 1869: Abortion criminalized in Canada
- 1969: birth control and abortion became more accessible, and “homosexual” relations between consenting adults were decriminalized 
- After 1969, a woman could have an abortion in an accredited hospital, if her doctor and a Therapeutic Abortion Committee (TAC) agreed that another pregnancy would be detrimental to her life or health
- How was “health” defined? -> her financial well being (because health was not defined under this law) 
- 1970: Abortion Caravan (abortion on demand)-> mobilized white mainstream feminist movement 
- 1988: the Supreme Court of Canada rule in R. v. Morgentaler that the existing laws were unconstitutional and struck down the 1969 law (absence of law regarding abortion) 
· Coercive Abortions: 
- Findings of Badgley Committee: women were being forced into sterilization in order to get an abortion
- Northern Study: abortions were being performed on Aboriginal women without providing anesthesia 
- Canadian Civil Liberties Association: tubal ligation in hospitals
· Contraceptive Law in Canada
- 1969 amendment to Criminal Code decriminalized contraceptives
- Increased choice for some has amounted to increased coercion for others like Aboriginal women: birth control to curb poverty, Depo Provera (long acting contraceptive) as “first choice option”
- Being provided with different birth control than “normal” people 
· Coercive Sterilization in Canada
- Sterilization arose out of the Eugenics movement (eugenics “well born”, based on race)
- Stop the reproduction of the “Unfit” through sterilization in an effort to curb poverty
- In Canada, Eastern European immigrants, poor single mothers, and Aboriginal women were disproportionally targeted 
- Sexual Sterilization Act of Alberta- 1928-1972
- Sterilization Act of British Columbia: 1933-1973
- Sterilization also took place in the absence of legislation here in Ontario
- Kaufman from Kitchener, Ontario
- 1970: David Lewis says that formal program of sterilization of Aboriginal women exists in Northern Communities
- 1973: CBC public affairs broadcast alleges an intensification of this sterilization program to reduce the birth rate
- 1976: Rev. Robert Lechat names 6 northern communities where women were being sterilized without their consent 
- Repulse Bay- out of 22 women who could give birth, 10 were sterilized (45%)
- Government acknowledged 70 in the Parliamentary Inquiry (only) 
· Why is it placed on women??
- Men: heat testes to 116 degrees F for 21 days in a row 45 min a day (sterile for 6 months)
· What is Reproductive Justice?
- Asian Communities for Reproductive Justice (ACRJ)- “the complete physical, mental, spiritual, political, economic and social well being of women and girls… is achieved when women and girls have the economic, social and political power and resources to make healthy decisions about our bodies, sexuality, and reproduction for ourselves, our families and our communities in all areas of our lives. “ 
- Based on an intersectional approach- we all have multiple identities at the same time
- Seeks to explicitly address how race, gender, class, sexuality, immigration status, religion, age, ability and other identities impact our lives and choices
- Goes beyond choice to make sure the context in which women make choices is just
- Seeks systematic change to the system that oppress women 
- The right to not have a child (abortion, birth control, free from coercion)
- The right to have a child (right to have sex, have as many children as you want)
- The right to parent our children (right to have social and economic resources to ensure this can happen, to not have children apprehended child welfare or prison)

Sexuality

-Extra slides**** from last week
- Polygamy (many married)- any marriage that includes more than two partners
- Polygyny (many + woman/wife)- a man allowed more than one wife (at once) (form of polygamy)
- Polyandry (many +man): a woman allowed two or more husbands (at once) (form of polygamy)
- Social script- social scripts are cultural and learned. One acquires social scripts within one’s culture, and they inform the way people act, behave, and communicate with one another in the given culture. People in particular societies internalize certain social scripts.


Tough Guise

· A “real” man in our culture is…
· Great and powerful
· Intimidating, independent, respected, athletic, muscular, tough
· What called if doesn’t measure up?
- Pussy, a bitch, fag, queer, soft, momma’s boy, emotional, girl, wimp, weak, wuss, sissy, 
· Where learned?
· Boys learn it at a young age
· Media provides a steady stream of images that portray men as violent
· What to men learn to “put on”?
- A “masculine” mask 
· What are the costs?
· Damages their psyche 
· Incredible amount of pain and suffering on selves and others
· Are media images re masculinity stable or changing? Eg?
· Media images of masculinity are constantly changing
· Figurines get more muscular and bigger (GI. Joe- 26.8 in 1988 inch biceps or Star Wars) 
· Movies portray violence more graphically (1960s Sean Connery as James Bond verus Humphrey Bogart in the 1930s versus 1970s Clint Eastwood versus early 80s Sylvester Stallone (Rambo) and The Terminator)
· Harder to obtain 

Diacritical- masculinity is defined by feminity and feminity is defined by masculinity 
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
