Ideology: System of idea with histories. No single right answer, change/evolve over time. 
· Different forms/variants within ideologies
· Exist to shape social changes
· Explanation, Evaluation, Orientation, Political Program: 4 functions of ideologies. 
· Diagrams of triadic concepts of freedom

Brian Barry on Liberal Ideas: 
· Fundamental equality of all human beings: Inequality is an artifact. 
· Every doctrine should be open to critical scrutiny
· No religious dogma can reasonably be held with certainty: you could be wrong

Liberalism: 
· Medieval Europe and the Reformation: feudalism, Martin Luther, freedom of conscience, questioning authority
· Liberalism in England, America and France: Formed here, spread all over the globe
· Know why Hobbes/Locke came to their conclusions 
· KNOW: Hobbes, Locke, Paine, Jefferson and the French Declaration of man and the citizen 

Adam Smith: 
· Moral Philosopher and economist
· Liberalism – pro capitalist in the beginning 
· Role of the state in Capitalism: Promotes peace, self reliance and is conducive to good govt, but there needs to be a good govt to protect property, order, promote infrastructure/education and promote interests of the poor 
· Concerned w/ distributive justice 

Later Debates: 
· Spencer’s neo-classical liberalism: defender of private property, attack on the welfare state, taxation is unjust and corruption, “survival of the fittest” 
· Green’s Welfare Liberalism: Defender of welfare, Introduced by Bismarck for growing power of the working class, positive freedom: freedom to cooperate to achieve goals Arguing for welfare state in the name of freedom
· Rawls(welfare liberal) vs Nozick (neo-classical) N.= taxation is unjust, theft. BOTH agree that state should ensure everyone can pursue their chosen interests

Conservatism:
· Wisdom in truth that has survived the test of time: traditionalism
· Be skeptical about political knowledge
· Organic conception of society and the state: society is living/breathing and parts need to be taken care of
· Classical Conservatives: Flawed human beings, natural hierarchy (capabilities/destiny), respect tradition, anti-revolution
· Origin from Burke’s Reflections
· Contemporary Conservatives: Small govt, free market but with a strong military 
· TERM CHANGED ITS MEANING OVER TIME 

Edmund Burke: 
	-Human nature
- Society
-Revolution and MEASURED reform 
-Govt and representation: little platoons where power is distributed IMPORTANT

19th century conservatism:
· De Maistre: Ppl need to recognize the majesty of the pope/king
· Need a combination of awe and respect 
· Catholic Church (Pius IX): rejects liberalism, asserts Catholicism as the only religion, denies application of human reason to human affairs 
· Cultural Conservatism: Objects to industrial capitalism, “Emotion>Reason”

Posner on Conservatism:
· Three types of conservatives: 
· Economic ;: minimal state, no taxes, free market
· Security: strong military and foreign policy, tough laws
· Social: Traditional, values of anti abortion, religion: Church= politic
· Disagreements among conservatives: types of conservatives

Socialism: 
· Property owned by society: problem with capitalism
· Basic goods should be produced with the aim of benefitting all 
· Against capitalism and its unequal distribution of power: distributes income/wealth massively unequally
· Origin: Industrial Revolution’s dangerous, difficult, undignified factory work
· Moral objections to exploitation, poverty and greed
· “Scientific” Claims about Historical change and the end of capitalism
· KNOW: More, Saint-Simon, Fourier, Owen
· Karl Marx: Alienation, kinds of alienation, assumes atheism then explains religion, history of class struggle, development of technology, Economics and exploitation, Produce more than you make (profit), human nature: fundamentally creative, the state: committee for running affairs of businessmen, can have its own interests
· Marx’s theory of history: Level of devlpmt of the productive force explains the nature of the economic structure (relations of nature)
· Economic structure determine legal and political superstructure
Later Socialism
· Engels: develpmt of ideas, publicized them
· Bernstein: changes from being a revolutionary socialist to an evolutionary socialist
· Fabians: getting socialism through power of vote and then nationalizing large parts of the economy
· Brian barry: Socialism is fundamentally concerned to notice the collective action problems we face and externalities 
· Michael Freeden: Importance of equality, fundamental labourers, idea of workers flourishing, history is going somewhere

