Languages
- the official language of Rome was Latin.
- the language derived from Latin are Spanish, Portuguese, French, Italian, English
What did the Romans give us?
- medicine, drugs
- aqueduct
- road, engineering
- concrete
aqueduct
- ancient pipeline that delivers fresh water
concrete
- Romans have discovered concrete
- this is significant because it shows how strong it is because they are still standing today
tribal arch
- a place where soldiers or emperor gathers people to tell them something
Arches
 - romans used the architecture of arches than a column. This distributes stress on buildings.
The Mythological founding of Rome
- the guy who found Rome is Romulus, however, there are events that leads up to the founding of Rome.
Virgil, The Aeneid
Virgil was a poet that wrote the Aeneid. The Aeneid is a poem that tells the legendary story of Aeneas, a hero of the Trojan War and how he travelled to Italy, where he became the ancestor of Rome.
Aeneas
- he is a hero of the Trojan war that fled Troy during the massacre along with his son Ascanius and his father Anchises.
- he was born from a mortal father, Anchises and a Goddess Venus, Aphrodite. (half god half mortal)
- They set foot on Carthage, where Juno, Hera made the Queen of Carthage, Dido marry Aeneas. However, Jupiter (Zeus), told him to secretly sneak away to find his own land. Queen Dido commits suicide and curses at Aeneas which will cause war with Rome after centuries.
-Aeneas finds the land in Italy called Latium. Aeneas marries Lavinia, the daughter of the king of Latium because the king heard a prophecy that his daughter will marry a man from another land.
- However, Lavinia was supposed to marry a king from a different land. The fiancé of Lavinia gets enraged and attacks Aeneas. Aeneas prevails and defeats them. Aeneas then called the land Lavinium after his wife.
- Aeneas' Son Ascanius left his mom Lavinia in charge of Lavinium and found the city of Alba Longa and became its first king and had a son named Silvius.
Livy, ab urbe condita
- is a book that describes the legend of Aeneas all the way through founding of Rome by Romulus
Numitor and Amulius
-Numitor and Amulius were twins that were born in the generations of kings of Alba Longa.
- Amulius was the evil brother as he murdered Numitor's sons and exhiled him out of the city. then he entrapped Numitor's virgin daughter Rhea Silvia in a tower.
- Mars/Ares, the god of War saw the beautiful Rhea and impregnated her. When Amulius saw that Rhea was pregnant, he ordered for her and her twin children's death. Rhea died and the twin baby was left in a basket beside the Tiber river during the flood.
Romulus and Remus
- The twin brother Romulus and Remus was carried down the Tiber river in a basket until it reached a region south of Alba Longa that will later be called Rome.
- A she-wolf named Lupa, meaning (prostitute) adopts them as cubs and raises them
- A Sheppard named Faustalus sees the twins and raises them because it is more suitable for a human to raise them. Faustalus was in a region still under control of Amulius.
-The twins were named Romulus and Remus after the word Ruma, which means 'tit'
- the twins were seen as natural leaders and people recognized them as having a differnt bloodline because they were too good to be the sons of a Sheppard.
- Later, they discover what happened in the past and kills Amulius and delivers Amulius' head on a platter to Numitor. Then they deny the throne and lead on to find their own land.
-They reach the place where the Tiber river carried them to the she-wolf.
- Romulus goes to Palatine hill and Remus goes to Aventine hill to seek vultures to compete who will be the rightful king.
- Remus spot 6 and Romulus says he spotted 12. People say Romulus might have lied.
- Some time later, fight occurs. Remus jumps over Romulus wall and Romulus chops him in half and says 'sic deinde quicumque alius transiliet moenia mea'! which means ' and so be damned whoever shall jump over my walls!'
- Romulus finishes the wall and named it Rome after his name.
- Official date of founding of Rome is 21 April, 753 B.C
Lecture2
Archaic Italy and Sight of Rome
- around 1300 - 1100 B.C, Trojan War Occurs
- 350,000 B.P, devil's footprints were found (possibly people running away from volcanoes)
- 100,000 B.P Neanderthal's skulls were found in site of Rome
- 4000 B.C we start to see evidence of agriculture 
- around 2000 B.C they find copper tools and there are specialization. they also find decorations.
- 1800 B.C we find Bronze age, Bronze tool (innovation in metal works)
- from 1800 B.C to 1300 B.C, they find that there are trades between cities or people moving to cities.
- in middle Bronze age, influences from other cities like Mycenae and indo-Europeans are shown.
- Mycenaean's came to trade and Indo- Europeans came to settle
- This is called Apennine Culture because the route to Latium was in Apennine mountain.
- different Type of Indo- Europeans from central Europe started interacting around end of Bronze age
- This is called Urn-field culture because these people cremated their death.
- All of these culture creates Latial culture
- around 900 B.C, they encounter Villanovan culture, Early iron age
- Phoenicians came in looking for metals and Etruscans were more advanced group in Italy
- 800 B.C, Greeks divide to put more footholds in Italy, they settled in Sicily
- Early Romans called Sicily 'Magna Graecia' (Great Greeks) because there were so many Greeks around 750 B.C
- The region of Rome is a good place because it is easily defendable because it is surrounded by hills and the Tiber river gave them water, the hills were very old volcanoes therefore having rich volcanic soil. Also the region behind the hills were rich natural resources such as lumber, Metal, and Salt.
Lecture 3
At this point, Romulus had claimed the name of the city on top of Palatine Hill as Rome.
There are many other tribes around. There is another main tribe called the Sabines on the Quirinal hill.
Somewhere around 750 B.C to 725 B.C, Rome became one settlement.
Rape of the Sabine Woman
- at this point, no one wanted to join the city of Rome. Therefore, Romulus came with an idea to accept all the rejected, criminals, and the homeless into his city. However, he did not have any woman
- So he held a festival at his city to celebrate the God Neptune and most tribes attended it.
- When Romulus gave the signal, All the Romans grabbed a woman and fled.
- the woman were told that they would be treated fairly and given every civil rights
- The king of the Sabines, Titus Tatius plans for war.
- Many tribes went war with Rome, however, Rome kept repelling them and kept gaining more land.
- at this point, the biggest Tribe, The Sabines did not make a move yet
- One day, Titus Tatius decides to act and invade Rome.
- Titus Tatius comes across a woman named Tarpeia at the gates of citadel and she said she would let them in the city if they "gave her what is on their left arm" she meant the golden bracelets, however, they beat her down with the shield with on their left arm and beat her to death. She is thrown off the Tarpeian rock and this happened because traitors at this time were very frowned upon.
- before the Sabines could go into war, the woman stopped the fight and said that they like this city and they would have to kill them first before going into war.
- Sabine people joined with Romans and became Romans
Values
- Romans had (4) essential values or qualities to make a perfect Roman
1. Virtus / Virtues
	- knowing what is good or evil, useful or useless, being able to differentiate the opposite and also to protect good from evil and fight evil. to give yourself and to devote yourself to the state, protection of the state. (state comes first, family comes second, yourself comes third)
2. Pietas/ Piety
	- being trustworthy. Do you honour your words and keep them? Do you keep your oath?
3. Gravitas / Gravity (seriousness)
	- being serious and not joke around. Showing you are in control of yourself and your emotions. you are dignified.
4. Constantia/ Constancy (perseverance)
	- you go for what you want, you do not stop.. Doing what is necessary whether you like it or not. Never accept defeat because you are a Roman.
