Western vs Eastern Empire –
The Eastern Empire continued on far beyond the West, it survived for almost 1000 years long. It fell to the ottoman Turks in 1453. Justinian (AD 527-565) attempted to conquer the west. He also built the Hagia Sophia. In AD 800, Charlemagne attempted to restore the empire again. This rule was the beginning of the Holy Roman Empire comprised mainly of German states. It also fell during Napoleon’s conquest in AD 1806.
