· Unconstrained 
· Selfish motives are openly pursued 
· Typical strategy of great powers
· Constrained 
· Selfish motives are hidden behind promises and negotiation
· Typical strategy of small or middle power

Idealism Altruism/Human Security
· Small-Scale
· Pursues small and concrete changed in international arena (foreign aid)
· Large-Scale
· Favors large sudden shifts in politics (creation of the UN)

Common Ground
· Ultimately having an idealist view doesn’t have to be against your own values 
· Both foreign policy perspectives recognizes the need for sustained and reliable economic growth 
· Kyoto Protocol 
· Conservative government dropped out over worry about what it is going to do to our national economy and national interest

Landmines: Why a treaty? 
· A treaty is a promise nations make with each to abide to a certain set of rules 
· Creating a stable living environment
· By signing a treaty against landmines we are advancing diplomacy
· Diplomacy is how we are viewed on the global stage
· Why are landmines designed to maim rather than kill- why?
· When someone is injured people have to go and help that person, takes up solider capacity 
· Seen as barbaric 

How are these treaties brought into effect?
· Certain organization help to bring these to affect
· IO’s international organization
· NGO’s –non government organizations
· NGO brings it to United Nations
· IGO’s –International governed organization 
· United nations brings it to governments around the world to get enforced
· International case law
· We don’t have a global government that tries to guide countries but cannot enforce
· League of Nations: Roosevelt 
· New body of people would get together to help move humanity out of the current state 
· Only after the second world war did nations realize that change was necessary
· United Nations: one vote per nation to help with inequality

Benefits of UN
· Helps gain allies
· Sense of security 
· If you don’t have nation status you can’t do anything 
· If you get member status you can bring conflicts to the UN to help them get dealt with and resolved

Armed Conflict
· One of the tools of foreign policy 
· If we aren’t getting our way we can go in with brute force 
· Peace building- going into a place where there isn’t peace and trying to enforce peace
· Unless a nation is inflicted with death they wont do anything
· “War is the continuation of politics by other means” 
· Civil war: war between a state
· Inter-state: international war

Causes of War
· Realism and the quest for power
· Idealism and the clash of values
· Spread a global value 
· Using armed force to switch to democracy
· Nationalism and elite manipulation
· Patriotism 
· Money and materialism
· War- a social construction or biological need?
· “War is a social invention like marriage”
· “War is a biological thing, inherited to all of us as human beings”

Regulating War
· International laws of armed conflicts
· Just cause
· Proportionality (balance between problem and solution)
· Public declaration by proper authority
· Last resort
· Only after you’ve tried sanctions, development, diplomacy etc.

· US in Afghanistan
· Just cause for defense?
· Where to attack? Whom to attack? Proportionality?
· Proper Authority (direct attack-NATO)
· Sept 11 2001 terrorist attacks aggression
· Only considered a human if you are within a nation (terrorist groups)
· Geneva conventions do not apply to you
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Peace Building: A Brief Introduction

Prof: Timothy Donais
· Bosnia 1996
· One of the most dangerous places to be
· Three way civil war 
· Half of the population to be displaced (internally and refugees)
· Started 1992-1995
· Implementing the Dayton Peace Accords
· Democracy, human rights, refugee return, economic reconstruction, “justice”
· Agency and the “cult of the foreign expert”
· What do Bosnians want?
· Telling Bosnians how to be, live and act
· Done by importing Western concepts into areas that aren’t of western culture or should it be about helping people in their own communities to rebuild their communities 

What is Peace building?
· Help countries that have suffered armed conflict sustainably transfer to a physical, economic and political reconstruction 
· Intervention continuum 
· Prevention, humanitarian intervention, peacekeeping, peace building
· What kind of peace?
· Positive/negative peace 
· Security, stability, protection of rights, measure of justice (positive peace is opened ended)
· Peace building as “getting to Denmark?”
· The stereotypical peaceful, ideal society

Liberal Peace building “in crisis”
· Liberal peace building framework: democracy, human rights, free markets and the rule of law
· Outside in transmission of liberal norms, values and institutions 
· Assumption of universality 
· Lots of questioning about this model
· Empirical record of liberal peace building as spotty
· Few clear success stories
· Peace cannot be imposed on war torn societies must come from within

