Nation State Vs. Globalization
 

Government
The activity of individuals and institutions that make and enforce collective decisions
Conflict manager
The who (the people) and the how (the activities) of the state

Government Vs. State
Government is relatively transient
State has a higher degree of permanence, broader

Multiculturalism
Different cultures within a country should be recognized and respected and provided with encouragement to help retain their cultures and traditions

Nation
A group of people who share a common identity 
Typically believe they should have a degree of autonomy within a country or their own separate state

Difficulties


Nationalism
promote the interests, culture, and values of their particular nation.
people's loyalty to the nation should be more important than other loyalties

Nation-state
people inhabiting it share a sense of being members of a particular nation

National Identity
Can be a shared language, religion, history, and culture
Can be something that emerges from shared experiences, values, or political values
Through public education, national institutions, Olympics, national myths, heroes, etc.

Sovereignty
2 Dimensions:
the state is the highest authority inside the territory
states are not subject to the authority of outsiders

Limits
 

Interference

State
An independent, self-governing political community
Ability to make rules that are binding on the population
Within given territory
Claims the legitimate use of force (Weber)

History
Peace of Westphalia
Idea of sovereignty 
French Revolution 1789
Sovereignty rests with the people not the monarchy
Capitalism and Industrial Revolution
Costly infrastructure, barriers removed for markets
A common language, education system, laws, etc.  

Includes
The federal provincial and municipal governments
The mlitary and police forces
Government ministries
State owned corporations
Courts, the Bank of Canada
