2 models 
kingdon 
3 streams that must converge to make a window of opportunity for an issue to get on the agenda
policy, politics, problem
Hall et al Model 
3 characteristics; legitimacy, feasibility, and public support 
if these things are all high you are more likely to get things on the agenda. 
Policy Windows – opportunity for issues to get on the agenda
Routine windows ie. Canada’s budget process with online forum annually 
Spill over- when something arrives in another policy area that ‘ spills over’ into another area like health 
Crisis – ie SARS pandemic, natural catastrophy. Something that highlights a flaw in a policy though crisis 
Individuals – 
Mobbing from the agenda to action 
Strength of actors 
Power of ideas 
Issue itself- measurable, who is it affecting, severity 
Political context – is there stability in the government for them to take on issue. Ie if its election year and issue is touchy subject

Policy Process  
The gov is involved in every aspect of flow on slide. More pronounced involvement in some areas than others. 

Gov and policy process
Insitiutions 
Norms and procedures of gov such as the electoral system, who initiates legislations, relations btw legislation and judiciary (courts/law)
Autonomy – textbook def 
Corrupt govs are not autonomous. Where they are only looking to benefit themselves and maintain power. 
Not as significant in Canada, but we talked about theories that explain power (ant who holds it wrt policy) which are related to autonomy.  
Pluralist is complete autonomy 
Public choice – some interests that are predomitly influencing policy 
Elitism  - zero autonomy 
Capacity – textbook def. do they have the ability to make AND implement a policy 
Expertise, humans, $$  

Canadian gov system 
We are federation with 2 levels – provincial and federal
Majoritarian system – “first past the post” 
Candidates from diff political parties compete for vote within ridings based on geographical boundries 
Fed and prov systems have diff boundries and diff number of ridings 
Fed and prov have separate elections 
Political parties 
Both federal and provincial systems 
Main 4 paties; conservatives, NDP, liberal
Block quebecois. Sits federally, but elected provincially. 
Political parties are like interest groups, you can join and pay membership then you can vote and stuff 

Roles of political party 
Coalitions – 2 parties coming together around a big issue. Mostly NDP and Liberal 

Main Ideologies 
Their view on roles of gov and what they should be doing for their people 
Neoliberal – conservatives – right wing
Thinks they are limited in health and social services. They shouldn’t be as involved.
Free market and deregulation 
Individual responsibility- looking after ones self 
Liberalism – left wing 
Social services are expected and we should have regulation to abide by certain rules 
Creating a more equitable society by distribution of $$ and resources
Obvi higher taxes 

Federal government 
Executive branch develops policy and identifies issues, send it off to the legislative branch they do a little work with it and send it back to 
Cabinet is the heads of different departments ie foreign relations etc. 
Cabinet – ministers representing each department, and coming up with policy options 
PM – he needs to act within the rules of his party because ultimately he owes his position to the party. 
House of commons 
Pass laws = passing policy 
Protect our interest btw elections for the fed government to the people 
MPs 
You can complain to them so they can complain to parliament. 
Cabinet 
They get to pass bills which is policy implementation 
Appointing the cabinet is very political. They're supposed to be experienced in their post (commities or ministers??) 
WATCH RICK MERCER REPORT everything you wanted to know about Canada but were afraid to ask. 

House 
The number of votes a party gets OVERALL could be different than the one in majority because its based on ridings 
Very unrepresentative. White older business men

Official opposition 
Watch Dog
One with second number of votes 
Expected to question gov in power wrt policy 
Law making- inform passage of bill, vote, present ammenments to it. 
Help gov make decisions

Law making 
Their policy process is similar to the first slide 
There a lots of policy decisions that are made that don’t require legislation being made.  
Ie giving money to other groups for them to go the problem. Like the edu system and the breakfast program 

Passing a bill

Before the bill 
Honeymoon phase – when the party is first elected and the push though a lot of policy that reflects their campaign hopefully  

Budget process 
June 7 2013 – Canadians are invited to share their priorities for 2014 budget 
What's missing from the finance committee topics 
HEALTH. Feds aren’t really responsible and its conservative gov and tey take a passive role on social programs

Throne speech 
Written by PM, read by governer general 
Both fed and prov govs 
Sets out the broad policy agenda for the coming session of parliament 
October 16. Topics: pride, economy, jobs. 

The cabinet stage of bill passage 
Dept of justice is key because new legislation could conflict old legislation and is correct to address policy issue 
Parliamentary stage 
Bill introduced by PM or other ministers
2 readings 
committee – they can make a new one to read that, or another. They read everything, make a report.

Process
Depending on the issue going though all of that stuff could take days (very serious, lots of support) or years, or never ever get passed certain stage
Could get stuck at the senate. Happens a lot if there’s a majority in the senate (conservative) that is in conflict with the house majority (liberal) 

Senate 
Appointed by the PM, our higher chamber of gov. 
Also involved in budget process

Civil service 
Not supposed to have party affiliation 
They work for ministers 

Health Canada 
Elected in her riding and appointed by PM to be a health minister in the cabinet. 
END OF FEDERAL GOVERNMENT. 

Differeance 
Unicameral; no senante 
Legislative assembly = house of commons 
The people in it are called MPPs 
Premier selects their own cabinet for provincial ministers ie. Health 

Policy process 
Today was policy formulation, but the government is not the only person in that
Also decision making  cabinet

Political parties and teir ideologies influence all aspects of the public policy process from how the issue is defined, to who has authority/responsibility from formulation and implementing policy 
Health issues are typicall addressed though the minister of health, who brings significant issues to cabinet for discussion/decision 
Passage of legislation is one tool that government ustilizes to implement policy. 
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
