Old England – 17th Century
· England, first industrialized nation 
· Origins of Britains success
· Rule of law is means of protecting private owners and peacefully solving disputes 
· Production of purchase of clothing and other goods played a great economic world, and the work ethic
· Between the end of the 15th and middle of 18th – England became Great Britain, involving into a vast colonial empire
· Stability associated with establishment ever since 1688 
· A year later: a glorious revolution 
· Parliament was centered at Westminster 
· London Mob: no state police, if people were unruly they were unruly 
· Hay reading
· Enforcing elitism
· Wasn’t a uniformed criminal code, no consistency in compensation or justice
· Depended on the quality of the person sitting on the bench
· Power was limited to human and animal muscle
· The awful extremes of climate and disease can prey on you
· No differentiation between the sexes in the prison
· Convicts were mixed indiscriminately in new gate
· Woman gave birth in new gate
· Women were taken to the gavels while a child was breast feeding
· Prostiutes were allowed to come in
· Jailers were allowed to charge prisoners who could afford to pay for alcohol or water or better living conditions
· Murder Act 1752: an act for better preventing the horrid crime of murder
· Trying to get more bodies for dissection 
· Thomas Wilford: 1 armed boy of 17 years
· First person to be sentenced under this act
· Met at a workhouse a girl, they got married, she hadn’t come home a couple nights in a row and he finally asked her and she said she was in the park
· Lost it, and nearly severed the head of her and then he dropped the knife realizing what he did in horror
· He pleaded guilty and the judge said no lets put him to trial and prove it, it was proved and he was sentenced to death
· 9 year old boy was sentenced to death for stealing 2 pennies worth of paint 
· His sentence was commuted to life

· Hero in the younger years, Pip and orphan that lives with a couple near the coast in the Marshlands in England
· Mother is a shrew and the father is a kindly man who looks after Pip