Fascism: 
· “Fasces”- strength through unity 
· Totalitarian- state has TOTAL control 
· Not allowing authority b/w individuals and the state
· Not allowing un state authorized activities
· Reactionary, xenophobic, nationalist, racist
· Counter enlightenment: freedom/equality/use of reason: TRASH because they’re modern
· Nationalism: Superiority of one’s own nation 
· Elitism: Idea that no matter how you organize any group, it will be dominated by a group of elites
· Iron law of oligarchy
· Irrationalism: Appeal to the gut not their mind

Hitler: 
· Nazism= Fascism+ Racism
· Resentment about end of WWI
· German ppl “Volk” must defeat natural enemies; Jews, communists and liberals
· Anti-political ideology: Politics- discussion, coordination, common solutions. Fascism destroy them. 
· Need a strong, dominant leader “Fuhrerprinzip”
· Nationalism
· Lebensraum: Living space- Aryan ppl need more 
· Social Darwinism: pseudo scientific racism, survival of the fittest race
· Racism and Anti-Semitism 

Feminism:
· Wants to get rid of female subordination, no differences
· Liberal Feminism: Wollstencraft: men and women are equal
· Radical Feminism: Emphasize that we’re equally valuable, but there’s a difference! Women> Men. 
· Justice and Care: gilligan’s island, experiments on moral psychology: allegation: justice is male centred (moral math, abstraction) Women: Care ethic (particulars, moral complexity) 
· Different way of thinking

Liberation Ideologies: 
· Racism and Black liberation: alleged differences because of physicalities: sign of something deeper, justified treating anyone who’s not white as subordinates cuz I’m white
· Using that to claim political power: give yourself permission to do something
· LGBTI Liberation: Differences b/w sexual orientation (what are you into)and gender identity (what sex you associate with) - not related
· Internal diversity within LGBT, but there’s shared trouble/ bullying
· Aboriginals: large scale murder, domination, treaties, mistreatment, discrimination, the worst off group in states
· Live on traditional lands, treaties, be treated as a nation: Nationalism, but unique
· Animal Liberation: non humans.
· Traditional: Animals as means of use. Ride them, eat them, use them in field, wear them 
· 19th century: Darwin: “origin of species”, recognizes connections b/w species. Bentham: in order to understand how to reform, understand pleasure and pain. 
· Peter Singer and Speciesism: morally objectionable just like racism
· Ridicule, discussion, adoption; still in the stage of ridicule

Serious Environmental problems: 
· Loss of Natural resources
· Some countries (Canada) gotten better, take lead out of gas, coal out of air
· Ceilings on natural resources, but they’re soft resources (fracking) = more $
· Generate harmful things: pesticide, CO2, 
· Population growth stop: 9-12 billion by the end of this century 
· = more people using more resources : unsustainable 

An Ecological Ethic:
· We are part of interdependent natural system 
· Respect for all life equally
· Recognition that we are not special
· Human power= human responsibility (capacity to destroy the planet) 
· Stewardship: Think in terms not of next election or epoch, but think in terms of generations from now. Hand it down in a good condition. 

Light greens and Dark greens:
· Shallow environmentalism: recognize problems, but not because of intrinsic value of living things, because we need the plant
· Deep ecology: Intrinsic value of all organisms “Gaia” 

Islam, Mohamemed
· Islam: religion, radical islam: ideology
· Using religion to justify political decisions 
· Know: Islam, Mohammed, Flight and success, Ji’had
· Qu’Ran: Relation to Judaism/Christianity: MARY has a chapter named after her 

Radical Islamists
· Muslim Counter Enlightenment 
· Reaction to power (refusal to accept) of French/English in Muslim dominated countries
· Sayyid Qutb (1906-1966): Emphasized Jahiliyya (ignorance/darkness). Original age of darkness: before Gabriel spoke to Mohammed, now: Secular, false ideas dominate muslim countries
· Muslims have false consciousness: believe they can be good muslims while watching Hollywood, dressing Western, etc. 
· Inspired Western Offensive Holy War: fight the jihad (struggle within ourselves, and struggle with secularism)

The Future of Ideology
· Nationalism and Ideology: Nationalism will likely be around
· Religion and Ideology: religion will be around
· Environment and Ideology: Issues will not get any less serious
· THE END OF IDEOLOGY? – all agree on liberal capitalist: Didn’t happen, likely won’t happen