Dignitas and Auctoritas
 - are achieved status that gives you high status. It shows dignity and earns personal respect.
- Dignitas and Auctorias combine too show leadership. if someone with one of these gives you their word, you believe it because they have these status.
Mos Maiorum
- Customs of ancestors.
Res Novae ( new things)
- change from custom and tradition
- people who did new things were hunted down by mobs of aristocrats that did not want change.
- however something that is not a Roman custom but have been practiced before Rome culture were accepted ex. Jews
Roman Architecture
- Porta/ Gate into Rome (Porta Appia = Appian Gate)
- Via / Road
- Pons/ Bridge 
	- Pons Sublicious is Romes first bridge made of wood
	- Pons Fabricius is Rome's best preserved bridge. This bridge had arches and holes to let the Tiber river pass by when it floods. Also it could carry more loads because it was made of concrete.
- Aqueductus / Aqueduct
	- hey built it in a gentle slope. Tapped into the reservoir, not too low not too high.
- Thermae / Bathhouse
	- these bath houses were a constant reminder of how great whoever built the complex was (propaganda).
- Templum / Temple
	- Pantheon - was a temple dedicated to all Gods
- Theatrum / theatre
	- made of wood. you could pick up the theatre and move them
	- amphitheatre  - coliseum was an example of an amphitheatre.
- Obeliscus / Obelisks
	- Obeliscus Constantin is the tallest obelisk in Rome.
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Roman Names
- Tria Nomina ( 3 name system) was used in Rome.
- First name : Praenomen                                        Family Name : Nomen                          Cognomen
-Gentrilicium : family name
- Agnomen: any name that comes after first cognomen is agnomen.
Name example
- Gaius Aelius Maximinus (Praenomen, Nomen, Cognomen)
- also written as C. Aelius Maximinus. The Praenomen can be just initialized.
- Gaius and Gnaeus were Etruscan names and G was pronounced C, every other names were normal.
- the family name gets passed down, does not change over generation. The cognomen are very open.
- people were usually referred as Nomen & cognomen
- Filiation: were used during formal situation(ex. voting) Filius -> son of, Nepos -> grandson of
- example: Gaius Aelius Marci Filius (son of Marci) Sexti Nepos (grandson of Sexti) Maximinus 
Agnomen
Gaius Aelius Germanicus <- if you won a war against Germanica
Gaius Aelius Germanicus Sarmaticus <- if you also won a war in Sarmaticus
Gaius Aelius Germiinus Sarmaticus Pius <- the dutiful, devoted
- the first son almost always takes the father's first name.
- another son might have the same name as father or grandfather or a relative.
- female is given a cognomen from dad's praenomen 
ex. Aelia (Gaii)<-from Gaius  Maxima "Secunda"<- it was not uncommon to name children as numbers 
- Female's Praenomen was not important.
The Regal Period (753 B.C - 509 B.C)       (the kings of Rome)
Romulus
- Romulus is the 1st official king of Rome. (latin king)
- Titus Tatius of the Sabine tribe was co- ruler however, he dies after 5 years, therefore he was never counted as 2nd king of Rome.
- for 37 years, Romulus was king but was known as crazy, stupid, bad ruler
- after 37 years, the people were just about to revolt. Coincidentally a storm came by and Romulus disappeared.
- some say he was picked up by tornado, some say he was carried off to heaven to live with the Gods. However, most likely he was murdered and hidden.
Numa Pompilius
- was the 2nd king of Rome (Sabine King)
- he was a very holy and pious man that helped the people and devoted himself to the state
- he died of old age
Tullus Hostillius
- was the 3rd King of Rome. (Latin King)
- he was very hostile.
- He destroyed Alba Longa
- he was very militaristic and not as pious and ignored the Gods
- during the rain, Rome was hit by the plague. When Tullus asked for God's help, he was striked down by lightning by Jupiter (Zeus)
Aneus Marcius
- was the 4th king of Rome (Sabine King)
- became king when plague came to an end
- he was credited for building the first bridge over the Tiber river
- he was also militaristic however, revered the Gods.
- he was a good ruler and died of old age
Tarquinius Priscus
- was the 5th king of Rome (Etruscan King)
- he sent Aneus Marcius' son away (exiled)
- at this point, Etruscans held lots of power in Rome.
- he expanded lands but he waged war of the Etruscans.
- the son of Aneus Marcius comes back and kills Taruinius but did not take the throne.
Servius Tullius
- was the 6th king of Rome (no one knows if he was Latin, Sabine, or Etruscan)
- he continued expansion of Rome and continued the hostility with the Etruscans.
- he apparently built the Servian wall.
- his daughter married Tarquinius Priscus' son who assassinates Servius and becomes king.
Tarquinius Suberbus
- was the 7th and the LAST king of Rome (Etruscan King)
- he was known as a Tyrant and the worst king of Rome during the Regal period.
- he takes all people's rights and creates monarchy to start taking control over the state.
- he had a son named Sextus Tarquinius who meets cousin, Lucious Tarquinius Collatinus and starts bragging about wives. Lucious did not verbally brag however, took Sextus back to his home to show her.
- Sextus overcomes by lust and rapes Lucious Tarquinius wife. The wife demanded he kill her because she is lives for the honour. However, when Sextus threatens her to expose a lie about her having an affair with a slave, she gives up.
- Lucious Junius Brutus was travelling with friend and nephew of the king Tarquinius Superbus, Lucious Tarquinius Collatinus when they heard the news. Lucious Tarquinius' wife commits suicide.
- they start revolt and strips Superbus of his powers.
- 509 B.C Roman Regal Period ends and Roman Republic Starts.
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Roman Republic (509 B.C - 27 B.C)
- starts with the fall of Tarquinius Superbus.
- founders of the republic was I. Julius. Brutus, L. Tarquinius. Collatinus, P. Valerius Publicola.
-  instead of a king, there were (2) consuls who shared the power equally.
- Juius Brutus  & Tarquinius Collatinus becomes the first consuls 
- people were agitated that Tarquinius is a blood relative of the tyrant
- Tarquinius voluntarily was exiled along with his family members
- Publicola took Tarquinius' place as the 2nd consul
- Inside Rome, there were secret mission where Tarquinius Superbus was trying to get his power back.
- a slave overhears the group that were trying to make a revolution. The traitors were trapped and were guilty of treason. Some members included Brutus' sons
- After dealing with conspirators,  they built the temple of Jupiter Optimus Maximus. There are (3) main chambers dedicated to Jupiter, Juno, and athena. It is the most important temple in Rome.
- Tarquinius Superbus was not yet done and starts war against Rome at Silva Arsia.
- The Battle of Silva Arsia ends with the Rome as the victors. Lucious Iunius Brutus dies during battle
- Tarquinius Superbus persuades Etruscans to attack Rome once again 
- The Etruscans were on the other side of the Tiber River near the bridge.
- The Romans needed time to break down the bridge. One hero named P. Horatius Cocles single headedly takes care of the Etruscans up on the bridge while Romans chop down the bridge.
- Cocles jumps in the river and swims back. Gaius Mucious was sent as an assassin to murder the king clusium.
- There was (2) people sleeping. Mucious kills the slave and the king captured Mucious.
- They tortured Mucious by putting his right hand into hot coals. Mucious makes no expression
- king of Clusium asks 'are all Romans like you?' and is intimidated and retreats.
Lecture 6
- These legends were legendary and exaggerated for the illustration of the ideal Roman. Mucious, Cocles, and Lucretia all shows Roman Virtus.