Where to from here?
· Hybridity: the outcomes of peace missions are a result of the encounters of the external and the internal (liberal democrats)
· The negotiation of how human rights get translated 
· Constant negotiation the leads to unknown of any given case
· Local ownership: buy in vs. facilitating “local solutions to local problems”
· How do you get people who have been fighting for years to translate towards peace building 
· How do you facilitated a domestic a peace building environment

What kind of peace is to be built?
· Increased focus on means rather than ends: strengthening state society relations, renewing “social contract”
· How do we get to liberal democracy as the end point vs. how do we get countries together “social contract”
· Big complex questions:
· What constitutes a “just society” how can it be built and by whom?
· Less cosmopolitan terms more in communitarian form 

Review: jus ad bellum criteria
War Justification
· “Blood for oil”-the incentive to go to war was the oil in Iraq rather then the supposed weapons
· Proportionality: Balance between actions and consequences
· Declaration by a proper authority (UN national security council)
· Last Resort- tried everything else 

Just cause?
· Self-defense 
· Collective security
· Prior permission 

Higher permission
· A sole government cannot decide they are going to invade a country, must go to a high level (UN national security council) where the countries have the opportunity to veto 

AHI guided by “responsibility to protect”
· Conditions in which we might send in military report

Case Study: Iraq 2003
In May 2003 the US and Britain led a pre-emptive strike against Iraq- why? Did Iraq make an aggressive attack on the sovereignty and or territorial integrity of another nation?
· Who has weapons of mass destruction? Iraq is seen to be a rouge nation where as US is not 
· Iraq had to comply with certain obligations set after the invasion in 1991
· The leader kicked out US weapon inspection agencies  
· When brought to the UNSC for authorization France and Russia vetoed 
· US did it anything, is it justifiable? 
· Is a decision like the US invasion a realist or idealist?

Iraq:
Just cause: Belief that there were weapons of mass destruction being produced although no evidence or proof to this happening
Proportionality: What the Iraqi did or supposedly did, did not justify them coming into their country and starting a war. Even if they knew that they had the weapons there wasn’t a immediate threat that they were planning on using them (US has the most weapons of mas destruction)
Declaration by proper authority: Two members of the UN national Security Council vetoed the proposal for occupation of Iraq
Last Resort: Imminent threat of destruction 

Afghanistan:
Just Cause: societal protection especially of women and children
Proportionality: more damage done than necessary 
Declaration by proper authority: UN gave authority
Last Resort: good intentions, tried communicating first 

1. Sanctions
2. Economic Incentives
3. Diplomacy
4. Armed conflict

Enemy combatant: a way around the Geneva Convention, only soldiers from other countries national military  allows human torture because they don’t belong to a nations military

Why do we care about civilian casualties?
· Goes against human rights
· Revenge is a byproduct of winning wars at all costs

Jus in Bello: Justice in war

Laws of armed conflict
· Discriminate what is a legitimate/illegitimate target:
· Military personnel
· Military weapons, barracks and training areas
· Military transportation, communications and supply lines
· Industrial weapons sites
· Defense structures (housing defense operations-Pentagon)
· As a solider of a nation state you have to follow the Geneva conventions but if you are in a private military corporations you do not have to abide with these conventions
· Canada chooses to send prisoners to other countries where they know that torture and other inhumane practices are conducted on their prisoners to avoid doing it themselves
· How do you classify a legitimate and illegitimate target?
· Women and children?
· What if the tactics are for women and children to carry suicide bombs?
· In Iraq government took away all the power and resources as a tactic to shut down the army 

Jus in Bello
· Non-combatant: not a solider (not apart of the war)
· Enemy non-combatant: a term the US came up with to avoid the Geneva Conventions, not seen as humans.
· Allows them to deny the soldiers their basic human rights
· Ability to torture and basically do whatever they please to get information for enemy combatants 
· Held in Guantanamo Bay off US soil
· Water boarding was an inhumane tactic used on enemy combatants
· Chemical and Biological weapons 
· Mala in se (too evil or wrong)
· Examples would be gas chambers in the Holocaust 
· Dual-use targets?
· Hospitals and schools that may be used for illegal terrorist activities might be seen as targets even though there are innocent civilians in these locations 
· Child soldiers 
· Impressionable, easy to force our views on those that are young
· Strong, fast and have good capabilities 
· Easier to leave families 
· The governments of US and Canada often forces their soldiers to take different kinds of drugs to help them better perform (steroids, resistant against chemical weapons etc.)
· POW’s (Prisoner of War)
· Must be given acceptable living conditions, water, food
· Must be respected based on the Geneva conventions guidelines (basic human rights must be maintained) 