- there was a treaty where king clusium would take some hostages of Rome and they will remain peaceful.
- back in the days, being a hostage was good because they lived within court of king and learned new culture. (voluntary hostage)
- because  Rome was making treaties with other cities, Rome seemed like they ran the Latium region.
- other villages of Latium felt threatened and formed Latin League.
-some say, Tarquinius Superbus persuaded them, but most likely, Rome gaining land made other Latium villages felt weak and Rome was growing powerful.
- this results in the Battle of Lake Regillus (496 B.C) it resulted in a draw. and severely weakened both parties.
- Large cities such as AEQUI tribe and VOLSCI tribe that had big hostility against Rome was making their moves.
- at 493 B.C, the Roman consuls drew up a treaty with the Latin League.
- this treaty is called 'Faedus Cassianum' . there were (4) conditions to this treaty.
1.Eternal Peace
2.Military co-operation. - whoever summons the army gets to control it.
3. Share loot from military expeditions (Romans had advantage because Latin villages had to share)
4.Latin League Rights  (Latin League already had them)
	- 'Conubium'- marriages within tribes
	-'Commercium' - free trade between Rome and Latin League
	-'Migratio' - everyone is able to become a citizen in any village
- Rome has more advantages in this treaty. Rome gets half of the shared loot while Latin villages had to share between Latin villages.
Latin Language
- there were no I,U,W in the alphabet 
- Latin had a mixture of Etruscan , Greek, culture of words
- C was pronounced with a G
- after invading Greek cities. they obtained Greek alphabets such as Y and Z.

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Roman Society & Class Structure
- The Roman class is based on your wealth, citizenship, and freedom
- mostly men had citizenship and woman only had citizen status.
- there were (2) main classes of Rome. Patricians or Plebeians.
- Plebeians were mostly not wealthy people and Patrician class were not always wealthy but had ancestors that had a high status in the past.
- There were (2) orders, Senatorial order and Equestrian order.
- Senatorial order defined wealth with the amount of land you own.
- Equestrian order had to have at least 400,000 Sesteres which are silver coins used for currency.
- The Patrons could help Clients and clients pay them back with service or fee.
- a patron could have had patron for themselves.
- Otium - means leisure, if you had enough money to slack around. Negotium were people that could not afford to slack around and had to work hard to live.
- Roman economy was mostly based on slavery. However Slaves outnumbered the Romans by a lot.
- Slaves were either captured during wars, sold by slave traders, found by kidnapping, army deserters, criminals punished, unwanted children (orphans), selling children for money, or if (2) slaves had a baby.
- Slavery was a huge industry and were considered as a property.
- slave had a job varied from city worker, rural farm worker, nanny, but worst case scenario was a mine worker, because slaves died while working at mines.
- 70,000 - 200,000 slaves revolted for (4) years before losing the revolt in Sicily.
- There was a Slave revolt in Roman soil in 73 B.C. - 71 B.C led by Spartacus.
- in 71 B.C, Spartacus revolt was crushed and punished. All soldiers were crucified and made a lesson to other people not to start a revolution.
- Romans were also given a lesson that slaves do not like to be treated poorly.
- After the slave revolt, The slaves were able to get their own land.
- Manumission was a ritual of freeing of a slave. when slaves were freed, they would take off their collar, and were given Pilleus, which shows that they were freed.
- some slaves would buy their freedom. Sometimes, freed slaves would become a client of their ex-master and sometimes become more wealthier than their ex- master.
- freed slaves were not citizens of Rome unless they have children (who would gain citizenship) or if their master completes paperwork that takes years for the slave to gain citizenship.
- just because they did not have citizenship did not mean they did not have rights. They gained Libertus (freedom) and could have started any business they liked.
- Freed slaves took the Praenomen and Nomen of their masters and used their own name as Cognomen. also added small L in front of their cognomen which stands for "Libertus"
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Roman Republic (continued) (509 B.C - 27 B.C)
- Appius Claudius has basically set himself as a dictator. He is bending the rules at his own whim and he tried to pursue Virginia, daughter of Virginius.
- Virginius stabs his daughter because it is better for her to die then be defiled by a horrible man.
- Appius was arrested but committed suicide
- 396 B.C Romans capture Veii, a huge area of land. This was a big victory because it doubled the Roman territory.
- Then there was a Battle of Allia at 386 B.C 18th of July, where the Romans confronted Senones and got their asses kicked.
- 3 days later, Senones invade Rome and lay seige for 7 months.
- Romans pay 1000lbs to have Rome again 
- Romans lost all territory and the Latin league dissolves.
- 358 B.C, they had all their land back and they rebuilt the wall and invaded the Latin League.
- They re made the Latin League treaty but in more favourable way for Rome.
- 343- 341 B.C, Romans confront Samnites. Romans make a treaty with Samnites but pisses of Latin league. Latin league revolts.
- Romans crush Latin League. Latin league wanted another treaty but Romans just converted them into one big Roman State.
- 327 B.C, Samnites revolt for the 2nd Samnite war. In 312 B.C, The censor proposes Roman military highway and builds Via Appia.
- 2nd Samnite war ended with a treaty favourable for Samnites. However, on 3rd Samnite war in          298 B.C - 290 B.C, Romans gain victory and now in control of all central Italy.
- King Pyrrhus From Epirus crosses over with elephants and defeats Rome twice. King Pyrrhus is finally defeated in 275 B.C and he returns back to Epirus. Romans gain recognition from other cities from beating Pyrrhus.

Months
Januarius, Februarius, Martius, Aprilis, Maius, Iunius, Quintilus ->Iulius, Sextilis -> Augustus, September, October, November, December
- in 45 BC. julius caesar renames July after himself
- in 8 AD, Augustus renames August after himself
- Kalends is the first day of the month
- Nones is the 5th day of the month except for in March, May, July and October, then it is 7th day of the month
- Ides is the 13th day of the month except for March, May, July, and October, then it is the 15th day of the month.
to put days, take point of reference then count backwards
Year
- to know the year, you just need to know who took power as consul(s)
ex. 70BC was known as the year of Pompius Magnus and M.Lucious Crassus 
Roman Marriage
- by age 12, a girl could be married, by age 14, a boyo could be married
- Sponsalia, is a promise of engagement
- upper class girls had more arranged marriages and lower class girls had more control on choices, but still need the father's consent.
- slaves would have to be married without choice and mandatory of master's orders
Types of Marriages
- In Manu Mariti, marriage means woman enters the power of the husbands control and out of her fathers control
- In Sine Manu Mariti, means woman is not in power of husband, but retains in control of her belongings and wealth
-Dos is Dowery, or a gift given to a husband, where if divorced, the husband would have to pay the father of the divorce (sine manu mariti)
- there is one major formal ceremony in Patrician marriages. Which is when a toga praetexta(a toga with a purple stripe) is removed from the bride and a wedding dress (white tunic) is worn
- she would braid her hair into 7 braids and wear a knot of hercules symbolizing fertility
- sometimes, they would sacrifice something for good luck
- after a wedding, there would be a feast
- Mustaceum  is a wedding cake that was traditional
- the groom takes bride to his house
- the bride would be taken to the hearth of the house then she would be taken to the bedroom and be undressed and wait for the bride to consummate the marriage
- Epithalamium was a poem sang in the house while the newlyweds consummated the marriage
- Afflectio Maritalis, the intent to be married is actually the only necessity to be married.