Jus post bellum: Aftermath
· Retribution model 
· Public peace treaty
· Exchange of POW’s
· Apologies
· War crime trials
· Giving up gains
· Demilitarization 
· Suffer further losses-reparations payments
· Rehabilitation (More idealist view)
· The same except the following
· Rejects sanctions
· Rejects compensation payments
· Forcing regime change

Human Rights in China: Common ground?
· What rights are people entitled to?
· Personal security 
· Material subsistence
· Individual freedom
· Non-discrimination
· Social recognition
Examples of Human Rights Being Challenged
· Universal human rights are not congruent with Chinese culture 
· China saw the universal human rights as imperialistic 
· The countries cultures are so significantly different it only makes sense for their human rights to be different 
· Cultures are not free to treat each other how ever they wish
· Different cultures have different aspirations as how they are going to meet happiness
· In China, family is the most significant aspiration
· Relativism: we can do whatever we want based on our own cultures
· China believe that political stability is more important then individual rights 
· They believe that they are not as strong as a nation to cope with the rights and not let it tear apart the country 
· Resistance to change in China 
· Communist leaders hold a firm grip on their people because they don’t want to lose power 
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Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948)

1st Generation Rights
· Right to life or security
· Right to hold private property
· Liberal-western view 
· Right to freedom
· Right to political participation
· Ability to speak out about your political opinions
· Right to recognition as a person before the law
· Right now to suffer unfair discrimination
· How we would recognized certain people as having rights and who is exempt from those rights
· Right to “due process”

2nd Generation Rights
· Right to material subsistence 
· Right to basic education
· Right to basic healthcare
· Right to form a union
· Right to basic work safety standards
· Right to equality under law

3rd Generation Rights
· Right to clean air and drinking water
· Right to environmental protections
· Right to positive equality (gender)
· Right to cultural and linguistic recognition
· Right to democracy

Women’s Rights
· Sex selection
· In some places where male babies are preferred, women will find out the sex as early as possible and then abort it if it is not male 
· Feminization of labor
· Feminization of poverty
· Sex tourism/trafficking
· Elder abuse

For every dollar a man worker works a female makes 75 cents

Video: Stop Webcam Child Sex Tourism 
· Sweetie- 10 year old girl from the Philippines
· Computer generated child to help catch the men partaking in this
· Looks and moves like a real girl
· 750,000 predators are online at any given time

Are Human Rights Universal?
· Foreign policy- pressure governments of other countries to conform to western standards of rights?
· Each nation to determine their own rights structures?
· Governments often lack power due to economic trade consideration 
· Sometimes messages (petitions) can be in-factual i.e. Kony campaign

Guantanamo Bay Force Feeding
· There are currently 120 detainees on hunger strike in Guantanamo Bay
· People are force fed against their will
· The process is extremely unbearable and takes approximately 2 hours and happens twice a day
· “If you break the law are you forfeiting your rights?”
· Basic rights should be upheld even after incarceration 
· Questions your own personal values (opinions on death penalty)
· Force-feeding, what rights does this violate?
· Right to freedom: you are choosing not to eat
· Political participation: on hunger strike to protest some cause
· Hard to prove legally that this is a break of human rights
· Right to dignity?

International Aid and Development

Quote: “We must stop calling events like these as natural disasters. It is not natural when people continue to struggle to eradicate poverty and pursue development and gets battered by the onslaught of a monster storm now considered as the strongest storm ever to hit land. It is not natural when science already tells us that global warming will induce more intense storms. It is not natural when the human species has already profoundly changed the climate”

· Imagine you are the head of state of a poor, developing country. Your nation has a huge debt, a huge population and a small economy based on agriculture. Your development needs are many: infrastructure such as roads, schools, hospitals; clean water and sanitation; finance programs; jobs; governance; foreign investment in the business sector (both state and private).

· Based on the above information this country is in serious need for aid the most prominent need would be clean water/sanitation and hospitals to help those who are sick or starving recover and after point can start to implement jobs, schools etc.