- if you want to be divorced, you have to say you no longer have Afflectio Maritalis in front of witnesses
- Contubermium means that they live together but not legally married (slave marriages)
Roman Family
- the romans did not have terms for babies and the terms for children were Liberi.
- stages of age : Puer, Adulescents, Juvenis, Senior, Senex, aetate provectus
- Stages of age for woman : Puella, virgo, uxor, matrona, anus.
- there were benefits of having kids. if a woman had 3 kids, she would be free from her father or husband's commands, and if a slave had 4 kids, she would gain freedom.
- Childbirth occurred in homes and father would not be present 
- born baby was wrapped like a mummy and was kept with its mother for a week without presence of a father.
- father or Paterfamilias would make decisions of keeping baby or not was called Patria Protestas which meant the power of the head family.
- if father does not want the baby, he may leave it somewhere in the physical elements (exposure)
- exposure did not always lead to death.
- a reason for why father might not want child could be that the child would be handicapped, or illegitimate, or the parents inability to raise them (money)
- paterfamilias power and control over his family lasted until  he died or was unable to provide for the family.
- if paterfamilias was to keep the child, he would name it from Dies lustricus (day of purification)
- the child would wear an amulet - Bulla, around it's neck to ward off evil spirits until young adulthood.
- the child would get a wetnurse and raise him as a mother
- boys went to school and girls sometimes did
- school lasted from age 7 - 12. girls were expected to be married after age of 12.
- paedagogus, is a person who would get the kids ready for school, then babysit after
- children were taught history of Rome, writing, memorization, etc.
- girls could have went to school, but mostly did not and were taught basically the same thing at home.

Roman Republic (Continued) (509BC - 27 BC)
- Rome was internationally recognized for defeating king Pyrrhus at this point.
- First Punic war started at 264 BC. First punic war was over Sicily.  Carthage and Greek people have settled in Sicily.
- in 289 BC, Greek people hired Italian mercenaries to help them. However, the mercenaries did not like Sicily and revolted and attacked Syracuse and took over Mesona.
- at 265 BC, the Syracusans mass and army and attack the mercenaries. Mercenaries see Carthagians and ask for help. However, the Carthagians join forces with the Syracusans. The mercenaries needed allies and joined with Rome.
- when Rome asked why they should help the mercenaries, there were (4) points
	- Syracuse has Greeks that can trade with
	- Mesona is a point where you can easily get into Italy.
	- there will be a lot of loot.
	- asked if they didnt want to see who is stronger? rome or Carthage?
- Carthagians did not want to start a war with Rome but Romans started and could not back down.
- The First Punic War, lasted from 264 BC - 241 BC.
- The Pheonicians were very advanced in sea power, and Romans had land power but weak in naval power.
- Romans captured a carthaginian warship and copied 100 ships in 60 days.
- the boat they captured was Quinquereme.
-Romans installed a battle bridge, to bring the naval battle to land battle.
- Romans lost lots of ships from storms because the bridge caught winds
- Battle of Bagradas occurred at 255 BC and Romans got ambushed and lost
- Battle of Drepana in 249 BC, Romans lost in a scandal
- by 249 BC, Romans basically forced most of Carthaginians out of Sicily.
- Romans had 123 ships lead by P. Claudius Pulcher. 
- Romans had a ritual where they had sacred chickens and sacred twinkies, when they crumble twinkies and if chicken eats it, it means they would win the war.
- Publius Claudius throws the chicken over the ship because it did not eat the twinkie. He lost the battle and was hit by storm on way back and only his ship made it back
- Hamilcar Barca was sent to fight Rome. After 3  years of success and defeating Rome, he was recalled back to Carthage.
- Carthaginians were forced to make treaty with Romans where Sicily is Romans land and Carthaginians were to pay Romans tons of silver
- First punic war ends in 241 BC. 
- in 237 BC Romans decide they want Corsica and Sardinia and takes them. The Carthaginians could not fight back because the mercenaries in Carthage were in revolt because Carthage cannot pay them due to treaty.
- in 237 BC, Hamilcar Barca takes Southern Spain and Rome takes Northern Spain.
- in 229 BC, Hamilcar Barca dies and his son takes over for him.
- in 226 BC, Carthaginians and Romans agree that the Ebro River will be the border and they will not cross it.
- Hasdrubal, Hamilcar Barca's son dies and other son takes over (Hannibal)
- A legend says that Hannibal swore he will always be an enemy to the Romans.
- 219 BC, Hannibal moves up and takes a city, Saguntum
- Saguntum asks Romans for help and Romans agree. even though it is south of the river, Romans say that they are allies and in 218 BC, second Punic war occurs and lasts until 201 BC.
- Romans thought this battle would take place on Spain but could not find Carthaginians. This is becausse Hannibal retreated army and crossed the alps when war occurred and 26,000 men went around Romans. 
- Hannibal joins forces with lots of Gaul forces and make allies.
- Hannival finally sees Romans and starts Battle of Ticinus, where Romans lose
- Hannibal keeps moving down to Northern Italy and flanked Roman army and killed 30,000 Romans in Battle of Trebia River.
- Hannibal keeps moving down and starts attacking Rome's allies and cities just to bug the Romans.
- in 217 BC, Battle of Trasimene, 40,000 Romans are killed and leader was captured.
- in 216 BC, battle of Cannae, Romans gather a major army and 65,000 Romans are killed. IT was the worst defeat in Roman history.
- Macedonian king, Phillip the 5th decided to take Rome and makes treaty with Hannibal in 215 BC. and supplies him.
- Now Romans has a new enemy and starts Macedonian war.
- Romans are fighting 4 front war, In Sicily, Spain, Northern Italy, and Macedonians.
- Quintus Fabius Maximus suggests to cut supplies, take out Sicily, and do not meet Hannibal's army.
- in 212 BC they take Syracuse and kills Archemedes, the mathematician helping Carthage.
- Italy also used Scorched Earth Policy where burning all crops so Hannibal could not re- supply within Italy.
- Romans were kept pushed southward by Hannibal
- in 211 BC Romans treaty with Macedonia
- between 211 BC - 205 BC, Hannibal isnt doing much and just roaming around.
- Hannibal requests reinforcements from his brother in Spain, Hasdrubal (other Hasdrubal) and Hasdrubal takes same route as Hannibal did but dies in battle.
- in 204 BC, Rome invades Carthage and 203 BC Hannibal is recalled.
- in 202 BC, Battle of Zama, crushes Hannibal's army for once and 201 BC they draw a peace treaty that states Carthage cant have more than 10 ships, they cannot have an army, also, had to pay Rome for 50 years.
- Scipio the general is given a name Africanus saying conqueror of African and Hannibal commits suicide by drinking rotten bulls blood.
- right after the 2nd punic war, Phillup the 5th starts campaigning into other Greek states. The greek state asked the Romans for help and they enter 2nd macedonian War.
- 2nd Macedonian war ended at the Battle of Cynocephalae and beat phillip in 196 BC.
- in 192 BC, Antiochus the 3rd of Selencial Empire starts campaign of extending to Greece.
- Greece asks Romans for help and Romans beat Antiochus the 3rd in Battle of Magnesia in 190 BC.
- at this point, they got Carthage, Gauls, and Macedonians under control and they have spain, sicily, and parts of Asia minor. (Rome is on the rise).
- At this point, Rome is seen undefeatable with 150,000 soldiers.
- Romans had endless supplies due to treaties
- in 171 BC, son of Phillip, Perseus Starts collecting allies to attack Rome.