· What kinds of trade-offs would you be willing to make?
· Reform or government possibly? Buying products from that country?
· What would you not be willing to compromise on?
· Becoming a colony of the country 

· Imagine you are the head of state of a wealthy, developed nation. You personally believe that your country can, and should, do more in terms of international aid and development (you are an idealist in foreign policy terms). However you know that your citizens like lower taxes and would prefer that the government help out locally with regard to issues such as homelessness and poverty. 
· Why should the global north care about giving assistance to the global south?
· Countries that are in poverty typically have higher birth rates which cause over population of the world, if this can be put under control it will ultimately be a benefit on the worldwide scale
· Should we being helping out abroad, or at home, or both? In what proportion?
· If you have immediate problems at home you should be tackling those first rather then helping other countries while yours is going through problems as well. Although you should still at least try to give at least minimal effort at helping the worldwide community

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Boyan Slat:
· Millions of tons of plastic debris are polluting worlds oceans
· Plastic pollutions costs governments, companies and individuals millions of dollars in damages per year, due to loss in tourism, vessel damages and inefficient beach clean ups 

ODA: Official Development Assistance 
· Development from one nation to another

Priority Themes:
1. Increasing food security
2. Securing the future of children and youth
3. Stimulating sustainable economic growth

First Wave: Top-down State-Centric 
· 1945-1975
· Cold war- how to encourage other nations to support the US rather than the Soviet Union?
· Realist agenda of supporting foreign security strategy
· Top-down government 
· Tied-Aid: we will give you money if you agree to buy a certain good
· Benefiting the supporting nation more then the nation being supported
· If you donate military support and the country cannot sustain that support it can fall into the hands of rebels and end up causing a civil war
· You want to prevent countries such as Europe from gaining a monopoly for that region to prevent this you can build alliances with countries near by those occupied by Russia

The Second Wave (1975-1995): Structural Adjustment Program
· Late 70’s corruption, resentments to tie aid led to game playing, few benefits on the ground, top down not effective 
· Recipient nations ought to adjust the structures of their societies so that sustainable development could take place
· Adjustments = rewards
· Adjustments were military support or hand outs but rather then loans at low interest rates if they cooperate and conform to what the donor decides is acceptable, pay back after development has progressed
· Which adjustments and what awards?
· Research/expertise
· Loans not cash
· Encourage free market enterprise
· Cut civil service, reduce costs of doing business
· Encourage foreign investments

The Third Wave (1995-present): bottom up pluralism
· Still evidence of SAP’s, tied aid, military aid but also significant difference in perspective
· Pluralism- no long “state-centric”
· NGO’s, UN agency, Universities and Colleges, Foundations and Think tanks, MNC’s

· Key dimensions
1. What’s the production of vulnerability?

· Disasters are not natural

· Development choices
· Salvationist ideals
· Hierarchy involved 
· The ideal of community and community participation to foster change
· A moral economy can be defined by one defined by fairness, equity and social justice
· Refers to the interplay for norms, customers, expectations and values to shape economic systems
· Different moral frameworks meet not only in happy ways 
· How disasters and earthquakes effect people
· Different players, different ways of enacting economic support
· You work and you receive food/homes etc “non monetary exchange”
· Gifting gesture
· “The most vulnerable of the vulnerable”
· Friction of desire, expectations, envy and jealousy 
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Aid
· Short term relief, humanitarian in nature and taking the form of donation and gifts
· Typically designed to help alleviate some sharp, sudden crisis with a society 
· Does not have to be paid back 

Development
· Long term investment intended on developing a sustainable society (infrastructure such as schools, road, etc)
· Development has to be paid back

Private Sources of Development
· Non governmental sources of development 
· NGO’s
· Charities 
· Not for profit 

Public Sources of Development 
· Multi lateral: agreed upon or participated in by three or more parties, especially the governments of different countries.

First Two Waves of Development
· 1945-1975
· Cold war- how to encourage other nations to support the US rather than the Soviet Union?
· Realist agenda of supporting foreign security strategy
· Top-down government 
· Not to help development but to help their own well being 
· Tied-Aid: we will give you money if you agree to buy a certain good
· Benefiting the supporting nation more then the nation being supported

3. Third Wave: Bottom-Up Pluralism (1995-Present)
· Increasing capabilities what do people need to live productive lives?