- Rome beats Perseus and plunder Macedonia and sells Macedonians as slaves in 3rd Macedonian war.
- in 149 BC, son of Perseus pops up out of nowhere claiming he is the son of Perseus and the king of Macedonia. He was beaten right next year. (4th Macedonian war).
- 149 BC, is also the start of the 3rd Punic war. When the carthaginians pays Rome for 50 years of debt, they say now they can raise an army. romans said that is not how it works and carthaginians said they were going to war and gets crushed by the Numidians (allies of Rome).
- Carthaginians were seen as annoying and Rome wanted to wipe out and wage war on Carthage.
- Scipio Aemilianus in 147 BC, he is running for the position of consul. He was adopted by Publiolus Scipio Africanus the guy that beat Hannibal. The consuls said No but the Trebia of Plebians said it was a democracy and elected him a consul.
- Scipio later is voted to be sent to Africa and wipes out Carthage. Sells Carthaginian people as slaves and burned Carthage to the ground and Carthage was gone.
- in 146 BC Africa becomes a Roman Province, and Achaean league declares a war on Rome and loses.
- also Rome destroys Corinth, the most populated Greece city and Achea, Macedonia becomes Roman provinces.
- greek culture inflate in Rome due to Greek sculptures and Greek slaves influencing Rome.
- Concordia - anything anyone does should be in the interest and benefit of Rome.
- Concordia was being broken as the rich becomes richer, more corruption in the government, and slaves stacking up.
- in 133 BC, the Gracchus brothers state farms should go to the peasants instead of senators and aristocrats.
- at this time, Attalus the 3rd of Pergamum of Asia dies and leaves the province to Rome in his will.
- Tiberius Gracchus believes the land was left for the people
- senators beat Tiberius Gracchus to death.
- in 123 BC, Gaius Gracchus becomes Tribune of Plebs. and continues to go along the Tiberius's plan by taking powers away from higher upper classes 
- in 122 BC, senate manages him to not get elected. Gaius's supporters were murdered and Gaius commits suicide.
- things get worse in Rome and people start getting so much power enough to gain power as a dictator.
- Romans start losing wars and they have problem with training soldiers, finding soldiers, and generals become corrupted and senators are corrupted.
- Rome starts to have issues with their ally, Numidia in 111 BC, Rome attacks Numidia.
- in 108 BC, Gaius Marius runs for consul saying he will crush Numidia. He was elected consul 7 times, longest in Roman Republic history. He did manage to crush Numidia but thanks to Lucious Cornelius Sulla.
- Sulla planned to take out the king Jugurtha of Numidia and it worked.
- Romans kept being defeated by (2) tribes around the Gallic area called the Cimbri and the Tutones.
- Rome sends Gaius Marius and he beats Tutones in the battle of Sextiae and beats Cimbri at Battle of Vercellae
- Lucious Cornelius Sulla was with him strategizing.
- Later, Sulla is asked to deal with pirate issues in the Mediterranean. Sulla was asked to deal with pirates coming from Cilicia.
-  Sulla conquors Cilicia and makes it a Rome province in 101 BC.
- Rome at this time had Latin Allies and Italian Allies. Italian Allies were gaining hostility because they do so much for Rome but get so little.
- Socii = Allies
- Social war starts in 91 BC, where Italian allies declare a war on Rome because they just wanted their fair share. They did not do this by hatred of Rome but wanted them to notice them. In 87 BC, Rome declares everyone under the south of Po river Roman citizens unless they rebel against Rome. The poeple on Top of the Po River just had Italian allies rights
- Sulla was seen more successful and starts gaining respect from people.
- Mithridates the 6th, king on Pontus, starts harassing Roman territories in Asia Minor.
in 89 BC, when king of Pontus invades and Rome just watches him and observes him to see what he does next.
- in the summer of 88 BC, Mithridates takes 80,000 Romans and slaughters them.
- Sulla goes into East to beat off Mithridates, Gaius Marius convinces and manipulates the system with his supporters and takes his place as a general.
- 88 BC, Sulla hears this and decides to conquer Mithridates anyways and at the same time conquer Rome.
- Sulla straightens things out and exhiles  Gaius Marius. Sulla heads back to Mithridates 
- In 87 BC, Lucious Cornelius Cinna starts to partner up with Gaius Marius and siege Rome and they make themselves consuls in 86 BC. Gaius Marius dies 2 weeks after.
- Marius and Cinna make a list of Sulla's supporters on wanted posters to capture them
- when Sulla finally defeats Mithridates in 85 BC, Sulla heads back to Italy in 83 BC.
- Cinna dies in 84 BC Marius dies in 86 BC and there is a messed up system in Rome when Sulla heads back again.
- Sulla Sieges Rome for the second time and in 82 BC becomes dictator for 2 years. Sulla gives more power to the senate and takes power from the people
- at 80 BC, retires from dictatorship and goes away and dies.
- When Sulla's followers fled from the arrest warrants, some of his follwers were CN, Pompeius, M. Licinius Crassus and Q. Caecillius Metellus Pius.
- at this point, Q. Sertorius rebels in 80 BC and by 77 BC, he has control of most of Spain.
- Also there are more pirates in the Asia. Pompey deals with Sertorius in the Asia. 
- in 73 BC, Spartacus and Crixus breaks out of gladiator school 
- Spartacus wanted slaves to settle on North of Italy in Gaul regions and Crixus wanted to plunder Southern Italy and they split.
- Spartacus was home free however changed his mind and marched back to Rome.
- Crassus gets an army and fights Spartacus army. Spartacus dies in battle.
- Pompey takes Spartacus' army and 60,000 of them and to make an example along the via appia, crucified them.
- Pompey and Crassus were made Consuls.
- There were pirates in Crete and Metellus goes out and makes Crete a Roman Province.
- There were still more pirates everywhere. Pompey was able to take his army out of his province and finishes off the pirates in about a year. At this time, Mithridates acts up again.
- Mithridates the 6th decides to attack Rome again. Pompey fights and wins at 65 BC and forces him out of Pontus.
- in 64 BC, makes Pontus a Roman province and also in 64 BC, Syria is also made province by Pompey.
- Then he sees Jerusalem (Judea), and takes over and makes it a province also in 64 BC ( however, they made it a Roman controlled state which means that the ruler is someone from Jerusalem but does acts in favour of Rome.)
- Conquering these lands made Pompey and his soldiers very rich.
- At this time , Pompey and Crassus are working against the Gaius Marius supporters.
- Also at this time, C. Julius Caesar was making a name for himself. He was a great general and a great speaker.
- there were gaius marius'  supporters that were preventing Crassus and Pompey from doing what they wanted. Julius Caesar had the same problem, therefore joins forces with them and forms Triumvirate (three men).
- both Pompey and Crassus have money and experience. In 59 BC, Julius Caesar becomes consul. Caesar and Pompey become tight and Crassus was just a bit left out.
- Julius was making legislation and when Senate vetoed, he kicked them out. Julius wants to run for proconsul, however he was dirt poor. Julius was made general of the Cispine Gaul and Illyum in 58 BC.
- Caesar was fiven 5 years of being governor and also gives him Transalpine Gaul.
- Caesar becomes popular from his conquest of Gallic wars by writing his conquests in detail in a book.
- in 55 BC, Pompey and Crassus are consuls again, they see Caesar for who he really is , smart and clever. Julius Caesar was given 5 more years to prevent him from coming back to Rome (they fear he might take over).
- Caesar notices his immense population and decides to plunder Southern England. in 55- 54 BC, He stays there for a bit and then leaves back to Gaul.
- At this time, Crassus being the governor of Syria, Crassus sees Pompey and Caesar getting war victories, he decides to plunder the land on Parthians. They meet at the Battle of Carrhae and gets destroyed by the Parthians. Crassus is captured and killed in 53 BC.
- when Caesar was coming down from England, Vercingatorix rose up and faces Julius Caesar. Vercingatorix is defeated in 51 BC
- Pompey becomes sole consul. Senate votes and takes Caesars powers and make him an enemy of the state.
- in 49 BC, Pompey was eleccted to take Caesar out when the winter ended. and in January 10th of 49 BC, Caesar Marches towards the boundary of Rubicon River, the barrier of Cisalpine Gaul and Rome ( when a governor marches his army outside the barrier of his province, that means they are declaring war on the other province) and Caesar debates if he wants to cross it or not. then he yells ' ALEA IACTA EST' which meant ' the die has been cast' and crosses the line. Pompey flees for the moment because he did not expect Caesar during the winter.
- Caesar takes control over Rome and makes himself dictator and campaigns against Pompey.
- in battle of Pharsalus, Caesar beats Pompey in 48 BC.
- Pompey flees to the city of Alexandria in Egypt. The ruler Ptolemy the 13th and Cleopatra the 7th were well aware of the situation and kills Pompey and gives Caesar the head of Pompey on a platter.
- Caesar stays for a bit and gets caught up in a civil war. Caesar starts having an affair with Cleopatra and takes her side and in 47 BC, she is now a monarch of Egypt.
- Caesar decides to go back to Rome.
- Pontus was brewing up again with Mithridate's son Pharmaces. Caesar defeats him in Battle of Zela and says 'Veni vidi vici'. (I came, I saw, I Conquered)
- Caesar meets army of Pompeys Loyalists and in the battle of Thapsus in North Africa and wins.
- in 45 BC defeats Pompey's sons in battle of Munda.
- Caesar comes back in Rome. He puts his face in coins (first time in history)
- on the coin it says (declator perpetuors) , dictator for life. By 44 BC, Republic was pretty much dead.
- Aristocrats such as M. Iunius Brutus and C. Cassius Longinus senators decides to kill Caesar before he goes off to campaign Parthians.
- in Theatre of Pompey in 15th March of 44th BC he was stabbed 23 times . He rolled in front of Pompey's statue and for dignity, he pulls his toga down because his legs were showing.

- Caesar Dies 44 BC ides of march
- Caesar's co- consul, Marcus Antonius and ex- consul and Caesar's supporter, Marcus Aemilius Lepidus takes over.
they decided not to punish the assassins, however, Caesar's doing ( reform) was not broken ( stayed the same)
- Caesar's will donated his land to the people. Also, Caesars will stated his fortune was given 300,000 sesteres to each citizen.
- citizens realize Caesar was a really good dictator and start a riot to punish the assassins.
- Brutus & Cassius sees danger and leaves Rome
- C. Octavius Thurinus (also known as Augustus), at the age of 19, was adopted by Julius Caesar, changed his name to C. Julius Caesar Octavianus.
- he knows that people (marcus Antonius) are trying to take Caesar's power, therefore Octavian raises up a private army and starts a 'popularity war'.
- Caesar's will of money was not given yet and was held by Marcus Antony.
- Octavian gives out his own family land in order to fulfill Caesar's will.
- People start to dislike Anthony.
- M. Tullius Cicero convinces the senate to kill off Marc Anthony and send Octavian should do it
- Octavian was given Imperiam and in 43 BC, Octavian defeats Marcus Anthony but Anthony flees.
- During this battle, (2) consuls were killed therefore he has power and did not pursue Anthony.
- Octavian wanted the consul spot however, the senate would decline because he is too young.
- in August 43 BC, Octavian Marches into Rome with 6 Legions (about 43,000) soldiers and takes the consul spot.
- Caesar's assassins were condemned and Lepidus (Marcus Antony's friend) convinces Octavian to lease off of Marcus Anthony because he is actually a good guy and they form the 2nd triumvirate.
- Octavian takes 20 legions , Marc Anthony takes 20 Legions and they look for Assassins and the Assassins supporters.
- Marcus Tullinu Cicero was on the wanted list, he did not run away and was killed.
- Marc Anthony had a specific way to kill him.
- they took his head and right hand and nailed it on the podium saying this is the head that spoke the lie and the hand that wrote the lie.
- in 42 BC, people deified Caesar.
- Lepidus runs Rome while they pursue the assassins.
- They meet them in Battle of Phillipi in 42 BC.
- Brutus and Cassius were defeated and commits suicide.
- In 40 BC, they divide the Triumvirate into Empires.
- this meeting was only between Marc Anthony and Octavian.
- Octavian gets East, Marc gets west, and Lepidus gets Africa.
- Marc wanted to avenge Crassus (against Parthians)
- Marc Anthony goes off to Alexandria and meets Cleopatra and starts fooling around.
- this is a problem because he was married to Octavian's sister Octavia and sends her back to Rome and had kids with Cleopatra.
- Octavian did not take this well and started new propaganda towards Marc Anthony. Marc Anthony was accused of raising Egyptian army against Rome, also the land he takes in East will be given to people of Egypt instead of people of Rome because he is an Egyptian now.
- It also seemed that Lepidus was having a very successful campaign and decided to go against Octavian.
- 36 BC, Lepidus revolts and loses. he was exiled.
- 31 BC, Octavian meets Marc Anthony in Battle of Actium. In September.
- 30 BC, Octavian attacks Alexandria, Marc Anthony commits suicide, and Cleopatra commits suicide.
-  Julius Caesar's son, Caesarion born from Cleopatra was executed.
- Octavian is now the sole ruler of Rome. 
- in 31 BC - 23 BC, he was consul every year.
- in 27 BC, he gives up all his power.
- people did not know what to do and the senate begs Octavian to take his power back
- The Senate keeps giving him the power of the provinces of Spain, Gaul, Syria, Egypt, etc.
- he is consul and governor of shitload of provinces.
- his name changed to C. Julius Caesar Augustus.
- after this, every emperor will take Caesar, and Augustus in their name.
- people with Imperium are called Imperators.
The Principate
- in 9 AD, Publius Quintilus Varus campaigned against German people in Teutoburg Forest, Romans were ambushed and 50,000 soldiers were dead and Varus killed himself.
- in 14 AD, Emperor Augustus dies . He reigned for 48 years.
- he named his adopted stepson Tiberius Julius Caesar Augustus and took power.

Lecture 17
The Imperial Government
- when Augustus took power, he changed ways of the goverment.
-  he took the power of censor, pro consul, magistrate, control of army, Auctoritas
- Praetorian Prefect were created, who were body guards that would dedicate themselves to the emperor.
Provinces
- Provinces split into 2 provinces.
- Senatorial Provinces , where governor is a senatorial
- Imperial Province , where the governor is an equestrius.
Roman Living
- Insula/ Apartment meaning (island)
	- where lower class or poor class people lived
	- pros: a lot of ppl could live in it. Cons: were built of mud like brick and fell over easily then they 	made it out of bricks and timber but it caught on fire easily.
-Domus
	- where middle/upper class people lived. It was a single family home and this house could have 	shops outside.
- Villa / Summer house
	- rich people had at least 1. Emperor had a villa on Palatine Hill (Palace)

Principate (27 BC - 284 AD) continued
- 14 AD, Augustus died
- Tiberius Julius Caesar Augustus, was a Claudian family therefore having a Julio0Claudian dynasty.
- Tiberius was a military man and a good general. 
- He did not like the political life and the senators did not like him.
- he had a praetorian prefect named L. Aelius Seianus also known as Sejanus.
- Sejanus used the power of tiberius to remove political opponents.
- Drusus the Younger is Tiberius' son. Sejanus did not like him and poisoned him in 23 AD.
- Tiberius gets depressed and leaves on vacation.
- TIberius gets wise and sends a letter to senate to execute him.
- Sejanus died in 31 AD.
- Tiberius died in 37 AD.
- Tiberius' nephew took power as C. Julius Caesar Augustus Germanicus also known as Caligula.
- he gave power to the senate, transparency of government actions.
- many games were given to people
- he had a high fever he almost died and maybe got a brain damage and became crazy
- another theory is that he finally realized the power he had.
- he saw conspiracy and killed his relatives and close people.
- he took powers away from senates
- Incitatus was his favourite horse.
- gave his horse a house and a statue and etc. and wanted to make it consul.
- when his sister died, he deified her.
- he also dressed up as gods and made statues of himself
- he wanted to set up a statue of himself in the holy temple
- he sets up Herod Agrippia 1 in Judea as a ruler.
- he humiliated his guards by giving them humiliating code names
- he pissed off everybody and was assassinated in 41 AD.
- When Caligula was assassinated, there was only 1 heir left in Julio Claudian dynasty.
- tiberius claudius Caesar Augustus Germanicus also known as Claudius was emperor Tiberius' nephew and Caligula's uncle.
- Claudius had a deformity. no one liked to listen to him.
- he was married 4 times and they all cheated on him.
- Agrippia the younger seduces uncle Claudius and in 54 AD Claudius dies mysteriously.
- Agrippia had a son Nero and Nero Claudius Caesar Augustus Germanicus becomes emporer ( 54 AD - 68 AD)
- he was 16 when he came to power. Agrippina was constantly giving him advices. One day Nero said enough and tried to kill her in a shipwreck. She survived and sent an assassin after him but he eventually sent a professional to kill her.
- Nero wanted to sing and act and entertain people other than be an emperor.
- the people loved him but the aristocrats hated him saying he is humiliating himself.
- the army did not know who he was because the emperor never visited them
- in summer of 64 AD, when Nero was out of Rome , fire started in Palatine hill. It took out half of Rome. Nero took care of this matter well but Rumour started Nero started the fire.
- he had an image problem and picks jewish people as scapegoats. he said jewish people started the fire and started executing christians.
- in 66AD , the first jewish revolt occurs.
- nero sends T.Flavious Vespianus to deal with the matter.
- in the late 67 AD the people, army, and senate decide to make him an enemy of the state
- when nero heard this, he killed himself in 68AD.
- there were no more Julio Claudians left, therefore a guy named Galba is named an emperor.
- in 69AD it is the  year of the 4 emperors. 
- Galba was hated by everyone and Ortho bribes the guards to kill Galba.
- Vitellus and Vespianus were both elevated as emperors.
- Vitellus defeats Ortho and Vespianus defeats Vitellus.
- Now there is a Flavian Dynasty
- he leave his son Titus in Judea to control the Jewish war.
- creates Lex de imperio Vespianus (the Vespian rule) which states what an emperor is and what an emperor can do to show the people what an emperor really is.
- in 70AD Titus storms Jerusalem and destroy the temple. He beats the revolt that lasted until 73AD and in 79AD Vespian died of natural causes. and Titus takes charge
- on 24th August of 79AD there were earthquakes and in 1PM top of Mt.Vesuvius blew up and smoke started coming out.
- its raining stones and people said get inside. City of Pompeii and Herculean were wiped out.
- Stabiae went on a rescue mission and his son watched eruption from across the bay.
- Titus tried to deal with this the best way but there was also a plague in Rome.
- in 80AD, there is another fire in Rome.
- Titus was in general a good emperor but died in 81AD
- Also, Colosseum or Flavian Amphitheatre was built.
- When Titus died, Domitian  was the younger brother of Titus and took power
- he spend most of his reign campaigning against Germanic tribes.
-M.Ulpius Trajanus was elevated general and killed lots of people so when Domitian died no one mourned.
- Domitian was killed by 2 praetorian guards and his wife.
-Damnatio Memoriae is a term to forget and condemn and erase from memory.
- Domitian ends the Flavian Dynasty
- The time of Good Emperors start with Nerva and ends with death of Marcus Aurelius.
- Senates choose Nerva (96 AD - 98 AD) as the next emperor.
- Senate and people were satisfied with him but praetorian guards and army did not like him
- Nerva names Traajan, the general of Domitian his successor.
- here splits the emperor names. Successor will have name Caesar and emperor will have the name Augustus.
- Emperor Trajan (98 AD - 117AD) takes over. He takes most of time campaigning
- he liberated states in the East and showed them the Roman civilization
- Trajans column had pictures going up around and around about Trajan's conquest
- in 115 AD, 2nd Jewish revolt occurs but in ot her states than Judea.
- Trajans ends the 2nd revolt in 117AD but to serve as an example, he heads to cyprus and kills 250,000 jews in cyprus.
- when he was heading back, he died of mysterious cause.
- his successor was Hadrian (117 AD - 138 AD). He p ut up a 70 mile wall (Hadrians wall) in Britannia
- some Judeans named Bar Kokhba as a Messiah and campaigned against Rome. and started 3rd jewish revolt.
- this revolt started because Hadrian wanted to erase Jerusalem.
- 3rd revolt lasts from (122 AD - 135 AD) but was defeated.
- Hadrian dies in 138AD
- Antonius Pius was next emperor (138 AD - 161AD)
- he never left Italy during his reign. He named 2 successors : Marcus Aurelius and Lucius Varus
- Marcus Aurelius was seen as the senior emperor. he sold his own stuff for money instead of raising taxes.
- Marcus aurelius campaigned a lot but he let the conquested people into the Roman Empire.
- Lucius Varus died in 169 AD campaigning against Germans.
- Marcus Aurelius had 15 children but only 1 survived and named him successor. and died in 180AD.
- Commodus (180AD - 192AD) was lazy, Crazy, and vile.
- he fought in arena pretending to be Hercules. He was so nutty that he put his ex- slave as a praetorian prefect.
- instead of wearing a toga in politics, he wore a military armour.
- he wanted to rename Rome to Colonia Commodian and an athlete was paid to strangle commodus.
- after Commodus died, the senates elevated Pertinax (193  AD) as emperor.
- senators liked him but praetorian guards didnt like him and killed him
- praetorian guards auctioned off Rome to bid to become the emperor.
- Didius Julianus wins the bid and becomes emperor (193AD)
- army decided to name their generals their ruler.
- 3 generals were elected as emperors by their troops.
1. Pescennius Niger was general of Syria
2.Clodius Albinus was a general of Britannia
3. Septimus Severus was a general of upper penonia.
after the 3 generals were elected, they battled.
- severous was scary so Albinus forfeit. Severous became emporer and Albinus became successor.
- Severous beats Niger 
- Start of Severan dynasty.
- Severous names a different successor and Kills Albinus.
- Severous elecated his son Caracalla and Geta successors.
- Geta and Caracalla split and they did not get along
- Caracalla (211AD - 217AD) invited Geta and his mom and kills Geta in front of his mom.
- Caracalla announced publicly about his murder.
- Caracalla was the cruelest emperor Romans ever had because he was so cold and serious.
- Caracalla begins killing relatives and aristocrats, senates, etc.
- when he saw female relatives weeping he killed them. He also let his soldiers to plunder and sack Rome.
- He decides to have a campaign to Parthians and on his way he heard people of Alexandria did not like Caracalla.
- caracalla sent a note to organize a banquet with all the alexandrias rulers and killed them and collected all men able to fight for Parthian campaign but once collected , they killed them all.
- in 217 AD, while travelling to Parthian he starts to take a leak and his personal body guards stabs him because they were afraid of Caracalla killing everyone
- he died just outside Carrhae.

Gladiator and Colosseum Times
-In Rome, people started having slaves fight to death in funerals. It started as a private function but more people gets interested and in ant public space could host a gladitorial event.
- Gladitorial was not liked by christians. and in 404AD,  gladitorial events were ceased
- Venatio where fighting animals instead of humans were getting people interested also.
- in 523AD, they outlawed Venationes because most likely, they ran out of animals.
- They trained gladiators in a place called Ludus and were trained by Lanistas
- a group of gladiators is called a Familia
- usualy they were slaves but sometimes condemned criminals were put in coloseums
- however, some men gained money, fame, woman in being gladiators. Sometimes people volunteered to be gladiators. You could earn enough money to buy freedom.
- Most gladitorial event did not always end up in death. It ended on first blood
- in important events they would fight to death.
- if they fight well in death match, they might let him live.
- the ground floor of colosseum was called Harena
- Colosseum was designed to withstand earthquakes
- front section was reserved for aristocrats, middle section was for people in upper & middle class, top was reserved for poor people.
- In, colosseums, the day started with executions.
- in executions, there were Condemnatio and Bestias which was death by beast, Condemnatio ad gladium where they fight as gladiator, Condemnatio ad Luden, where if you survive as a gladiator for 3 years, you get to live, tunica Molestas, where death by flammable shirt suddenly igniting and burned alive.
- Samnite is a very old style of a gladiator. In time, samnites evolved to Secutor and Hoplomachus
- Retiarius is another old style of gladiator with a net and a trident
-Thracian is another old style of gladiator with a curved sword and a small round shield 
- Murmillo was a really heavily armoured gladiator. had a shield, helmet, shin protector, arm protector.
- Gladiator was only the 2nd most popular games. Circus Maximus is a horse racing that Romans loved the most.
Circus Maximus
-Carcares is the starting gates of the horse race
-Spina was in middle of the race where monuments were set up.
- Metae was the turning post.
- most important people sat at the front, middle classs sat in middle, poor people sat in end
- Emperors loved circus maximus and built a Pulvinar or an emperors skybox.
- the horse around the charioteers were owned by businessmen. the charioteers were usually slaves.
- Factiones is the 4 different colour factions of the race. and people wore the colour of the one they were cheering for.
- Biga is a chariot with 2 horses and Quadriga is a chariot with 4 horses
- only rule is the person that makes around track 7 times wins, anything goes.
- Scorpus is a famous racer that amassed over 2,000 victories but died at age 27.
- C. Appieleius Diocles became amensely rich by winning 1500 victories before retiring.

Roman Clothing
-Toga , is the most common for special occasions and easily recognizable Roman clothing.
- Stola is a toga for woman.
- there were no fashion trends in Rome
- they were made from wool or linen or silk.
- under the toga, they wore undergarments made of leather or wool.
- the sandals, Calceus were made to walk around town casually
- Tuninca is a sleeveless shirt where it was the everyday clothing to wear.
- Senators had 2 thick purple stripes on tunics (Latus Clavus)
- Equestrian had 2 thin purple stripes on tunic (Angustus Clavus)
- togas were more of a suit, it was big and heavy. It was also very expensive. Price  equivalent to a modern car.
- Togas had a Umbro where material hung at front and a Sinus where it was like a pocket.
- Toga verillis  is a toga a boy would put on when he became of age
-Toga Pulla is a dark toga for that are mourning or accused of criminals.
- Toga Candida is a bright toga that would illustrate that they are running for the senate
- Emperors would wear a Toga Picta
- Fullonica is an ancient dry cleaner. In Fullonica, clothes would be put into baths with cleaning mix, however, if too much stain, it would be peed on and stomped on by slaves.
Roman Coinage
- denominator of wages change due to weight
-As, is the basic unit of coin made in bronze. but after Imperial period, made in copper
-Sesterius, made in silver but after imperial, made of brass
-Denarius, always made of silver
-Aurelius, made of gold
- 2 sides to a coin. Obverse and Reverse
- one side has a side face of emperor with a legend explaining which emperor and on the other side, included a different picture.
- coins had a propaganda picture sometimes
- army took the minters with them on campaigns 
- making your own coins for counterfeit could get you executed.
Roman Thermae
- were the monument of the emperor's greatness. The bathhouses became a community centre, exercise room, library, and a temple
- bathhouses were usually separated between men and woman
- some private bathhouses charged money
- Frigidarium was a cold bath
-Trepidarium was warm
- Calidarium was scorching hot
- Apodytarium was a changing room
- Natatio was swimming pool
- Palaestra was a exercise room
- Latrina  was a bathroom
- womans had changing room and cold bath in same room while guys had them in separate room.
- usually people change, then go to warm room, then warmer room, then colder room, then out.
- Calidarium was built above a Hypocaust 
- Romans brought a Strigil Into trepidarium and strigil had oil. Romans would rub oil on them, and scrape them off after
- People socialized in Latrina.
- Latrina had open place with small key hole and the water was constantly flushing where when you have a business, it was immediately washed away.
- Romans did not have a toilet paper, instead, they had sponge on a stick that people shared.
Roman Military
- Roman military rules, tactics, etc changed over time.
- youngest age to be enlisted in army was 17 or 18.
- military was a career for standard people and lasted average (25-30 years)
- originally, equestrians could have better equipments but later, poor people could afford equipments as the state provided for them 
- Romans were effective in war because they had rigid training and had fear of punishment if they lost
- if they win, they were promised land, 
-Legio/ legion was the main force of the army and was made of Pedus / infantry and Eques/ calvalry
- job of cavalries were to flank the enemy line and chase down runners.
- average Eques consisted of 120 of them per legion.
- legion consisted of 5000+ infantry.
- infantry were broken into groups. the basic unit was called Century. 6 century would make a Cohort and 1 legion had 10 cohorts.
- each legion had a Legatus who would look over the legion.
- the general term for leader of army was Dux
- Centurion was the leader of the century.
- in the legions, there were some non - combatants (immunes)
- each division had a standard bearer
- standard bearer for century was Signifier
 - Aquilifer was a Roman military eagle signifier created by Gaius Marius. they took the eagle seriously. losing an eagle was embarrassing for Romans. 
- there was around 6000 people per legions.
- military attire required woolen tunic and roman battle helmet and armour.
- armours consisted of plates layered on top of each other for flexibility.
- Romans also wore shoes - Caligae
- Romans carried 2 Pilums which are 7 foot javelins that if hit their shield, it would handicap them
- later on, Romans adopted the long rectangular shield
- they form tortoise formation
- roma sword was called Gladius that were 2 feet long. It was effective on stabbing more than slashing.
